To eliminate the tobacco price support program.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,2

SECTION 1. ELIMINATION OF TOBACCO PRICE SUPPORT3

PROGRAM.4

(a) ELIMINATION OF TOBACCO PRICE SUPPORT.—5

The Agricultural Act of 1949 (7 U.S.C. 1421 et seq.) is6

period at the end the following: ‘‘or tobacco’’.12

amount’’ in the third sentence and inserting ‘‘The16

(d) EFFECTIVE DATE AND APPLICATION OF AMEND-23

MENTS.—The amendments made by this Act shall take ef-24

fect on January 1, 1994. Beginning on that date, the Sec-25
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retary of Agriculture shall terminate all loan agreements1

entered into with tobacco producer associations under sec-2

tion 106A of the Agricultural Adjustment Act of 1938 and3

provide for the disposal of all funds in the No Net Cost4

Tobacco Fund of those associations and the No Net Cost5

Tobacco Account of the Commodity Credit Corporation.6
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
