SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Fairness to Condomin-4

ium and Cooperative Owners Amendment of 1993’’.5
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SEC. 2. AMENDMENTS.1

(1) in paragraph (11) by striking ‘‘or’’ at the4

end,5

(2) in paragraph (12) by inserting ‘‘or’’ at the6

end, and7

(3) by adding at the end the following:8

‘‘(13) for a fee that becomes payable after the9

order for relief to a membership association with re-10

spect to the debtor’s interest in a dwelling unit that11

has condominium or cooperative ownership, if such12

fee is payable for a period during which the debtor13

occupied such dwelling.’’.14
