Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the ““Nonprofit Organiza-
tions Tax-Exempt Bond Reform Act of 1993”.

SEC. 2. TAX TREATMENT OF 501(c)(3) BONDS SIMILAR TO
GOVERNMENTAL BONDS.
(2) IN GENERAL.—Subsection (a) of section 150 of

the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 (relating to definitions
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1 and special rules) is amended by striking paragraphs (2)
2 and (4), by redesignating paragraphs (5) and (6) as para-
3 graphs (4) and (5), respectively, and by inserting after
4 paragraph (1) the following new paragraph:

5 “(2) EXEMPT PERSON.—

“(A) IN GENERAL.—EXxcept as provided in
subparagraph (B), rules similar to the rules of
section 47(c)(1)(C) shall apply in determining
for purposes of paragraph (2)(C) whether prop-
erty is substantially rehabilitated.

“(B) ExcepTioN.—For purposes of sub-
paragraph (A), clause (ii) of section 47(c)(1)(C)
shall not apply, but the Secretary may extend
the 24-month period in section 47(c)(1)(C)(i)
where appropriate due to circumstances not
within the control of the owner.

“(4) CERTAIN PROPERTY TREATED AS NEW

PROPERTY.—Solely for purposes of determining

“(i) the 1st use of property is pursu-
ant to taxable financing,
“(i) there was a reasonable expecta-
tion (at the time such taxable financing
was provided) that such financing would be
replaced by tax-exempt financing, and
“(ii) the taxable financing is in fact
so replaced within a reasonable period
after the taxable financing was provided,
then the 1st use of such property shall be treat-
ed as being pursuant to the tax-exempt financ-
ing.

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“(1) IN GeNErRAL.—Nothing in section 103(a)
or any other provision of law shall be construed to
provide an exemption from Federal income tax for
interest on any bond which would be a private activ-
ity bond if the 501(c)(3) organization using the pro-
ceeds thereof were not an exempt person unless such
bond satisfies the requirements of subsections (b)
and (f) of section 147.

“(2) SPECIAL RULE FOR POOLED FINANCING
OF 501(C)(3) ORGANIZATION.—

“(A) IN GENERAL.—AL the election of the
issuer, a bond described in paragraph (1) shall
be treated as meeting the requirements of sec-
tion 147(b) if such bond meets the require-
ments of subparagraph (B).

“(B) REQUIREMENTS.—A bond meets the
requirements of this subparagraph if—

“(i) 95 percent or more of the net
proceeds of the issue of which such bond is

a part are to be used to make or finance

loans to 2 or more 501(c)(3) organizations

or governmental units for acquisition of
property to be used by such organizations,
“(i) each loan described in clause (i)

satisfies the requirements of section 147(b)

(determined by treating each loan as a sep-
arate issue),

“(iii) before such bond is issued, a de-
mand survey was conducted which shows a
demand for financing greater than an
amount equal to 120 percent of the
lendable proceeds of such issue, and

“(iv) 95 percent or more of the net
proceeds of such issue are to be loaned to
501(c)(3) organizations or governmental
units within 1 year of issuance and, to the
extent there are any unspent proceeds
after such 1-year period, bonds issued as
part of such issue are to be redeemed as
soon as possible thereafter (and in no

event later than 18 months after issuance).

A bond shall not meet the requirements of this

subparagraph if the maturity date of any bond

issued as part of such issue is more than 30

years after the date on which the bond was is-

sued (or, in the case of a refunding or series of

refundings, the date on which the original bond

was issued).”
