Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,2

That sections 1710(a)(1)(H) and 1712(a)(3)(B) of title3

38, United States Code, are each amended by inserting4

‘‘or a veteran who is a recipient of the Medal of Honor’’5

after ‘‘World War I’’.6
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
