SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Budget Enforcement4

and Deficit Reduction Act of 1993’’.5
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SEC. 2. MAXIMUM DEFICIT AMOUNTS AND DISCRETIONARY1

SPENDING LIMITS FOR FISCAL YEAR 1994–2

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‘‘(i) with respect to fiscal year 1994,1

$21,900,000,000 in new budget authority2

and $21,000,000,000 in outlays; and3

‘‘(ii) with respect to fiscal year 1995,4

1996, 1997, or 1998, the level of new5

budget authority and outlays of the preced-6

ing fiscal year, including adjustments for7

inflation under such section 251; and8

‘‘(C) for the domestic category, as adjusted9

in strict conformance with section 251 of the10

Balanced Budget and Emergency Deficit Con-11

trol Act of 1985—12

‘‘(i) with respect to fiscal year 1994,13

$211,000,000,000 in new budget authority14

and $232,000,000,000 in outlays; and15

‘‘(ii) with respect to fiscal year 1995,16

1996, 1997, or 1998, the level of new17

budget authority and outlays of the preced-18

ing fiscal year, including adjustments for19

inflation under such section 251.’’.20
