tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
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SECTION 1. PROHIBITION ON IMPOSITION OF ADDITIONAL

CHARGES OR FEES FOR NATIONAL DEFENSE
ACADEMY ATTENDANCE.

() PrRoHIBITION.—EXcept as provided in subsection
(b), no charge or fee for tuition, room, or board for attend-
ance at a national defense academy may be imposed unless
the charge or fee is specifically authorized by a law en-
acted after the date of the enactment of this Act.

(b) ExcepTioN.—The prohibition specified in sub-
section (@) shall not apply with respect to any item or serv-
ice provided to cadets or midshipmen at a national defense
academy for which a charge or fee is imposed as of the
date of the enactment of this Act. The Secretary of De-
fense or the Secretary of Transportation, as the case shall
be, shall notify the Congress of any change made by a
national defense academy in the amount of a charge or
fee authorized under this subsection.

(c) NATIONAL DEFENSE ACADEMY DEFINED.—Fo0r
purposes of this section, the term ““national defense acad-
emy”” means any of the following:

(1) The United States Military Academy.
