Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
That section 921(a)(17)(B) of title 18, United States
Code, is amended by inserting after the first sentence the
following: “Such term includes any bullet that is designed
to expand upon impact, after being fired from a firearm,
resulting in the bullet having sharp, hook or barb-like pro-
jections that extend beyond the diameter of the unfired

bullet.”.
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
