() IN GENERAL.—The amendment made by section

tion 514 of the Tariff Act of 1930 or any other provision
of law, upon proper request filed with the Customs Service
within 180 days after the date of the enactment of this
Act, any entry, or withdrawal from warehouse for con-
sumption, of goods described in heading 9902.84.53 of the
