Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Federal Agency Access
Act of 1994,

SEC. 2. FEDERAL AGENCIES REQUIRED TO USE STATION-
ARY WITH TELEPHONE NUMBER.

The head of each Federal agency shall require, in the

most cost effective manner practicable for the agency, that

all written correspondence of the agency appear on sta-
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tionary on which is printed the telephone number of the
agency.
SEC. 3. REPORT.

Not later than 90 days after the date of the enact-
ment of this Act, the head of each Federal agency shall

report to the Congress a plan for complying with this Act.
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
