(b) RELIQUIDATION.—Notwithstanding section 5144

of the Tariff Act of 1930 or any other provision of law,5

upon a request filed with the appropriate customs officer6

before the date that is 90 days after the date of the enact-7

ment of this Act, any entry, or withdrawal from warehouse8

for consumption, of an article described in heading9
