SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

Regulatory Relief Act of 1995”.
SEC. 2. CARGO TANK EXEMPTION.
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4 This Act may be cited as the ““Hazardous Materials

the provisions of part 180 of title 49 of the Code of Fed-
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eral Regulations, any cargo tank vehicle of 3500 gallons
or less of capacity, used to transport petroleum products
in intrastate or interstate transportation within 100 air
miles of the principal place of business of the owner or

lessee of the vehicle.
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
