Section 922(a) of title 18, United States Code, is7

amended in each of paragraphs (7)(A) and (8)(A) by in-8

serting ‘‘, but only after consultation by the manufacturer9

or importer with the Secretary and the Attorney General10

of the United States (in accordance with such regulations11

as the Secretary shall prescribe) for consideration of the12

operational necessities of such ammunition and the impact13

upon law enforcement and public safety’’ before the semi-14

colon.15
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
