H. Res. 5

In the House of Representatives, U. S.,
January 4, 1995.

Resolved, That upon the adoption of this resolution it
shall be in order to consider in the House the resolution (H.
Res. 6) adopting the Rules of the House of Representatives
for the One Hundred Fourth Congress. The resolution shall
be considered as read. The resolution shall be debatable ini-
tially for thirty minutes to be equally divided and controlled
by the majority leader and the minority leader or their des-
ignees. The previous question shall be considered as ordered
on the resolution to final adoption without intervening motion
or demand for division of the question except as specified in
sections 2 and 3 of this resolution.

SEc. 2. The question of adopting the resolution shall be
divided among nine parts, to wit: each of the eight sections
of title I; and title 1l1. Each portion of the divided question
shall be debatable separately for twenty minutes, to be equal-
ly divided and controlled by the majority leader and the mi-
nority leader or their designees, and shall be disposed of in

the order stated.
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Sec. 3. Pending the question of adopting the ninth por-

tion of the divided question, it shall be in order to move that
the House commit the resolution to a select committee, with
or without instructions. The previous question shall be con-
sidered as ordered on the motion to commit to final adoption
without intervening motion.
