tor to produce affordable housing without exces-6

sive government regulation;7

(B) encourage tax incentives, such as the8

mortgage interest deduction, at all levels of gov-9

ernment; and10

(C) facilitate the availability of capital for11

homeownership and housing production, includ-12

ing by continuing the essential roles carried out13

by the Federal National Mortgage Association,14

the Federal Home Loan Mortgage Corporation,15

and the Federal Home Loan Banks.16
