Expressing the sense of the Congress that the United States
should not take military action against the Republic of

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Whereas article I, section 8, of the Constitution grants to the

Congress the power to declare war;

Whereas a military attack on the Republic of Iraq is the

equivalent of a declaration of war;

Whereas the current situation in Iraq 1s the result of the re-
fusal by Iraq to comply with United Nations Security
Council resolutions relating to the inspection and destruc-
tion by the United Nations of weapons of mass destruc-

tion in Iraq; and

Whereas neither the Congress nor the United Nations has
authorized the use of force against Iraq with respect to

such current situation in Iraq: Now, therefore, be it
Resolved by the House of Representatives (the Senate
concurring), That it is the sense of the Congress that the
United States should not take military action against the
Republic of Iraq unless that action is specifically author-

1zed by a law enacted after the date of the adoption of
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this concurrent resolution.
