Nation to discuss ways to address the growing crisis

of violence in schools in the United States; and

(2) call upon States and localities to improve

communication between law enforcement officials
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and students, parents, and teachers, by means in-
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cluding the establishment of school violence preven-
tion hotlines to inform law enforcement officials

when threats of violence are made at school.
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
