SEC. 101. RESPONSIBILITIES OF ASSISTANT SECRETARY.3

(a) DEFINITIONS.—Section 102 (42 U.S.C. 3002) is4

amended by adding at the end the following new5

paragraph:6

‘‘(45)(A) The term ‘performance indicator’7

means a quantifiable characteristic used as a8

measurement.9

‘‘(B) The term ‘performance target’ means a10

numerical value that a State seeks to achieve within11

a specified period of time.’’.12

(b) FUNCTIONS OF ASSISTANT SECRETARY.—Section13

202(a)(3) (42 U.S.C. 3012(a)(3)) is amended by inserting14

before the semicolon ‘‘, and negotiate and enter into per-15

formance partnership agreements with the States under16

sections 305A and 704A’’.17

(c) PERFORMANCE PARTNERSHIPS.—Title II is18

amended by inserting after section 202 (42 U.S.C. 3012)19

the following new section:20

‘‘SEC. 202A. PERFORMANCE PARTNERSHIPS.21

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.—The Assistant Secretary shall22

negotiate and enter into performance partnership agree-23

ments under sections 305A and 704A with States in ac-24

cordance with this section.25
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‘‘(b) PERFORMANCE OBJECTIVES AND MEASURES.—1

‘‘(1) SPECIFICATION OF OBJECTIVES.—The As-2

sistant Secretary, in consultation (as appropriate)3

with States, local governments, tribal organizations,4

governing bodies for Native Hawaiians, and other5

entities, shall specify by September 30, 1998 (and6

from time to time revise, as the Assistant Secretary7

determines to be necessary), with respect to the8

goals specified in sections 305A and 704A—9

‘‘(A) a list of performance partnership ob-10

jectives, from which the States shall derive ob-11

jectives specified in the agreements, to accom-12

plish the goal of each such section; and13

‘‘(B) for each such section, a core set of14

such specified objectives (referred to individ-15

ually in this section as a ‘core objective’) that16

address needs of older individuals that are17

needs of national significance.18

‘‘(2) ELEMENTS RELATED TO PERFORMANCE19

PARTNERSHIP OBJECTIVES.—For each performance20

partnership objective specified under paragraph (1),21

the Assistant Secretary shall specify—22

‘‘(A) a performance indicator;23

‘‘(B) the specific population addressed by24

the objective;25
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‘‘(C) a quantifiable performance target;1

and2

‘‘(D) a date by which the target is to be3

achieved.4

‘‘(3) GENERAL PRINCIPLES FOR SPECIFICATION5

OF OBJECTIVES.—In specifying such a performance6

partnership objective, the Assistant Secretary shall7

be guided, to the extent the Assistant Secretary de-8

termines appropriate, by the following principles:9

‘‘(A) RELATED TO GOALS; IMPORTANT;10

UNDERSTANDABLE.—The objective should be11

closely related to the goal of section 305A or12

704A, as appropriate, and be viewed as impor-13

tant by and understandable to State policy-14

makers and the general public.15

‘‘(B) RELATIONSHIP TO AGREEMENT.—16

Based on consultation with State agencies, the17

Assistant Secretary should expect that the As-18

sistant Secretary will enter into a performance19

partnership agreement that specifies actions20

that will have an impact on the objective.21

‘‘(C) MEASURABLE PROGRESS.—Based on22

consultation with State agencies, the Assistant23

Secretary should expect that the parties to the24

agreement will be able to make measurable25
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progress in achieving the objective over the pe-1

riod of the grant to be made to carry out the2

agreement.3

‘‘(D) RESULTS-ORIENTED.—The objective4

should be results-oriented. Collectively, the ob-5

jectives specified under paragraph (1) should6

include a suitable mix of outcome, process, and7

capacity measures. If such an objective includes8

a process or capacity measure, the objective9

should be demonstrably linked to the achieve-10

ment of a specified outcome for older11

individuals.12

‘‘(4) DATA.—The Assistant Secretary shall13

specify data to be collected and submitted to the As-14

sistant Secretary by a State agency entering into15

such an agreement, to measure the extent to which16

the objectives specified in the agreement achieve the17

performance targets for the objectives. The data18

shall, to the extent practicable, be comparable for all19

States, meet reasonable statistical standards for20

quality, and be available in a timely fashion, at ap-21

propriate intervals, and at reasonable cost, and, with22
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respect to core objectives, shall include as appro-1

priate the data specified in section 202(a)(19), col-2

lected in accordance with the uniform procedures es-3

tablished pursuant to section 202(a)(29).4

‘‘(c) STATE PERFORMANCE PARTNERSHIP5

PROPOSAL.—6

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—A State agency shall in-7

clude, in the State plan submitted under section8

307, a proposal for a performance partnership9

agreement that shall contain—10

‘‘(A) a list of 1 or more objectives (derived11

from the performance partnership objectives12

specified under subsection (b) or selected under13

paragraph (2)) toward which the State will14

work;15

‘‘(B) for each objective specified under16

subparagraph (A)—17

‘‘(i) a performance indicator;18

‘‘(ii) the specific population addressed19

by the objective;20

‘‘(iii) a quantifiable performance tar-21

get; and22

‘‘(iv) a date by which the target is to23

be achieved, which shall be not later than24

the end of the period of the partnership25
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agreement (referred to in this section as1

the ‘partnership period’) (which shall be2

coterminous with the period covered by the3

State plan under section 307);4

‘‘(C) a rationale for the selection of the ob-5

jectives, including a rationale for the perform-6

ance targets and dates described in clauses (iii)7

and (iv) of subparagraph (B);8

‘‘(D) a statement of the strategies of the9

agency for achieving the objectives over the10

course of the partnership period;11

‘‘(E) a statement of the estimated amount12

to be expended to carry out each such strategy;13

and14

‘‘(F) an assurance that the State agency15

will report to the Assistant Secretary, not later16

than 60 days after the end of each fiscal year,17

on progress in the State toward achieving—18

‘‘(i) core objectives (regardless of19

whether the State is working toward such20

objectives); and21

‘‘(ii) the specific objectives toward22

which the State is working under the per-23

formance partnership agreement.24
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‘‘(2) SELECTION OF ADDITIONAL OBJEC-1

TIVES.—In selecting objectives for the proposal de-2

scribed in paragraph (1), a State agency may select3

an objective that is not a performance partnership4

objective specified under subsection (b)(1)(A) if the5

State agency demonstrates to the Assistant Sec-6

retary that—7

‘‘(A) the objective selected relates to a sig-8

nificant concern of older individuals in the9

State that would not otherwise be addressed ap-10

propriately; and11

‘‘(B) a suitable performance indicator ex-12

ists to measure progress toward the objective.13

‘‘(3) ELEMENTS OF STATE PROPOSALS RELAT-14

ING TO SPECIAL POPULATIONS.—Each State pro-15

posal described in paragraph (1) that is submitted16

with respect to activities carried out under title III17

or VII shall include, as appropriate, objectives—18

‘‘(A) designed, in consultation with a tribal19

organization or a governing body for Native20

Hawaiians (or a representative of such an orga-21

nization or such a body) to address the needs22

of older American Indians, older Alaskan Na-23

tives, and older Native Hawaiians, as appro-24

priate, within the State and to ensure that an25
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appropriate and equitable share of State fund-1

ing under such title is used to meet such needs;2

and3

‘‘(B) designed to give priority to activities4

addressing the needs of vulnerable older individ-5

uals in the State.6

‘‘(d) NEGOTIATIONS AND ADJUSTMENT.—7

‘‘(1) INITIAL NEGOTIATIONS.—The Assistant8

Secretary shall enter into negotiations with a State9

agency regarding the proposal for a performance10

partnership agreement submitted by the State in ac-11

cordance with subsection (c)(1). In the negotiations12

concerning the agreement, the Assistant Secretary13

shall—14

‘‘(A) consider the extent to which the pro-15

posed objectives, performance targets, dates,16

and strategies described in the proposal are17

likely to address appropriately the most signifi-18

cant needs of older individuals (as measured by19

applicable performance indicators) within the20

State, including the needs of vulnerable popu-21

lations; and22

‘‘(B) give particular consideration to the23

effectiveness of the activities described in the24
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proposal in addressing progress toward achiev-1

ing the core objectives.2

‘‘(2) ADJUSTMENT.—The Assistant Secretary3

and the State agency may at any time in the course4

of the partnership period renegotiate, and revise by5

mutual agreement, the elements of the partnership6

agreement in light of new information or changed7

circumstances (including information or changes8

identified during assessments or on-site reviews con-9

ducted under subsection (e)).10

‘‘(e) ANNUAL ASSESSMENTS; PERIODIC ON-SITE11

REVIEWS.—12

‘‘(1) ASSESSMENTS.—13

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—The Assistant Sec-14

retary shall annually conduct an assessment15

with respect to the performance partnerships16

carrying out activities under title III or VII, on17

the basis of the reports submitted by State18

agencies under subsection (c)(1)(F), in order to19

determine—20

‘‘(i) the progress achieved collectively21

by the partnerships toward each of the22

core objectives; and23

‘‘(ii) in consultation with each State,24

the progress in the State toward achieving25
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each objective in the performance partner-1

ship agreement relating to activities car-2

ried out under such title.3

‘‘(B) AVAILABILITY.—The Assistant Sec-4

retary shall make the assessments publicly5

available.6

‘‘(2) PERIODIC ON-SITE REVIEWS.—Not less7

often than once every 5 years, the Assistant Sec-8

retary shall conduct an on-site review of the adher-9

ence of each State to the performance partnership10

agreement of the State entered into under section11

305A or 704A, as appropriate.12

‘‘(f) INCENTIVE AWARDS FOR EFFECTIVE13

PERFORMANCE.—14

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—From amounts reserved15

under section 304(a)(5), the Assistant Secretary16

may make an incentive award to any State that the17

Assistant Secretary determines, on the basis of as-18

sessments or on-site reviews conducted under sub-19

section (e) or of other investigation, has performed20

effectively under a performance partnership agree-21

ment entered into under section 305A or 704A and22

to have made significant progress toward achieving23

the core objectives.24
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‘‘(2) USE OF FUNDS.—An incentive award1

made to a State under paragraph (1) shall be avail-2

able only for use in furnishing additional services3

under the performance partnership agreement of the4

State entered into under such section.’’.5

SEC. 102. FUNDING OF INCENTIVE AWARDS.6

from the allotment of a State under this title, except as14

provided in the second sentence of section 309(a), the15

State agency shall propose to, negotiate with, and enter16

into with, the Assistant Secretary a performance partner-17

ship agreement in accordance with this section and section18

202A, and shall include the proposal for such agreement19

as part of the State plan submitted under section 307.20

‘‘(c) ADVISORY COUNCIL.—The State agency shall21

establish an Advisory Council that—22

‘‘(1) shall have members including representa-23

tives of—24
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‘‘(A) other State agencies administering1

programs serving older individuals;2

‘‘(B) private entities providing services3

under the State plan; and4

‘‘(C) older individuals (with appropriate ef-5

forts to include minority older individuals); and6

‘‘(2) shall have responsibilities that shall7

include—8

‘‘(A) reviewing and commenting on the9

proposal of the State for a performance part-10

nership agreement to be negotiated and entered11

into under this section (which comments shall12

be submitted with the State plan submitted13

under section 307) during the development of14

the proposal; and15

‘‘(B) evaluating and reporting on the per-16

formance of the State under the final perform-17

ance partnership agreement negotiated and en-18

tered into with the Assistant Secretary under19

this section.’’.20

‘‘(c) ADVISORY COUNCIL.—The responsibilities of the15

advisory council established by the State pursuant to sec-16

tion 305A(c) shall include—17

‘‘(1) reviewing and commenting on the proposal18

of the State for a performance partnership agree-19

ment to be negotiated and entered into under this20

section (which comments shall be submitted with the21

State plan submitted under section 307) during the22

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‘‘(2) evaluating and reporting on the perform-1

ance of the State under the final performance part-2

nership agreement negotiated and entered into with3

the Assistant Secretary under this section.’’.4

SEC.

(2) CONFERENCE.—The term ‘‘Conference’’15

means the White House Conference on Aging.16

(3) OLDER AMERICAN INDIAN; OLDER ALASKAN17

NATIVE; OLDER NATIVE HAWAIIAN.—The terms18

‘‘older American Indian’’, ‘‘older Alaskan Native’’,19

and ‘‘older Native Hawaiian’’ have the meanings20

given the terms in section 102 of the Older Ameri-21

cans Act of 1965.22

(4) OLDER INDIVIDUAL.—The term ‘‘older indi-23

vidual’’ has the meaning given the term in section24

102 of the Older Americans Act of 1965.25
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(5) SECRETARY.—The term ‘‘Secretary’’ means1

the Secretary of Health and Human Services.2

(6) STATE.—The term ‘‘State’’ means any of3

the several States of the United States, the District4

of Columbia, the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico,5

Guam, American Samoa, the Virgin Islands, the6

Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana Islands,7

the Republic of the Marshall Islands, the Federated8

States of Micronesia, and the Republic of Palau.9

(7) STATE AGENCY.—The term ‘‘State agency’’10

has the meaning given the term in section 102 of the11

Older Americans Act of 1965.12

SEC. 302. WHITE HOUSE CONFERENCE AUTHORIZED.13

(a) AUTHORITY TO CALL CONFERENCE.—Not later14

than December 31, 2005, the President shall convene a15

White House Conference on Aging in order to develop rec-16

ommendations for additional research and action in the17

fields related to aging, which will further the purposes18

specified in subsection (c).19

(b) PLANNING AND DIRECTION.—The Conference20

shall be planned and conducted under the direction of the21

Secretary in cooperation with the Assistant Secretary for22

Aging and the heads of such other Federal departments23

and agencies as may be appropriate. In cooperating with24
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the Assistant Secretary for aging, the head of such a de-1

partment or agency may detail any Federal Government2

employee to the Assistant Secretary without reimburse-3

ment, and such detail shall be without interruption or loss4

of civil service status or privilege.5

(c) PURPOSES OF THE CONFERENCE.—The purposes6

of the Conference shall be—7

(1) to increase the public awareness of the8

interdependence of generations, and the essential9

contributions of older individuals to society, for the10

well-being of all generations;11

(2) to identify the problems facing older individ-12

uals and the commonalities of the problems with13

problems of younger generations;14

(3) to examine the well-being of older individ-15

uals, including the impact the well-being of older in-16

dividuals has on the aging society of the United17

States;18

(4) to develop such specific and comprehensive19

recommendations for executive and legislative action20

as may be appropriate for maintaining and improv-21

ing the well-being of older individuals;22

(5) to develop—23
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(A) recommendations for the coordination1

of Federal policy with State and local needs, re-2

garding older individuals; and3

(B) recommendations for the implementa-4

tion of the recommendations described in sub-5

paragraph (A); and6

(6) to review the status and multigenerational7

value of recommendations adopted at previous Con-8

ferences, regarding older individuals.9

(d) CONFERENCE PARTICIPANTS AND DELE-10

GATES.—11

(1) PARTICIPANTS.—In order to carry out the12

purposes described in subsection (c), the Conference13

shall bring together—14

(A) representatives of Federal, State, and15

local governments;16

(B) professional and other people who are17

working in fields related to aging; and18

(C) representatives of the general public,19

particularly older individuals.20

(2) SELECTION OF DELEGATES.—The delegates21

to the Conference shall be selected without regard to22

political affiliation or past partisan activity and23

shall, to the best of the ability of the appointing au-24

thority, be representative of the points of view of25
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persons in fields related to aging. The delegates1

shall include individuals who are professionals, mi-2

nority individuals, individuals from low-income fami-3

lies, and other individuals. A majority of the dele-4

gates shall be age 55 or older.5

SEC. 303. CONFERENCE ADMINISTRATION.6

(a) ADMINISTRATION.—In administering this title,7

the Secretary shall—8

(1) provide written notice to all members of the9

Policy Committee established in section 304 of each10

meeting, hearing, or working session of the Policy11

Committee not later than 48 hours before the occur-12

rence of such meeting, hearing, or working session;13

(2) request the cooperation and assistance of14

the heads of such other Federal departments and15

agencies as may be appropriate to carry out this16

title;17

(3) furnish all reasonable assistance, including18

financial assistance, to entities that are State agen-19

cies, area agencies on aging, or other appropriate or-20

ganizations (including organizations representing21

older American Indians, older Alaskan Natives, or22

older Native Hawaiians), to enable the entities to or-23

ganize and conduct conferences and other activities24

in conjunction with the Conference, including—25
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(A) activities carried out in advance of the1

Conference, as part of the process of planning2

for the Conference; and3

(B) activities carried out subsequent to the4

Conference in connection with dissemination,5

discussion, and implementation of recommenda-6

tions of the Conference;7

(4) make available for public comment a pro-8

posed agenda, prepared by the Policy Committee, for9

the Conference that will reflect to the greatest extent10

possible the major issues facing older individuals;11

(5) prepare and make available, for the use of12

delegates to the Conference, background materials13

that the Secretary determines to be necessary; and14

(6) engage such additional personnel as may be15

necessary to carry out the provisions of this title16

without regard to the provisions of title 5, United17

States Code, governing appointments in the competi-18

tive service, and without regard to the provisions of19

chapter 51 and subchapter III of chapter 53 of such20

title relating to classification of positions and Gen-21

eral Schedule pay rates.22

(b) DUTIES.—The Secretary, in carrying out the re-23

sponsibilities and functions of the Secretary under this24

title, and as part of the Conference, shall ensure that—25
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(1) the conferences described in subsection1

(a)(3)—2

(A) include a conference on individuals3

who are older American Indians, older Alaskan4

Natives, and older Native Hawaiians to identify5

conditions that adversely affect such individ-6

uals, to propose solutions to ameliorate such7

conditions, and to provide for the exchange of8

information relating to the delivery of services9

to such individuals; and10

(B) are conducted so as to ensure broad11

participation of older individuals;12

(2) the agenda prepared under subsection13

(a)(4) for the Conference is published in the Federal14

Register not later than 30 days after the agenda is15

approved by the Policy Committee, and the Sec-16

retary may republish such agenda together with the17

recommendations of the Secretary regarding the18

agenda;19

(3) the personnel engaged under subsection20

(a)(6) are fairly balanced in terms of points of views21

represented, and are appointed without regard to po-22

litical affiliation or past partisan activity;23
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(4) the recommendations of the Conference are1

not inappropriately influenced by any appointing au-2

thority or by any special interest, but are the result3

of the independent judgment of the Conference; and4

(5) recent and adequate statistical data, includ-5

ing decennial census data, and other information on6

the well-being of older individuals in the United7

States are readily available, in advance of the Con-8

ference, to the delegates of the Conference, together9

with such information as may be necessary to evalu-10

ate Federal programs and policies relating to aging.11

(c) GRANTS AND CONTRACTS.—In carrying out sub-12

section (b)(5), the Secretary may make grants to, and13

enter into cooperative agreements with, public or nonprofit14

private agencies and organizations.15

(d) GIFTS.—The Secretary may accept, on behalf of16

the United States, gifts (in cash or in kind, including vol-17

untary and uncompensated services), and may use or dis-18

pose of such gifts to carry out this title. Such gifts shall19

be available in addition to amounts appropriated to carry20

out this title.21

(e) RECORDS.—The Secretary shall maintain records22

regarding—23

(1) the sources, amounts, and uses of gifts ac-24

cepted under subsection (d); and25
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(2) the identity of each person receiving assist-1

ance to carry out this title and the amount of such2

assistance received by each such person.3

SEC. 304. POLICY COMMITTEE; RELATED COMMITTEES.4

(a) POLICY COMMITTEE.—5

(1) ESTABLISHMENT.—There is established a6

Policy Committee comprised of 25 members to be se-7

lected, not later than 90 days after the date of en-8

actment of the Older Americans Act Amendments of9

1997, as follows:10

(A) PRESIDENTIAL APPOINTEES.—Thir-11

teen members shall be selected by the President12

and shall include—13

(i) 3 members who are officers or em-14

ployees of the United States; and15

(ii) 10 members with experience in16

fields related to aging, who may include17

representatives of public aging agencies,18

institution-based organizations, and minor-19

ity aging organizations, and shall include a20

member of the Federal Council on the21

Aging.22

(B) HOUSE APPOINTEES.—Four members23

shall be selected by the Speaker of the House24

of Representatives, after consultation with the25
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Minority Leader of the House of Representa-1

tives, and shall include at least 1 member of the2

Committee on Education and the Workplace,3

and at least 1 member of the Committee on4

Ways and Means, of the House of Representa-5

tives. Not more than 3 members selected under6

this subparagraph may be associated or affili-7

ated with the same political party.8

(C) SENATE APPOINTEES.—Four members9

shall be selected by the Majority Leader of the10

Senate, after consultation with the Minority11

Leader of the Senate, and shall include at least12

1 member of the Committee on Labor and13

Human Resources, and at least 1 member of14

the Special Committee on Aging, of the Senate.15

Not more than 3 members selected under this16

subparagraph may be associated or affiliated17

with the same political party.18

(D) JOINT APPOINTEES.—Four members19

shall be selected jointly by the Speaker of the20

House of Representatives and the Majority21

Leader of the Senate, after consultation with22

the Minority Leaders of the House of Rep-23

resentatives and Senate, and shall include rep-24

resentatives with experience in fields related to25
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aging, who may include representatives de-1

scribed in subparagraph (A)(ii). Not more than2

2 members selected under this subparagraph3

may be associated or affiliated with the same4

political party.5

(2) PERIOD OF APPOINTMENT; VACANCIES.—6

Members shall be appointed for the life of the Policy7

Committee. Any vacancy in the Policy Committee8

shall not affect the powers of the Policy Committee,9

but shall be filled in the same manner as the origi-10

nal appointment.11

(3) DUTIES OF THE POLICY COMMITTEE.—12

(A) MEETINGS.—The Policy Committee13

shall initially meet at the call of the Secretary,14

but not later than 30 days after the last mem-15

ber is selected under paragraph (1). Subsequent16

meetings of the Policy Committee shall be held17

at the call of the chairperson of the Policy18

Committee.19

(B) DUTIES.—Through meetings, hear-20

ings, and working sessions, the Policy Commit-21

tee shall—22

(i) make recommendations to the Sec-23

retary to facilitate the timely convening of24

the Conference;25
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(ii) formulate and approve a proposed1

agenda for the Conference not later than2

60 days after the first meeting of the Pol-3

icy Committee;4

(iii) make recommendations for par-5

ticipants and delegates of the Conference;6

(iv) establish the number of delegates7

to be selected under section 302(d)(2); and8

(v) formulate and approve the initial9

report of the Conference in accordance10

with section 305.11

(4) QUORUM; COMMITTEE VOTING; CHAIR-12

PERSON.—13

(A) QUORUM.—Thirteen members of the14

Policy Committee shall constitute a quorum for15

the purpose of conducting the business of the16

Policy Committee, except that 17 members of17

the Policy Committee shall constitute a quorum18

for purposes of approving the agenda required19

by paragraph (3)(B)(ii) and the report required20

by paragraph (3)(B)(v).21

(B) VOTING.—The Policy Committee shall22

act by the vote of the majority of the members23

of the Policy Committee who are present.24
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(C) CHAIRPERSON.—The President shall1

select a chairperson from among the members2

of the Policy Committee. The chairperson may3

vote only to break a tie vote of the other mem-4

bers of the Policy Committee.5

(b) OTHER COMMITTEES.—The Secretary may estab-6

lish such other committees, including technical commit-7

tees, as may be necessary to assist in planning, conduct-8

ing, and reviewing the Conference.9

(c) COMPOSITION OF COMMITTEES.—Each commit-10

tee established under subsection (b) shall be composed of11

professionals and other members, and shall include indi-12

viduals from low-income families, and individuals who are13

American Indians, Alaskan Natives, or Native Hawaiians.14

The Secretary shall make appropriate efforts to include15

individuals who are members of minority groups. A ma-16

jority of the public members of each such committee shall17

be age 55 or older.18

(d) COMPENSATION OF MEMBERS.—19

(1) IN GENERAL.—Each member of a commit-20

tee described in this section who is not an officer or21

employee of the Federal Government shall be com-22

pensated at a rate equal to the daily equivalent of23

the annual rate of basic pay prescribed for level IV24

of the Executive Schedule under section 5315 of title25
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5, United States Code, for each day (including travel1

time) during which such member is engaged in the2

performance of the duties of the Policy Committee.3

All members of the Policy Committee who are offi-4

cers or employees of the United States shall serve5

without compensation in addition to that received for6

their services as officers or employees of the United7

States.8

(2) TRAVEL EXPENSES.—The members of the9

Policy Committee shall be allowed travel expenses,10

including per diem in lieu of subsistence, at rates11

authorized for employees of agencies under sub-12

chapter I of chapter 57 of title 5, United States13

Code, while away from their homes or regular places14

of business in the performance of services for the15

Policy Committee.16

(e) TERMINATION.—The Policy Committee shall ter-17

minate on the later of—18

(1) the date of submission of the initial report19

described in section 305(c); and20

(2) the date of submission of the recommenda-21

tions described in section 305(d).22
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SEC. 305. REPORT OF THE CONFERENCE.1

(a) PROPOSED REPORT.—The Secretary shall ensure2

that a proposed report of the Conference, which shall in-3

clude a statement of comprehensive coherent national pol-4

icy on aging together with findings and recommendations5

for the implementation of the policy, shall be published6

and submitted to the chief executive officers of the States7

not later than 90 days after the date on which the Con-8

ference is adjourned. The Secretary shall ensure that the9

findings and recommendations included in the published10

proposed report shall be immediately available to the11

public.12

(b) RESPONSE TO PROPOSED REPORT.—The chief13

executive officers of the States, after reviewing, and solic-14

iting recommendations and comments on, the proposed re-15

port of the Conference, shall submit to the Policy Commit-16

tee, not later than 90 days after receiving the report, their17

views and findings on the recommendations of the18

Conference.19

(c) REPORTS.—20

(1) INITIAL REPORT.—The Policy Committee21

shall, after reviewing the views and findings of the22

chief executive officers of the States, prepare, ap-23

prove, and submit to the Secretary an initial report24

of the Conference, which shall include a compilation25

of the actions of the chief executive officers of the26
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States in response to the Conference and take into1

consideration the views and findings of such officers.2

(2) PUBLICATION OF INITIAL REPORT; FINAL3

REPORT.—Not later than 60 days after the Policy4

Committee submits the initial report, the Secretary5

shall publish the initial report in the Federal Reg-6

ister. The Secretary shall republish as a final re-7

port, the initial report together with such additional8

views and recommendations as the Secretary consid-9

ers to be appropriate.10

(d) RECOMMENDATIONS OF THE POLICY COMMIT-11

TEE.—The Policy Committee shall, not later than 90 days12

after submission of the views and findings of the chief ex-13

ecutive officers of the States, prepare, publish, and submit14

to the President and to Congress recommendations for the15

administrative action and the legislation necessary to im-16

plement the recommendations contained within the final17

report.18

SEC. 306. AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.19

(a) AUTHORIZATION.—20

(1) IN GENERAL.—There are authorized to be21

appropriated to carry out this title such sums as22

may be necessary for fiscal years 2005 through23

2007.24
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(2) CONTRACTS.—Authority to make grants or1

enter into contracts under this title shall be effective2

only to the extent, or in such amounts as are, pro-3

vided in advance in appropriation Acts.4

(b) AVAILABILITY OF FUNDS.—5

(1) IN GENERAL.—Except as provided in para-6

graph (2), funds appropriated to carry out this title7

and funds received as gifts under section 303(d)8

shall remain available for obligation or expenditure9

until the expiration of the 1-year period beginning10

on the date the Conference adjourns.11

(2) UNOBLIGATED FUNDS.—Any funds de-12

scribed in paragraph (1) that are neither obligated13

nor expended before the expiration of the 1-year pe-14

riod beginning on the date the Conference adjourns15

shall be available to carry out the Older Americans16

Act of 1965 (42 U.S.C. 3001 et seq.).17

SEC. 307. CONFORMING AMENDMENT.18

Title II of the Older Americans Act Amendments of19

1987 (42 U.S.C. 3001 note) is repealed.20
