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SEC. 2. PROHIBITION OF FURTHER FUNDING OF THE EX-1

TREMELY LOW FREQUENCY COMMUNICA-2

TION SYSTEM.3

(a) PROHIBITION ON USE OF FUNDS.—Except as4

provided in subsection (b), funds appropriated on or after5

the date of enactment of this Act to or for the use of the6

Department of Defense may not be obligated or expended7

for the Extremely Low Frequency Communication System8

of the Navy.9

(b) LIMITED EXCEPTION FOR TERMINATION10

COSTS.—Subsection (a) does not apply to expenditures11

solely for termination of the Extremely Low Frequency12

Communication System.13
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
