Notwithstanding section 514 of the Tariff Act of5

1930 or any other provision of law, upon proper request6

filed with the Customs Service within 180 days after the7
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date of the enactment of this Act, any entry or withdrawal1

from warehouse for consumption—2

(1) that was made after December 31, 1988,3

and before January 1, 1995, and4

(2) that, if it had been made on January 1,5

1995—6

(A) would have been claimed under sub-7

heading 6203.41.05 or 6204.61.10 of the Har-8

monized Tariff Schedule of the United States,9

and10

(B) would have had a lower duty,11

shall be liquidated or reliquidated as if such entry or with-12

drawal had been made on January 1, 1995.13
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
