SECTION 1. INCREASE IN MANDATORY RETIREMENT AGE.3

(b) FEDERAL EMPLOYEES’ RETIREMENT SYSTEM.—3

Section 8425(c) of title 5, United States Code, is4

amended—5

(1) in the first sentence by striking ‘‘57’’ and6

inserting ‘‘60’’; and7

(2) in the second sentence by striking ‘‘60’’ and8

inserting ‘‘65’’.9
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
