The previous question shall9

be considered as ordered on the bill, as amended, to final10

passage without intervening motion except: (1) two hours11

of debate on the bill, as amended, equally divided and con-12

trolled by the chairman and ranking minority member of13

the Committee on Ways and Means; and (2) one motion14

to recommit with or without instructions.15

SEC. 2. Upon the adoption of this resolution it shall16

be in order to consider in the House the bill (H.R. 3846)17

to amend the Fair Labor Standards Act of 1938 to in-18

crease the minimum wage, and for other purposes. The19

bill shall be considered as read for amendment. The pre-20

vious question shall be considered as ordered on the bill21

and any amendment thereto to final passage without inter-22

vening motion except: (1) one hour of debate equally di-23

vided and controlled by the chairman and ranking minor-24

ity member of the Committee on Education and the Work-25
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force; (2) the amendments printed in the report of the1

Committee on Rules accompanying this resolution, which2

shall be in order without intervention of any point of order3

(except those arising under section 425 of the Congres-4

sional Budget Act of 1974) and which may be offered only5

in the order printed in the report, may be offered only6

by a Member designated in the report, shall be considered7

as read, and shall be separately debatable for the time8

specified in the report equally divided and controlled by9

the proponent and an opponent; and (3) one motion to10

recommit with or without instructions.11

SEC. 3. (a) In the engrossment of H.R. 3081, the12

Clerk shall—13

(1) await the disposition of H.R. 3846;14

(2) add the text of H.R. 3846, as passed by the15

House, as new matter at the end of H.R. 3081;16

(3) conform the title of H.R. 3081 to reflect the17

addition of the text of H.R. 3846 to the engross-18

ment;19

(4) assign appropriate designations to provi-20

sions within the engrossment; and21

(5) conform provisions for short titles within22

the engrossment.23
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(b) Upon the addition of the text of H.R. 3846 to1

the engrossment of H.R. 3081, H.R. 3846 shall be laid2

on the table.3
