Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE; TABLE OF CONTENTS.
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SEC. 2. AMENDMENTS TO TITLE 49, UNITED STATES CODE.

Except as otherwise specifically provided, whenever in

this Act an amendment or repeal is expressed in terms

of an amendment to, or repeal of, a section or other provi-

sion of law, the reference shall be considered to be made

to a section or other provision of title 49, United States

Code.

SEC. 3. ADMINISTRATOR DEFINED.

In this Act, the term ‘““Administrator’” means the Ad-

ministrator of the Federal Aviation Administration.

PORTS.—Effective March 1, 2000, the requirements of
subparts K and S of part 93 of title 14, Code of Federal
Regulations, are of no force and effect at an airport other
than Ronald Reagan Washington National Airport. The
Secretary of Transportation is authorized to undertake

appropriate actions to effectuate an orderly termination

of these requirements.
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(b) SLOT EXEMPTIONS FOR SERVICE TO REAGAN

NATIONAL AIRPORT.—Section 41714 is amended by strik-

ing subsections (e) and (f) and inserting the following:

“(e) SLOTS FOR AIRPORTS NOT RECEIVING SUFFI-

CIENT SERVICE.—

“(1) ExEMPTIONS.—Notwithstanding chapter

491, the Secretary may by order grant exemptions
from the requirements under subparts K and S of
part 93 of title 14, Code of Federal Regulations
(pertaining to slots at high density airports), to en-
able air carriers to provide nonstop air transpor-
tation using jet aircraft that comply with the stage
3 mnoise levels of part 36 of such title 14 between
Ronald Reagan Washington National Airport and an
airport that had less than 2,000,000 enplanements
in the most recent year for which such enplanement
data is available or between Ronald Reagan Wash-
ington National Airport and an airport that does not
have mnonstop transportation to Ronald Reagan
Washington National Airport using such aircraft on
the date on which the application for an exemption
1s filed.

“(2) LIMITATIONS.

“(A) MAXIMUM NUMBER OF EXEMP-

TIONS.—No more than 2 exemptions per hour
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and no more than 6 exemptions per day may be

oranted under this subsection for slots at Ron-

ald Reagan Washington National Airport.
“(B) MAXIMUM DISTANCE OF FLIGHTS.—

An exemption may be granted under this sub-

section for a slot at Ronald Reagan Washington

National Airport only if the flight utilizing such

slot begins or ends within 1,250 miles of the

Airport and a stage 3 aircraft is used for such

flight.

“(3) APPLICATION.—An air carrier interested
In an exemption under this subsection shall submit
to the Secretary an application for such exemption.
No application may be submitted to the Secretary
before the last day of the 30-day period beginning
on the date of the enactment of this paragraph.

“(4) DEADLINE FOR DECISION.—Notwith-
standing any other provision of law, the Secretary
shall make a decision with regard to granting an ex-
emption under this subsection on or before the
120th day following the date of the application for
the exemption.

to those airports for which a community will provide,
from local sources (other than airport revenues), a
portion of the cost of the activity to be assisted.

‘underserved airport’ means a nonhub airport
or small hub airport (as such terms are defined

INCENTIVE PROGRAM
“§41761. Purpose
“The purpose of this subchapter is to improve service
by jet aircraft to underserved markets by providing assist-
ance, in the form of Federal credit instruments, to com-
muter air carriers that purchase regional jet aircraft for
use in serving those markets.
“§ 41762. Definitions
“In this subchapter, the following definitions apply:
“(1) AIR CARRIER.—The term ‘air carrier’
means any air carrier holding a certificate of public
convenience and necessity issued by the Secretary of
Transportation under section 41102.
“(2) AIRCRAFT PURCHASE.—The term ‘aircraft

purchase’ means the purchase of commercial trans-
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port aircraft, including spare parts normally associ-
ated with the aireraft.

“(3) CAPITAL RESERVE SUBSIDY AMOUNT.—
The term ‘capital reserve subsidy amount’ means the
amount of budget authority sufficient to cover esti-
mated long-term cost to the United States Govern-
ment of a Federal credit instrument, calculated on
a net present value basis, excluding administrative
costs and any incidental effects on government re-
ceipts or outlays in accordance with provisions of the
Federal Credit Reform Act of 1990 (2 U.S.C. 661
et seq).

“(4) COMMUTER AIR CARRIER.—The term
‘commuter air carrier’ means an air carrier that pri-
marily operates aircraft designed to have a max-
Imum passenger seating capacity of 75 or less in ac-
cordance with published flight schedules.

“(5) FEDERAL CREDIT INSTRUMENT.—The
term ‘Federal credit instrument’ means a secured
loan, loan guarantee, or line of credit authorized to
be made under this subchapter.

“(6) FINANCIAL OBLIGATION.—The term ‘fi-
nancial obligation” means any note, bond, debenture,

or other debt obligation issued by an obligor in con-
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nection with the financing of an aircraft purchase,
other than a Federal credit instrument.

“(7) LENDER.—The term ‘lender’ means any
non-Kederal qualified institutional buyer (as defined
by section 230.144A(a) of title 17, Code of Federal
Regulations (or any successor regulation) known as
Rule 144A(a) of the Security and Exchange Com-
mission and issued under the Security Act of 1933
(15 U.S.C. T7a et seq.)), including—

“(A) a qualified retirement plan (as de-
fined in section 4974(c) of the Internal Revenue
Code of 1986) that is a qualified institutional
buyer; and

“(B) a governmental plan (as defined in
section 414(d) of the Internal Revenue Code of
1986) that i1s a qualified institutional buyer.
“(8) LaNE OF CREDIT.—The term ‘line of cred-

it’” means an agreement entered into by the Sec-
retary with an oblicor under section 41763(d) to
provide a direct loan at a future date upon the oc-
currence of certain events.

“(9) LOAN GUARANTEE.—The term ‘loan guar-
antee’ means any guarantee or other pledge by the
Secretary under section 41763(c¢) to pay all or part

of any of the principal of and interest on a loan or
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other debt obligation issued by an obligor and fund-
ed by a lender.

“(10) NEW ENTRANT AIR CARRIER.—The term
‘new entrant air carrier’ means an air carrier that
has been providing air transportation according to a
published schedule for less than 5 years, including
any person that has received authority from the Sec-
retary to provide air transportation but is not pro-
viding air transportation.

“(11) NoNHUB AIRPORT.—The term ‘nonhub
airport’” means an airport that each year has less
than .05 percent of the total annual boardings in the
United States.

“(12) OBLIGOR.—The term ‘obligor’ means a
party primarily liable for payment of the principal of
or interest on a Federal credit instrument, which
party may be a corporation, partnership, joint ven-
ture, trust, or governmental entity, agency, or in-
strumentality.

“(13) REGIONAL JET AIRCRAFT.—The term ‘re-
eional jet aircraft’ means a civil aircraft—

“(A) powered by jet propulsion; and
“(B) designed to have a maximum pas-
senger seating capacity of not less than 30 nor

more than 7).
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1 “(14) SECURED LOAN.—The term ‘secured
2 loan” means a direct loan funded by the Secretary in
3 connection with the financing of an aireraft purchase
4 under section 41763(b).

5 “(15) SMALL HUB AIRPORT.—The term ‘small

6 hub airport’” means an airport that each year has at

7 least .05 percent, but less than .25 percent, of the

8 total annual boardings in the United States.

9 “(16) UNDERSERVED MARKET.—The term ‘un-
10 derserved market’ means a passenger air transpor-
11 tation market (as defined by the Secretary) that—
12 “(A) 1s served (as determined by the Sec-
13 retary) by a nonhub airport or a small hub air-
14 port;

22 “(a) IN GENERAL.—Subject to this section, the Sec-

“(b) SECURED LOANS.

“(1) TERMS AND LIMITATIONS.

“(A) IN GENERAL.—A secured loan under
this section with respect to an aircraft purchase
shall be on such terms and conditions and con-
tain such covenants, representatives, warran-
ties, and requirements (including requirements
for audits) as the Secretary determines appro-
priate.

“(B) MaxiMmuM AMOUNT.—No secured
loan may be made under this section—

“(1) extending to more than 50 per-
cent of the purchase price of the aircraft,
including spare parts, to be purchased; or

“(i1) exceeding $100,000,000.

“(C) MATURITY DATE.—The final matu-
rity date of the secured loan shall not be later
than 18 years after the date of execution of the
loan agreement.

“(D) SUBORDINATION.—The secured loan
may be subordinate to claims of other holders

of obligations in the event of bankruptcy, insol-
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vency, or liquidation of the obligor as deter-

mined appropriate by the Secretary.

“(E) FEES.—The Secretary may establish
fees at the level sufficient to cover all or a por-
tion of the costs of the United States Govern-
ment of making a secured loan under this sec-
tion.

“(2) REPAYMENT.—

“(A) SCHEDULE.—The Secretary shall es-
tablish a repayment schedule for each secured
loan under this section based on the projected
cash flow from aircraft revenues and other re-
payment sources.

“(B) COMMENCEMENT.—Scheduled loan
repayments of principal or interest on a secured
loan under this section shall commence no later
than 3 years after the date of execution of the
loan agreement.

“(3) PREPAYMENT.—

“(A) USE OF EXCESS REVENUE.—After
satisfying scheduled debt service requirements
on all financial obligations and secured loans
and all deposit requirements under the terms of
any trust agreement, bond resolution, or similar

agreement securing financial obligations, the se-
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cured loan may be prepaid at anytime without

penalty.

“(B) USE OF PROCEEDS OF REFI-
NANCING.—The secured loan may be prepaid at
any time without penalty from proceeds of refi-
nancing from non-Federal funding sources.

“(¢) LOAN GUARANTEES.—

“(1) IN GENERAL.—A loan guarantee under
this section with respect to a loan made for an air-
craft purchase shall be made in such form and on
such terms and conditions and contain such cov-
enants, representatives, warranties, and require-
ments (including requirements for audits) as the
Secretary determines appropriate.

“(2) MAXIMUM AMOUNT.—No loan guarantee
shall be made under this section—

“(A) extending to more than the unpaid
interest and 50 percent of the unpaid prinecipal
an any loan;

“(B) on any loan or combination of loans
for more than 50 percent of the purchase price
of the aircraft, including spare parts, to be pur-

chased with the loan or loan combination;
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“(C) on any loan with respect to which
terms permit repayment more than 15 years
after the date of execution of the loan; or

“(D) in any case in which the total face
amount of the loan and any loans to the same
air carrier that are guaranteed and outstanding
under the terms of this section exceed
$100,000,000.
“(3) FEESs.

The Secretary may establish fees
at the level sufficient to cover all or a portion of the
costs of the United States Government of making a
loan guarantee under this section.

“(d) LINES OF CREDIT.—

“(1) IN GENERAL.—Subject to the require-
ments of this subsection, the Secretary may enter
into agreements to make available lines of credit to
1 or more obligors in the form of direct loans to be
made by the Secretary at future dates on the occur-
rence of certain events for any aircraft purchase se-

lected under this section.

“(2) TERMS AND LIMITATIONS.

“(A) IN GENERAL.—A line of credit loan
under this subsection with respect to an aircraft
purchase shall be on such terms and conditions

and contain such covenants, representatives,
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warranties, and requirements (including re-

quirements for audits) as the Secretary deter-

mines appropriate.

“(B) MAXIMUM AMOUNT.—

“(1) TorAL, AMOUNT.—The amount of
any line of credit shall not exceed 50 per-
cent of the reasonable anticipated eligible
costs.

“(i1) 1-YEAR DRAWS.—The amount

drawn in any year shall not exceed 20 per-
cent of the total amount of the line of
credit.

“(C) DRraws.

Any draw on the line of

credit shall represent a direct loan.

“(D) PERIOD OF AVAILABILITY.—The line

of credit shall be available not more than 5

years after the aireraft purchase.
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“(i1) ASSIGNMENT.—An obligor may

assign the line of credit to 1 or more lend-

ers or to a trustee on the lender’s behalf.
“(F) SUBORDINATION.—A  direct loan
under this subsection may be subordinate to
claims of other holders of obligations in the
event of bankruptey, insolvency, or liquidation
of the obligor as determined appropriate by the

Secretary.

“(G) FEES.—The Secretary may establish
fees at the level sufficient to cover all the costs
of the United States Government of providing a
line of eredit under this subsection.

“(3) REPAYMENT.—

“(A) SCHEDULE.—The Secretary shall es-
tablish a repayment schedule for each direct
loan under this section.

“(B) COMMENCEMENT.—Scheduled loan
repayments of principal or interest on a direct
loan under this section shall commence no later
than 3 years after the date of execution of the
loan agreement and shall be fully repaid, with

interest, not later than 18 years after the date

of execution of the loan agreement.
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“(e) RISK ASSESSMENT.—Before entering into an
agreement under this section to make available a Federal
credit instrument, the Secretary, in consultation with the
Director of the Office of Management and Budget, shall
determine an appropriate capital reserve subsidy amount
for the Federal credit instrument.

“(f) CoNDITIONS.—Subject to subsection (h), the
Secretary may only make a Federal credit instrument
available under this section if the Secretary finds that—

“(1) the aireraft to be purchased with the Fed-
eral credit instrument is a regional jet aircraft need-
ed to improve the service and efficiency of operation
of the commuter air carrier or new entrant air car-
rier;

“(2) the commuter air carrier or new entrant
air carrier agrees to use the aircraft to provide serv-
ice to underserved markets; and

“(3) the prospective earning power of the com-
muter air carrier or new entrant air carrier, together
with the character and value of the security pledged,
furnish—

“(A) reasonable assurances of the air car-
rier’s ability and intention to repay the Federal
credit instrument within the terms established

by the Secretary:
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“(1) to continue its operations as an
air carrier; and

“(i1) to the extent that the Secretary
determines to be necessary, to continue its
operations as an air carrier between the
same route or routes being operated by the
air carrier at the time of the issuance of
the Federal credit instrument; and
“(B) reasonable protection to the United

States.

“(g) LaiMrrATION ON COMBINED AMOUNT OF K'ED-

ERAL CREDIT INSTRUMENTS.—The Secretary shall not
allow the combined amount of Federal credit instruments
available for any aircraft purchase under this section to
exceed—
“(1) 50 percent of the cost of the aircraft pur-
chase; or
“(2) $100,000,000 for any single obligor.

“(h) REQUIREMENT.—Subject to subsection (i), no
Federal credit instrument may be made under this section
for the purchase of any regional jet aircraft that does not
comply with the stage 3 noise levels of part 36 of title

14 of the Code of Federal Regulations, as in effect on Jan-

uary 1, 1999.
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“(1) OrHER LiMITATIONS.—No Federal credit instru-

ment shall be made by the Secretary under this section
for the purchase of a regional jet aircraft unless the com-
muter air carrier or new entrant air carrier agrees that
it will provide scheduled passenger air transportation to
the underserved market for which the aireraft is pur-
chased for a period of not less than 36 consecutive months
after the aircraft is placed in service.

“§41764. Use of Federal facilities and assistance

“(a) USE OF FEDERAL FAcCILITIES.—To permit the
Secretary of Transportation to make use of such expert
advice and services as the Secretary may require in car-
rying out this subchapter, the Secretary may use available
services and facilities of other agencies and instrumental-
ities of the United States Government—

“(1) with the consent of the appropriate Fed-
eral officials; and
“(2) on a reimbursable basis.

Payments to lenders required as a
consequence of any loan guarantee made under this sub-
chapter may be made from funds appropriated pursuant
to the authorization under section 212 of the Aviation In-

“(¢) ADMINISTRATIVE EXPENSES.—In carrying out
this subchapter, the Secretary shall use funds made avail-
able by appropriations to the Department of Transpor-
tation for the purpose of administration to cover adminis-
trative expenses of the Federal credit instrument program
under this subchapter.

SEC. 301. AIR TRAFFIC CONTROL SYSTEM DEFINED.

Section 40102(a) 1s amended—

(1) by redesignating paragraphs (5) through

(41) as paragraphs (6) through (42), respectively;

and

(2) by inserting after paragraph (4) the fol-
lowing:

“(5) ‘air traffic control system’ means the com-
bination of elements used to safely and efficiently

monitor, direct, control, and guide aircraft in the
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United States and United States-assigned airspace,
including—

“(A) allocated electromagnetic spectrum
and physical, real, personal, and intellectual
property assets making up facilities, equipment,
and systems employed to detect, track, and
ouide aireraft movement;

“(B) laws, regulations, orders, directives,
agreements, and licenses;

“(C) published procedures that explain re-
quired actions, activities, and techniques used
to ensure adequate aircraft separation; and

“(D) trained personnel with specific tech-
nical capabilities to satisfy the operational, en-
oineering, management, and planning require-
ments for air traffic control.”.

SEC. 302. AIR TRAFFIC CONTROL OVERSIGHT BOARD.

(a) ESTABLISHMENT.—

(1) IN GENERAL.—Chapter 1 is amended by

adding at the end the following:
“§113. Air Traffic Control Oversight Board

“(a) ESTABLISHMENT.—There is established within
the Department of Transportation an ‘Air Traffic Control
Oversight Board’ (in this section referred to as the ‘Over-

sight Board’).
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“(b) MEMBERSHIP.—

“(1)  CompPOSITION.—The  Oversicht Board

shall be composed of 9 members, as follows:

“(A) Six members shall be individuals who
are not otherwise Federal officers or employees
and who are appointed by the President, by and
with the advice and consent of the Senate.

“(B) One member shall be the Secretary of
Transportation or, if the Secretary so des-
ignates, the Deputy Secretary of Transpor-
tation.

“(C) One member shall be the Adminis-
trator of the Federal Aviation Administration.

“(D) One member shall be an individual
who 1s appointed by the President, by and with
the advice and consent of the Senate, from
among individuals who are the leaders of their
respective unions of air traffic control system
employees.

“(2) QUALIFICATIONS AND TERMS.

“(A) QUALIFICATIONS.—Members of the

Oversight Board described in paragraph (1)(A)
shall—
“(i) have a fiduciary responsibility to

represent the public interest;
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“(11) be citizens of the United States;
and
“(i11) be appointed without regard to
political affiliation and solely on the basis
of their professional experience and exper-
tise in 1 or more of the following areas:
“(I) Management of large service
organizations.
“(IT) Customer service.
“(II) Management of large pro-
curements.
“(IV) Information and commu-
nications technology.
“(V) Organizational development.
“(VI) Labor relations.
At least 3 members of the Oversight Board ap-
pointed under paragraph (1)(A) should have
knowledge of, or a background in, aviation. At
least one of such members should have a back-
oround In managing large organizations suc-
cessfully. In the aggregate, such members
should collectively bring to bear expertise in all
of the areas described in subclauses (I) through

(VI) of clause (ii1).
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“(B) PrROHIBITIONS.—No member of the

Oversight Board described in paragraph (1)(A)

may:

“(i) have a pecuniary interest in, or
own stock in or bonds of, an aviation or
aeronautical enterprise;

“(i1) engage in another business re-
lated to aviation or aeronautics; or

“(i11) be a member of any organization
that engages, as a substantial part of its
activities, in activities to influence aviation-
related legislation.
“(C) TERMS FOR AIR TRAFFIC CONTROL

REPRESENTATIVES.

A member  appointed
under paragraph (1)(D) shall be appointed for
a term of 3 years, except that the term of such
individual shall end whenever the individual no
longer meets the requirements of paragraph
(1)(D).

“(D) TERMS FOR NONFEDERAL OFFICERS

OR EMPLOYEES.—A member appointed under

paragraph (1)(A) shall be appointed for a term
of 5 years, except that of the members first ap-

pointed under paragraph (1)(A)—
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“(1) 2 members shall be appointed for

a term of 3 years;

“(i1) 2 members shall be appointed for

a term of 4 years; and

“(i11) 2 members shall be appointed
for a term of 5 years.

“(E)  REAPPOINTMENT.—An  individual
may not be appointed under paragraph (1)(A)
to more than two 5-year terms on the Oversight
Board.

“(F) VACANCY.—Any vacaney on the Over-
sight Board shall be filled in the same manner
as the original appointment. Any member ap-
pointed to fill a vacancy occurring before the
expiration of the term for which the member’s
predecessor was appointed shall be appointed
for the remainder of that term.

“(3) ETHICAL CONSIDERATIONS.—

“(A)  FINANCIAL  DISCLOSURE.—During
the entire period that an individual appointed
under subparagraph (A) or (D) of paragraph
(1) 1s a member of the Oversicht Board, such
individual shall be treated as serving as an offi-
cer or employee referred to in section 101(f) of

the Ethics in Government Act of 1978 for pur-
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poses of title I of such Act, except that section
101(d) of such Act shall apply without regard
to the number of days of service in the position.

“(B) RESTRICTIONS ON POST-EMPLOY-
MENT.—For purposes of section 207(¢) of title
18, an individual appointed under subparagraph
(A) or (D) of paragraph (1) shall be treated as
an  employee referred to in  section
207(¢)(2)(A)(1) of such title during the entire
period the individual is a member of the Board,
except that subsections (¢)(2)(B) and (f) of sec-
tion 207 of such title shall not apply.

“(C) WAIVER.—At the time the President
nominates an individual for appointment as a
member of the Oversicht Board under para-
eraph (1)(D), the President may waive for the
term of the member any appropriate provision
of chapter 11 of title 18, to the extent such
waiver 18 necessary to allow the member to par-
ticipate in the decisions of the Board while con-
tinuing to serve as a full-time Federal employee
or a representative of employees. Any such
waiver shall not be effective unless a written in-

tent of waiver to exempt such member (and ac-
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tual waiver language) is submitted to the Sen-

ate with the nomination of such member.

“(4) QUORUM.—F'ive members of the Oversight
Board shall constitute a quorum. A majority of
members present and voting shall be required for the
Oversight Board to take action.

“(5) REMOVAL.—Any member of the Oversight
Board appointed under subparagraph (A) or (D) of
paragraph (1) may be removed for cause by the
President.

“(6) CLAIMS.

“(A) IN GENERAL.—A member of the
Oversight Board appointed under subparagraph
(A) or (D) of paragraph (1) shall have no per-
sonal lability under Federal law with respect to
any claim arising out of or resulting from an
act or omission by such member within the
scope of service as a member of the Oversight
Board.

“(B) EFFECT ON OTHER LAW.—This para-
eraph shall not be construed—

“(1) to affect any other immunity or
protection that may be available to a mem-
ber of the Oversicht Board under applica-

ble law with respect to such transactions;
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“(i1) to affect any other right or rem-
edy against the United States under appli-
cable law; or
“(ii1) to limit or alter in any way the
immunities that are available under appli-
cable law for Federal officers and employ-
ees.

“(¢) GENERAL RESPONSIBILITIES.

“(1) OVERsIGHT.—The Oversight Board shall
oversee the Federal Aviation Administration in its
administration, management, conduct, direction, and
supervision of the air traffic control system.

“(2) CONFIDENTIALITY.—The Oversight Board
shall ensure that appropriate confidentiality is main-

tained in the exercise of its duties.

“(d) SPECIFIC RESPONSIBILITIES.—The Oversight
Board shall have the following specific responsibilities:

“(1) STRATEGIC PLANS.—To review, approve,

and monitor achievements under a strategic plan of

the Federal Aviation Administration for the air traf-

fic control system, including the establishment of—

“(A) a mission and objectives;
“(B) standards of performance relative to
such mission and objectives, including safety,

efficiency, and productivity; and
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“(C) annual and long-range strategic
plans.
“(2) MODERNIZATION AND IMPROVEMENT.—T0

review and approve

“(A) methods of the Federal Aviation Ad-
ministration to accelerate air traffic control
modernization and improvements in aviation
safety related to air traffic control; and

“(B) procurements of air traffic control
equipment by the Federal Aviation Administra-
tion in excess of $100,000,000.

“(3) OPERATIONAL PLANS.—To review the
operational functions of the Federal Aviation Admin-
istration, including—

“(A) plans for modernization of the air
traffic control system;

“(B) plans for increasing productivity or
implementing cost-saving measures; and

“(C) plans for training and education.

“(4) MANAGEMENT.—To—

“(A) review and approve the Administra-
tor’s appointment of a Chief Operating Officer
under section 106(r);

“(B) review the Administrator’s selection,

evaluation, and compensation of senior execu-
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tives of the Federal Awviation Administration
who have program management responsibility
over significant functions of the air traffic con-
trol system;

“(C) review and approve the Administra-
tor’s plans for any major reorganization of the
Federal Aviation Administration that would 1m-
pact on the management of the air traffic con-
trol system;

“(D) review and approve the Administra-
tor’s cost accounting and financial management
structure and technologies to help ensure effi-
cient and cost-effective air traffic control oper-
ation; and

“(E) review the performance and coopera-
tion of managers responsible for major acquisi-
tion projects, including the ability of the man-
agers to meet schedule and budget targets.

“(5) BunpGET.—To—

“(A) review and approve the budget re-
quest of the Federal Aviation Administration
related to the air traffic control system pre-
pared by the Administrator;

“(B) submit such budget request to the

Secretary of Transportation; and
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“(C) ensure that the budget request sup-
ports the annual and long-range strategic plans.
The Secretary shall submit the budget request referred to
in paragraph (5)(B) for any fiscal year to the President
who shall submit such request, without revision, to the
Committees on Transportation and Infrastructure and
Appropriations of the House of Representatives and the
Committees on Commerce, Science, and Transportation
and Appropriations of the Senate, together with the Presi-
dent’s annual budget request for the Federal Aviation Ad-
ministration for such fiscal year.

“(e) REPORTING OF OVERTURNING OF BOARD DECI-
SIONS.—If the Secretary or Administrator overturns a de-
cision of the Oversight Board, the Secretary or Adminis-
trator, as appropriate shall report such action to the Presi-
dent, the Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure
of the House of Representatives, and the Committee on
Commerce, Science, and Transportation of the Senate.

“(f) BOARD PERSONNEL MATTERS.

“(1) COMPENSATION OF MEMBERS.
“(A) IN GENERAL.—Each member of the

Oversight Board who is—
“(1) appointed under subsection

(b)(1)(A); or
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“(11) appointed under subsection
(b)(1)(D) and 1s not otherwise a Federal
officer or employee,

shall be compensated at a rate of $30,000 per
yvear. All other members shall serve without
compensation for such service.

“(B) CHAIRPERSON.—Notwithstanding
subparagraph (A), the chairperson of the Over-
sight Board shall be compensated at a rate of
$50,000 per year.

“(2) TRAVEL EXPENSES.

“(A) IN GENERAL.—The members of the
Oversight Board shall be allowed travel ex-
penses, including per diem in lieu of subsist-
ence, at rates authorized for employees of agen-
cies under subchapter I of chapter 57 of title 5
to attend meetings of the Oversight Board and,
with the advance approval of the chairperson of
the Oversight Board, while otherwise away from
their homes or regular places of business for
purposes of duties as a member of the Over-
sight Board.

“(B) REPORT.—The Oversight Board shall
include in its annual report under subsection

(2)(3)(A) information with respect to the travel
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expenses allowed for members of the Oversight
Board under this paragraph.
“(3) STAFF.—

“(A) IN GENERAL.—The chairperson of
the Oversight Board may appoint and terminate
any personnel that may be necessary to enable
the Board to perform its duties.

“(B) DETAIL OF GOVERNMENT EMPLOY-

EES.

Upon request of the chairperson of the
Oversight Board, a Federal agency shall detail
a United States Government employee to the
Oversight Board without reimbursement. Such
detail shall be without interruption or loss of
civil service status or privilege.

“(4) PROCUREMENT OF TEMPORARY AND

The chairperson of the

Oversight Board may procure temporary and inter-
mittent services under section 3109(b) of title 5.

“(2) ADMINISTRATIVE MATTERS.—

“(1) CHAIR.—

“(A) TERM.—The members of the Over-
sight Board shall elect for a 2-year term a
chairperson from among the members ap-

pointed under subsection (b)(1)(A).
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“(B) POWERS.—Except as otherwise pro-
vided by a majority vote of the Oversight

Board, the powers of the chairperson shall

mclude—
“(1) establishing committees;
“(i1) setting meeting places and times;
“(i1) establishing meeting agendas;
and

“(iv) developing rules for the conduct
of business.

“(2) MEETINGS.—The Oversight Board shall

meet at least quarterly and at such other times as
the chairperson determines appropriate.
“(3) REPORTS.—

“(A) ANNUAL.—The Oversight Board shall
each year report with respect to the conduct of
its responsibilities under this title to the Presi-
dent, the Committee on Transportation and In-
frastructure of the House of Representatives,
and the Committee on Commerce, Science, and
Transportation of the Senate.

“(B) ADDITIONAL REPORT.—Upon a de-
termination by the Oversight Board under sub-
section (¢)(1) that the organization and oper-

ation of the Federal Aviation Administration’s
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air traffic control system are not allowing the
Federal Aviation Administration to carry out its
mission, the Oversigcht Board shall report such
determination to the Committee on Transpor-
tation and Infrastructure of the House of Rep-
resentatives and the Committee on Commerce,
Science, and Transportation of the Senate.

“(C) COMPTROLLER GENERAL'S RE-
PORT.—Not later than April 30, 2004, the
Comptroller General of the United States shall
transmit to the Committee on Transportation
and Infrastructure of the IHouse of Representa-
tives and the Committee on Commerce, Science,
and Transportation of the Senate a report on
the success of the Oversight Board in improving
the performance of the air traffic control sys-
tem.”.

(2) CONFORMING AMENDMENT.—The analysis
for chapter 1 is amended by adding at the end the

following:

“113. Air Traffic Control Oversight Board.”.

(b) EFFECTIVE DATES.
(1) IN GENERAL.—The amendments made by
this section shall take effect on the date of enact-

ment of this Act.

“(r) CHIEF OPERATING OFFICER.—

“(1) IN GENERAL.

“(A) AprPOINTMENT.—There shall be a
Chief Operating Officer for the air traffic con-
trol system to be appointed by the Adminis-
trator, with approval of the Air Traffic Control
Oversight Board established by section 113.
The Chief Operating Officer shall report di-
rectly to the Administrator and shall be subject

to the authority of the Administrator.
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“(B) QUALIFICATIONS.—The Chief Oper-
ating Officer shall have a demonstrated ability
in management and knowledge of or experience
n aviation.

“(C) TERM.—The Chief Operating Officer
shall be appointed for a term of 5 years.

“(D) REMOVAL.—The Chief Operating Of-
ficer shall serve at the pleasure of the Adminis-
trator, except that the Administrator shall
make every effort to ensure stability and con-
tinuity in the leadership of the air traffic con-
trol system.

“(E) Vacancy.—Any individual appointed
to fill a vacancy in the position of Chief Oper-
ating Officer occurring before the expiration of
the term for which the individual’s predecessor
was appointed shall be appointed for the re-
mainder of that term.

“(2) ANNUAL PERFORMANCE AGREEMENT.—
The Administrator and the Chief Operating Officer,
in consultation with the Air Traffic Control Over-
sight Board, shall enter into an annual performance
agreement that sets forth measurable organization
and individual goals for the Chief Operating Officer

in key operational areas. The agreement shall be
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subject to review and renegotiation on an annual
basis.

“(3) ANNUAL PERFORMANCE REPORT.—The
Chief Operating Officer shall prepare and submit to
the Secretary of Transportation and Congress an
annual management report containing such informa-

tion as may be prescribed by the Secretary.”.

SEC. 304. FEDERAL AVIATION MANAGEMENT ADVISORY

COUNCIL.

(a) MEMBERSHIP.—Section 106(p)(2)(C) is amended

to read as follows:

“(C) 13 members representing aviation in-

terests, appointed by
“(1) in the case of initial appointments

to the Council, the President by and with

the advice and consent of the Senate; and

is amended by striking “by the President”.

SEC. 305. ENVIRONMENTAL STREAMLINING.

(a) COORDINATED ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW PRroOC-

ESS.—
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(1) DEVELOPMENT AND IMPLEMENTATION.—
The Secretary shall develop and implement a coordi-
nated environmental review process for aviation in-

frastructure projects that require—
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(A) the preparation of an environmental
impact statement or environmental assessment
under the National Environmental Policy Act of
1969 (42 U.S.C. 4321 et seq.), except that the
Secretary may decide not to apply this section
to the preparation of an environmental assess-
ment under such Act; or

(B) the conduct of any other environ-
mental review, analysis, opinion, or issuance of
an environmental permit, license, or approval by
operation of Federal law.

(2) MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING.—

(A) IN GENERAL.—The coordinated envi-
ronmental review process for each project shall
ensure that, whenever practicable (as specified
in this section), all environmental reviews, anal-
yses, opinions, and any permits, licenses, or ap-
provals that must be issued or made by any
Federal agency for the project concerned shall
be conducted concurrently and completed within

a cooperatively determined time period. Such
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process for a project or class of project may be
incorporated into a memorandum of under-
standing between the Department of Transpor-
tation and Federal agencies (and, where appro-
priate, State agencies).
(B) ESTABLISHMENT OF TIME PERIODS.—
In establishing the time period referred to in
subparagraph (A), and any time periods for re-
view within such period, the Department and all
such agencies shall take into account their re-
spective resources and statutory commitments.
(b) ELEMENTS OF COORDINATED ENVIRONMENTAL

REVIEW PROCESS.

For each project, the coordinated en-
vironmental review process established under this section
shall provide, at a minimum, for the following elements:

all potential Federal agencies that—

mental-related issues that may be affected by

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(B) may be required by Federal law to

independently:

VIEW.—The Secretary and the head of each Federal

(A)(1) shall jointly develop and establish
time periods for review for—

(I) all Federal agency comments with
respect to any environmental review docu-
ments required by the National Environ-
mental Policy Act of 1969 (42 U.S.C.
4321 et seq.) for the project; and

(IT) all other independent FKFederal
agency environmental analyses, reviews,
opinions, and decisions on any permits, li-
censes, and approvals that must be issued

or made for the project;
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1 whereby each such Federal agency’s review

2 shall be undertaken and completed within such

3 established time periods for review; or

4 (i) may enter into an agreement to estab-

5 lish such time periods for review with respect to

6 a class of project; and

7 (B) shall ensure, in establishing such time

8 periods for review, that the conduct of any such

9 analysis, review, opinion, and decision is under-
10 taken concurrently with all other environmental
11 reviews for the project, including the reviews re-

(4) EXTENSIONS.—The Secretary shall extend
any time periods for review under this section if),
upon good cause shown, the Secretary and any Fed-
eral agency concerned determine that additional time
for analysis and review is needed as a result of new
information that has been discovered that could not
reasonably have been anticipated when the Federal
agency’s time periods for review were established.
Any memorandum of understanding shall be modi-
fied to incorporate any mutually agreed-upon exten-
s1ons.

(¢) D1spuTE RESOLUTION.—When the Secretary de-
termines that a Federal agency which is subject to a time
period for its environmental review or analysis under this
section has failed to complete such review, analysis, opin-
ion, or decision on issuing any permit, license, or approval
within the established time period or within any agreed-
upon extension to such time period, the Secretary may,
after notice and consultation with such agency, close the
record on the matter before the Secretary. If the Secretary
finds, after timely compliance with this section, that an
environmental issue related to the project that an affected

Federal agency has jurisdiction over by operation of Fed-
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eral law has not been resolved, the Secretary and the head
of the Federal agency shall resolve the matter not later
than 30 days after the date of the finding by the Sec-

retary.

(d) PARTICIPATION OF STATE AGENCIES.—For any
project eligible for assistance under chapter 471 of title
49, United States Code, a State, by operation of State
law, may require that all State agencies that have jurisdic-
tion by State or Federal law over environmental-related
issues that may be affected by the project, or that are
required to issue any environmental-related reviews, anal-
yses, opinions, or determinations on issuing any permits,
licenses, or approvals for the project, be subject to the co-
ordinated environmental review process established under
this section unless the Secretary determines that a State’s
participation would not be in the public interest. For a
State to require State agencies to participate in the review
process, all affected agencies of the State shall be subject
to the review process.

(e) ASSISTANCE TO AFFECTED KFEDERAL AGEN-

CIES.

(1) IN GENERAL.

The Secretary may approve
a request by a State or other recipient of assistance
under chapter 471 of title 49, United States Code,

to provide funds made available from the Airport

“(2) has filed, caused to be filed, or is about to
file (with the knowledge of the employer) or cause
to be filed a proceeding relating to any violation or
alleged violation of any order, regulation, or stand-
ard of the Federal Aviation Administration or any
other provision of Federal law relating to air carrier
safety under this subtitle or any other law of the
United States;

“(3) testified or is about to testify in such a
proceeding; or

“(4) assisted or participated or is about to as-
sist or participate in such a proceeding.

“(b) DEPARTMENT OF LABOR COMPLAINT PROCE-

DURE.—

“(1) FraNG AND NOTIFICATION.—A person
who believes that he or she has been discharged or
otherwise discriminated against by a person in viola-
tion of subsection (a) may, not later than 90 days
after the date on which such violation ocecurs, file (or
have any person file on his or her behalf) a com-
plaint with the Secretary of Labor alleging such dis-
charge or diserimination. Upon receipt of such a

complaint, the Secretary of Labor shall notify, in
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writing, the person named in the complaint and the
Administrator of the Federal Aviation Administra-
tion of the filing of the complaint, of the allegations

“(B) REMEDY.—If, in response to a com-
plaint filed under paragraph (1), the Secretary
of Liabor determines that a violation of sub-
section (a) has occurred, the Secretary of Labor
shall order the person who committed such vio-

“(1) take affirmative action to abate

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“(11) reinstate the complainant to his
or her former position together with the
compensation (including back pay) and re-
store the terms, conditions, and privileges
associated with his or her employment; and

(C) to have at least 500 hours of flight
time as a pilot;
(D) to have a commercial rating, as de-

scribed subpart F' of part 61 of such title;
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(E) to hold at least a second-class medical
certificate, as deseribed in subpart C of part 67
of such title;

(F) to hold a current letter of authoriza-
tion issued by the Administrator; and

(G) to take such other actions as the Ad-
ministrator determines necessary for safety.

(¢) DEFINITIONS.

In this section, the following defi-

nitions apply:

(1) LETTER OF AUTHORIZATION.—The term
“letter of authorization” means a letter issued by
the Administrator once every 5 years to an Alaska
ouide pilot certifying that the pilot is in compliance
with general operating and flight rules applicable to
the pilot. In the case of a multi-pilot operation, at
the election of the operating entity, a letter of au-
thorization may be issued by the Administrator to
the entity or to each Alaska guide pilot employed by
the entity.

(2) ALASKA GUIDE PILOT.—The term ‘“Alaska
ouide pilot” means a pilot who—

(A) conducts aircraft operations over or
within the State of Alaska;
(B) operates single engine, fixed wing air-

craft on floats, wheels, or skis, providing com-
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mercial hunting, fishing, or other guide services
and related accommodations in the form of
camps or lodges; and
(C) transports clients by such aircraft inci-
dental to hunting, fishing, or other guide serv-
ices, or uses air transport to enable guided cli-
ents to reach hunting or fishing locations.
SEC. 727. PILOT PROGRAM FOR CAPITAL LEASING CON-
TRACTS.

(a) IN GENERAL.—Notwithstanding any other provi-
sion of law, the Administrator may carry out a pilot pro-
oram 1n fiscal years 2000 through 2004 to test and evalu-
ate the benefits of long-term capital leasing contracts of
aviation equipment and facilities.

(b) PROGRAM CRITERIA.—The Administrator shall
establish criteria for the pilot program. The Administrator
may not enter into more than 20 leasing contracts under
the pilot program, and may not enter into any leasing con-
tract under the pilot program unless the Administrator de-
termines that the leasing contract will be of the best value
to the United States. Each of such contracts shall be for
a period greater than 5 years, but no greater than 20
yvears. Under such a contract, the aviation equipment or

facility shall be provided by the lessee and operated by
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the Administrator and funding for the lease of the equip-
ment or facility shall be subject to annual appropriations.
SEC. 728. AIRCRAFT REPAIR AND MAINTENANCE ADVISORY
PANEL.
(a) ESTABLISHMENT OF PANEL.—The Secretary of
Transportation—

(1) shall establish an Aireraft Repair and Main-
tenance Advisory Panel to review issues related to
the use and oversight of aircraft and aviation com-
ponent repair and maintenance facilities (in this see-
tion referred to as ‘‘aircraft repair facilities”) lo-
cated within, or outside of, the United States; and

(2) may seek the advice of the panel on any
issue related to methods to increase safety by im-
proving the oversight of aircraft repair facilities.

(b) MEMBERSHIP.—The panel shall consist of—

(1) 9 members appointed by the Secretary as
follows:

(A) 3 representatives of labor organiza-
tions representing aviation mechanics;

(B) 1 representative of cargo air carriers;

(C) 1 representative of passenger air car-
riers;

(D) 1 representative of aircraft repair fa-

cilities;
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(E) 1 representative of aircraft manufac-
turers;

(F) 1 representative of on-demand pas-
senger air carriers and corporate aircraft oper-
ations; and

(G) 1 representative of regional passenger
alr carriers;

(2) 1 representative from the Department of
Commerce, designated by the Secretary of Com-
merce;

(3) 1 representative from the Department of
State, designated by the Secretary of State; and

(4) 1 representative from the Federal Aviation
Administration, designated by the Administrator.

(¢) RESPONSIBILITIES.—The panel shall—

(1) determine the amount and type of work
that is being performed by aireraft repair facilities
located within, and outside of, the United States;
and

(2) provide advice and counsel to the Secretary
with respect to the aircraft and aviation component
repair work performed by aircraft repair facilities
and air carriers, staffing needs, and any balance of

trade or safety issues associated with that work.
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(d) DOT To REQUEST INFORMATION KFROM AIR

(1) COLLECTION OF INFORMATION.—The Sec-
retary, by regulation, shall require air carriers, for-
eign air carriers, domestic repair facilities, and for-
eign repair facilities to submit such information as
the Secretary may require in order to assess balance
of trade and safety issues with respect to work per-
formed on aircraft used by air carriers, foreign air
carriers, United States corporate operators, and for-
eign corporate operators.

(2) DRUG AND ALCOHOL TESTING INFORMA-
TION.—Included in the information the Secretary re-
quires under paragraph (1) shall be information on
the existence and administration of employee drug
and alcohol testing programs in place at the foreign
repair facilities, if applicable. The Secretary, if nec-
essary, shall work with the International Civil Avia-
tion Organization to increase the number and im-
prove the administration of employee drug and alco-
hol testing programs at the foreign repair facilities.

(3) DESCRIPTION OF WORK DONE.—Included in
the information the Secretary requires under para-

oraph (1) shall be information on the amount and
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type of work performed on aircraft registered in and

outside of the United States.

(e) DOT To FACILITATE COLLECTION OF INFORMA-
TION ABOUT AIRCRAFT MAINTENANCE.—The Secretary
shall facilitate the collection of information from the Na-
tional Transportation Safety Board, the Federal Aviation
Administration, and other appropriate agencies regarding
maintenance performed by aircraft repair facilities.

(f) DOT To MAKE INFORMATION AVAILABLE TO
PuBric.—The Secretary shall make any relevant informa-
tion received under subsection (¢) available to the public,
consistent with the authority to withhold trade secrets or
commercial, financial, and other proprietary information
under section 552 of title 5, United States Code.

(g) TERMINATION.—The panel established under
subsection (a) shall terminate on the earlier of—

(1) the date that is 2 years after the date of en-

(2) December 31, 2001.

SEC. 729. OPERATIONS OF AIR TAXI INDUSTRY.
(a) STUDY.—The Administrator, in consultation with

the National Transportation Safety Board and other in-
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terested persons, shall conduct a study of air taxi opera-
tors regulated under part 135 of title 14, Code of Federal
Regulations.

(b) CONTENTS.—The study shall include an analysis
of the size and type of the aircraft fleet, relevant aircraft
equipment, hours flown, utilization rates, safety record by
various categories of use and aircraft type, sales revenues,
and airports served by the air taxi fleet.

(¢) REPORT.—Not later than 1 year after the date
of enactment of this Act, the Administrator shall transmit
to Congress a report on the results of the study.

SEC. 730. SENSE OF CONGRESS CONCERNING COMPLETION
OF COMPREHENSIVE NATIONAL AIRSPACE
REDESIGN.

It is the sense of Congress that, as soon as is prac-
ticable, the Administrator should complete and begin im-
plementation of the comprehensive national airspace rede-
sign that is being conducted by the Administrator.

SEC. 731. COMPLIANCE WITH REQUIREMENTS.

Any such authorized use shall meet all require-
ments of Federal law for the completion of such an assess-
ment or study.
SEC. 732. AIRCRAFT NOISE LEVELS AT AIRPORTS.

(a) DEVELOPMENT OF NEW STANDARDS.—The Sec-
retary of Transportation shall continue to work to develop
a new standard for aireraft and aireraft engines that will
lead to a further reduction in aircraft noise levels.

(b) REPORT.—Not later than March 1, 2000, and an-
nually thereafter, the Secretary shall transmit to Congress
a report regarding the application of new standards or
technologies to reduce aircraft noise levels.

SEC. 733. FAA CONSIDERATION OF CERTAIN STATE PRO-
POSALS.

The Administrator is encouraged to consider any pro-
posal with a regional consensus submitted by a State avia-
tion authority regarding the expansion of existing airport

facilities or the introduction of new airport facilities.

“(1) GENERAL REQUIREMENTS.—A commercial
air tour operator may not conduct commercial air
tour operations over a national park (including tribal

“(B) in accordance with conditions and
limitations prescribed for that operator by the
Administrator; and

“(C) in accordance with any applicable air
tour management plan for the park.

“(2) APPLICATION FOR OPERATING AUTHOR-
ITYy.—
“(A)  APPLICATION REQUIRED.—Before

commencing commercial air tour operations
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over a national park (including tribal lands), a
commercial air tour operator shall apply to the
Administrator for authority to conduct the op-
erations over the park.

“(B) COMPETITIVE BIDDING FOR LIMITED
CAPACITY PARKS.—Whenever an air tour man-
agement plan limits the number of commercial
air tour operations over a national park during
a specified time frame, the Administrator, in
cooperation with the Director, shall issue oper-
ation specifications to commercial air tour oper-
ators that conduct such operations. The oper-
ation specifications shall include such terms and
conditions as the Administrator and the Direc-
tor find necessary for management of commer-
cial air tour operations over the park. The Ad-
ministrator, in cooperation with the Director,
shall develop an open competitive process for
evaluating proposals from persons interested in
providing commercial air tour operations over
the park. In making a selection from among
various proposals submitted, the Administrator,
in cooperation with the Director, shall consider

relevant factors, including—
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“(i) the safety record of the person
submitting the proposal or pilots employed
by the person;

“(11) any quiet aircraft technology pro-
posed to be used by the person submitting
the proposal;

“(i11) the experience of the person sub-
mitting the proposal with commercial air
tour operations over other national parks
or scenic areas;

“(iv) the financial capability of the
company;

“(v) any training programs for pilots
provided by the person submitting the pro-
posal; and

“(vi) responsiveness of the person
submitting the proposal to any relevant
criteria developed by the National Park
Service for the affected park.

“(C) NUMBER OF OPERATIONS AUTHOR-

1IZED.—In determining the number of author-

izations to issue to provide commercial air tour

operations over a national park, the Adminis-

trator, in cooperation with the Director, shall

take into consideration the provisions of the air
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tour management plan, the number of existing
commercial air tour operators and current level
of service and equipment provided by any such
operators, and the financial viability of each
commercial air tour operation.

“(D) COOPERATION WITH NPS.—Before

oranting an application under this paragraph,
the Administrator, in cooperation with the Di-
rector, shall develop an air tour management
plan in accordance with subsection (b) and im-
plement such plan.

“(3) EXCEPTION.—

“(A) IN GENERAL—If a commercial air
tour operator secures a letter of agreement
from the Administrator and the superintendent
for the national park that describes the condi-
tions under which the commercial air tour oper-
ation will be conducted, then notwithstanding
paragraph (1), the commercial air tour operator
may conduct such operations over the national
park under part 91 of title 14, Code of Federal
Regulations, if such activity is permitted under
part 119 of such title.

“(B) LIMIT ON EXCEPTIONS.—Not more

than 5 flights in any 30-day period over a sin-
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ole national park may be conducted under this

paragraph.

“(4) SPECIAL RULE FOR SAFETY REQUIRE-
MENTS.—Notwithstanding subsection (d), an exist-
ing commercial air tour operator shall apply, not
later than 90 days after the date of enactment of
this section, for operating authority under part 119,
121, or 135 of title 14, Code of Federal Regulations.
A new entrant commercial air tour operator shall
apply for such authority before conducting commer-
cial air tour operations over a national park (includ-
ing tribal lands). The Administrator shall act on any
such application for a new entrant and issue a deci-
sion on the application not later than 24 months
after it 1s received or amended.

“(b) AIR TOUR MANAGEMENT PLANS.—

“(1) ESTABLISHMENT.—

“(A) IN GENERAL.—The Administrator, in
cooperation with the Director, shall establish an
air tour management plan for any national park
(including tribal lands) for which such a plan is
not in effect whenever a person applies for au-
thority to conduct a commercial air tour oper-

ation over the park. The air tour management
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plan shall be developed by means of a public

process in accordance with paragraph (4).

“(B) OBJECTIVE.—The objective of any
air tour management plan shall be to develop
acceptable and effective measures to mitigate or
prevent the significant adverse impacts, if any,
of commercial air tours upon the natural and
cultural resources, visitor experiences, and trib-
al lands.

“(2)  ENVIRONMENTAL DETERMINATION.—In
establishing an air tour management plan under this
subsection, the Administrator and the Director shall
each sign the environmental decision document re-
quired by section 102 of the National Environmental
Policy Act of 1969 (42 U.S.C. 4332) (including a
finding of no significant impact, an environmental
assessment, and an environmental impact statement)
and the record of decision for the air tour manage-

ment plan.

“(3) CONTENTS.—An air tour management
plan for a national park—
“(A) may limit or prohibit commercial air
tour operations;

“(B) may establish conditions for the con-

duct of commercial air tour operations, includ-
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ing commercial air tour operation routes, max-
iImum or minimum altitudes, time-of-day re-
strictions, restrictions for particular events,
maximum number of flights per unit of time,
intrusions on privacy on tribal lands, and miti-
cation of adverse noise, visual, or other im-
pacts;

“(C) may apply to all commercial air tour
operations;

“(D) shall include incentives (such as pre-
ferred commercial air tour operation routes and
altitudes and relief from flight caps and cur-
fews) for the adoption of quiet aircraft tech-
nology by commercial air tour operators con-
ducting commercial air tour operations over the
park;

“(E) shall provide a system for allocating
opportunities to conduct commercial air tours if
the air tour management plan includes a limita-
tion on the number of commercial air tour oper-
ations for any time period; and

“(F) shall justify and document the need
for measures taken pursuant to subparagraphs
(A) through (E) and include such justifications

i the record of decision.
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“(4) PROCEDURE.—In establishing an air tour
management plan for a national park (including
tribal lands), the Administrator and the Director

shall—
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“(A) hold at least one public meeting with
interested parties to develop the air tour man-
agement plan;

“(B) publish the proposed plan in the Fed-
eral Register for notice and comment and make
copies of the proposed plan available to the
public;

“(C) comply with the regulations set forth
in sections 1501.3 and 1501.5 through 1501.8
of title 40, Code of Federal Regulations (for
purposes of complying with the regulations, the
Federal Awviation Administration shall be the
lead agency and the National Park Service is a
cooperating agency); and

“(D) solicit the participation of any Indian
tribe whose tribal lands are, or may be,
overflown by aircraft involved in a commercial
air tour operation over the park, as a cooper-
ating agency under the regulations referred to

in subparagraph (C).
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“(5) JUDICIAL REVIEW.—An air tour manage-
ment plan developed under this subsection shall be
subject to judicial review.

“(6) AMENDMENTS.

The Administrator, in co-
operation with the Director, may make amendments
to an air tour management plan. Any such amend-
ments shall be published in the Federal Register for
notice and comment. A request for amendment of an
air tour management plan shall be made in such
form and manner as the Administrator may pre-
seribe.

“(¢) DETERMINATION OF COMMERCIAL AIR TOUR
OPERATION STATUS.—In making a determination of
whether a flight is a commercial air tour operation, the
Administrator may consider—

“(1) whether there was a holding out to the
public of willingness to conduct a sightseeing flight
for compensation or hire;

“(2) whether a narrative that referred to areas
or points of interest on the surface below the route
of the flight was provided by the person offering the
flight;

“(3) the area of operation;

“(4) the frequency of flights conducted by the

person offering the flight;
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“(5) the route of flight;

“(6) the inclusion of sightseeing flichts as part
of any travel arrangement package offered by the
person offering the flight;

“(7) whether the flight would have been can-
celed based on poor visibility of the surface below
the route of the flight; and

“(8) any other factors that the Administrator
considers appropriate.

“(d) INTERIM OPERATING AUTHORITY .—

“(1) IN GENERAL.—Upon application for oper-
ating authority, the Administrator shall grant in-
terim operating authority under this subsection to a
commercial air tour operator for commercial air tour
operations over a national park (including tribal
lands) for which the operator is an existing commer-
cial air tour operator.

“(2) REQUIREMENTS AND LIMITATIONS.—In-

terim  operating authority granted wunder this
subsection—
“(A) shall provide annual authorization
only for the greater of—
“(i) the number of flights used by the

operator to provide such tours within the
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12-month period prior to the date of enact-
ment of this section; or

“(i1) the average number of flights per
12-month period used by the operator to
provide such tours within the 36-month pe-
riod prior to such date of enactment, and,
for seasonal operations, the number of
flichts so used during the season or sea-
sons covered by that 12-month period;

“(B) may not provide for an increase in
the number of commercial air tour operations
conducted during any time period by the com-
mercial air tour operator above the number that
the air tour operator was originally eranted un-
less such an increase is agreed to by the Ad-
ministrator and the Director;

“(C) shall be published in the Federal Reg-
ister to provide notice and opportunity for com-
ment;

“(D) may be revoked by the Administrator
for cause;

“(E) shall terminate 180 days after the
date on which an air tour management plan is

established for the park or the tribal lands;
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“(F) shall promote protection of national
park resources, visitor experiences, and tribal
lands;

“(G) shall promote safe operations of the
commercial air tour;

“(H) shall promote the adoption of quiet
technology, as appropriate; and

“(I) shall allow for modifications of the op-
eration based on experience if the modification
improves protection of national park resources
and values and of tribal lands.

“(e) EXEMPTIONS.—
“(1) IN GENERAL.—Except as provided by
paragraph (2), this section shall not apply to—

“(A) the Grand Canyon National Park;

“(B) tribal lands within or abutting the
Grand Canyon National Park; or

“(C) any unit of the National Park System
located in Alaska or any other land or water lo-
cated in Alaska.

“(2) ExceprTiON.—This section shall apply to
the Grand Canyon National Park if section 3 of
Public Law 100-91 (16 U.S.C. 1a—1 note; 101 Stat.

674—-678) 1s no longer in effect.
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1 “(f) DEFINITIONS.—In this section, the following
2 definitions apply:

3 “(1) COMMERCIAL AIR TOUR OPERATOR.—The
4 term ‘commercial air tour operator’ means any per-
5 son who conducts a commercial air tour operation.
6 “(2) EXISTING COMMERCIAL AIR TOUR OPER-
7 ATOR.—The term ‘existing commercial air tour oper-
8 ator’ means a commercial air tour operator that was
9 actively engaged in the business of providing com-
10 mercial air tour operations over a national park at
11 any time during the 12-month period ending on the
12 date of enactment of this section.

13 “(3) NEW ENTRANT COMMERCIAL AIR TOUR
14 OPERATOR.—The term ‘new entrant commercial air
15 tour operator’ means a commercial air tour operator
16 that—
17 “(A) applies for operating authority as a
18 commercial air tour operator for a national
19 park; and
20 “(B) has not engaged in the business of
21 providing commercial air tour operations over
22 the national park (including tribal lands) in the
23 12-month period preceding the application.
24 “(4) COMMERCIAL AIR TOUR OPERATION.—The
25 term ‘commercial air tour operation’ means any
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flight, conducted for compensation or hire in a pow-
ered aircraft where a purpose of the flight is sight-
seeing over a national park, within %2 mile outside
the boundary of any national park, or over tribal
lands, during which the aireraft flies—

“(A) below a minimum altitude, deter-
mined by the Administrator in cooperation with
the Director, above ground level (except solely
for purposes of takeoff or landing, or necessary
for safe operation of an aircraft as determined
under the rules and regulations of the Federal
Aviation Administration requiring the pilot-in-
command to take action to ensure the safe op-
eration of the aireraft); or

“(B) less than 1 mile laterally from any
ocographic feature within the park (unless more
than %2 mile outside the boundary).

“(5) NATIONAL PARK.—The term ‘national
park’ means any unit of the National Park System.

The term ‘tribal lands’

“(6) TRIBAL LANDS.
means Indian country (as that term is defined in
section 1151 of title 18) that is within or abutting

a national park.
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“(7)  ADMINISTRATOR.—The term ‘Adminis-
trator’ means the Administrator of the Federal Avia-
tion Administration.
“(8) DIRECTOR.—The term ‘Director’ means
the Director of the National Park Service.”.
(b) CONFORMING AMENDMENT.—The analysis for
chapter 401 is further amended by adding at the end the

following:

“40126. Overflights of national parks.”.
SEC. 804. ADVISORY GROUP.

(a) ESTABLISHMENT.—Not later than 1 year after
the date of enactment of this Act, the Administrator and
the Director of the National Park Service shall jointly es-
tablish an advisory group to provide continuing advice and
counsel with respect to commercial air tour operations
over and near national parks.

(b) MEMBERSHIP.—

(1) IN GENERAL.—The advisory group shall be
composed of—
(A) a balanced group of—
(1) representatives of general aviation;
(i1) representatives of commercial air
tour operators;
(111) representatives of environmental
concerns; and
(iv) representatives of Indian tribes;
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(B) a representative of the Kederal Avia-
tion Administration; and
(C) a representative of the National Park
Service.

The Administrator

(2) EX OFFICIO MEMBERS.
(or the designee of the Administrator) and the Di-
rector (or the designee of the Director) shall serve
as ex officio members.

(3) CHAIRPERSON.—The representative of the
Federal Aviation Administration and the representa-
tive of the National Park Service shall serve alter-
nating l-year terms as chairman of the advisory
oroup, with the representative of the Federal Avia-
tion Administration serving initially until the end of
the calendar year following the year in which the ad-
visory group is first appointed.

(¢) DUTIES.

The advisory group shall provide ad-

vice, information, and recommendations to the Adminis-

trator and the Director—

(1) on the implementation of this title and the
amendments made by this title;

(2) on commonly accepted quiet aircraft tech-
nology for use in commercial air tour operations over

national parks (including tribal lands), which will re-
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ceive preferential treatment in a given air tour man-
agement plan;

(3) on other measures that might be taken to
accommodate the interests of visitors to national
parks; and

(4) at request of the Administrator and the Di-
rector, safety, environmental, and other issues re-
lated to commercial air tour operations over a na-
tional park (including tribal lands).

(d) COMPENSATION; SUPPORT; FACA.—

(1) COMPENSATION AND TRAVEL.—Members of
the advisory eroup who are not officers or employees
of the United States, while attending conferences or
meetings of the group or otherwise engaged in its
business, or while serving away from their homes or
regular places of business, may be allowed travel ex-
penses, including per diem in lieu of subsistence, as
authorized by section 5703 of title 5, United States
Code, for persons in the Government service em-
ployed intermittently.

(2) ADMINISTRATIVE SUPPORT.—The FKFederal
Aviation Administration and the National Park
Service shall jointly furnish to the advisory group

clerical and other assistance.
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(3) NONAPPLICATION OF FACA.—Section 14 of
the Federal Advisory Committee Act (5 U.S.C.
App.) does not apply to the advisory group.

SEC. 805. REPORTS.

(a) OVERFLIGHT FEE REPORT.—Not later than 180
days after the date of enactment of this Act, the Adminis-
trator shall transmit to Congress a report on the effects
overflight fees are likely to have on the commercial air
tour operation industry. The report shall include, but shall
not be limited to—

(1) the viability of a tax eredit for the commer-
cial air tour operators equal to the amount of any
overflight fees charged by the National Park Service;
and

(2) the financial effects proposed offsets are
likely to have on Federal Aviation Administration
budgets and appropriations.

(b) QUIET AIRCRAFT TECHNOLOGY REPORT.—Not
later than 2 years after the date of enactment of this Act,
the Administrator and the Director shall jointly transmit
a report to Congress on the effectiveness of this title in
providing incentives for the development and use of quiet
aircraft technology.

SEC. 806. EXEMPTIONS.

This title shall not apply to—
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(1) any unit of the National Park System lo-
cated in Alaska; or

(2) any other land or water located in Alaska.

SEC. 807. DEFINITIONS.
In this title, the following definitions apply:

(1)  ADMINISTRATOR.—The term “Adminis-
trator” means the Administrator of the Federal
Aviation Administration.

(2) DIRECTOR.—The term ‘Director” means

the Director of the National Park Service.

TITLE IX—TRUTH IN BUDGETING

SEC. 901. SHORT TITLE.

This title may be cited as the “Truth in Budgeting
Act”.
SEC. 902. BUDGETARY TREATMENT OF AIRPORT AND AIR-

WAY TRUST FUND.

Notwithstanding any other provision of law, the re-
ceipts and disbursements of the Airport and Airway Trust
Fund established by section 9502 of the Internal Revenue
Code of 1986—

(1) shall not be counted as new budget author-
ity, outlays, receipts, or deficit or surplus for pur-
poses of—

(A) the budget of the United States Gov-

ernment as submitted by the President,
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(B) the congressional budget (including al-
locations of budget authority and outlays pro-
vided therein), or
(C) the Balanced Budget and Emergency
Deficit Control Act of 1985; and
(2) shall be exempt from any general budget
limitation imposed by statute on expenditures and
net lending (budget outlays) of the United States

Government.

SEC. 903. SAFEGUARDS AGAINST DEFICIT SPENDING OUT
OF ATRPORT AND ATIRWAY TRUST FUND.

(a) IN GENERAL.—Subchapter I of chapter 471, as
amended by section 134(a) of this Act, 1s amended by add-
ing at the end the following:

“§47138. Safeguards against deficit spending

“(a) ESTIMATES OF UNFUNDED AVIATION AUTHOR-

IZATIONS AND NET AVIATION RECEIPTS.—Not later than

March 31 of each year, the Secretary of Transportation,

in consultation with the Secretary of the Treasury, shall
estimate—

“(1) the amount which would (but for this sec-

tion) be the unfunded aviation authorizations at the

close of the first fiscal year that begins after that

March 31, and
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“(2) the net aviation receipts to be credited to
the Airport and Airway Trust Fund during the fiscal
year.

“(b) PROCEDURE IF EXCESS UNFUNDED AVIATION

AUTHORIZATIONS.

If the Secretary of Transportation
determines for any fiscal year that the amount described
in subsection (a)(1) exceeds the amount deseribed in sub-
section (a)(2), the Secretary shall determine the amount
of such excess.

“(¢) ADJUSTMENT OF AUTHORIZATIONS IF UN-
FUNDED AUTHORIZATIONS EXCEED RECEIPTS.—

“(1) DETERMINATION OF PERCENTAGE.—If the
Secretary determines that there is an excess referred
to in subsection (b) for a fiscal year, the Secretary
shall determine the percentage which—

“(A) such excess, is of
“(B) the total of the amounts authorized
to be appropriated from the Airport and Airway

Trust Fund for the next fiscal year.

“(2) ADJUSTMENT OF AUTHORIZATIONS.—If

the Secretary determines a percentage under para-
oraph (1), each amount authorized to be appro-
priated from the Airport and Airway Trust Fund for
the next fiscal year shall be reduced by such percent-

age.
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“(d) AVAILABILITY OF AMOUNTS PREVIOUSLY WITI-

HELD.—

“(1) ADJUSTMENT OF AUTHORIZATIONS.—If,
after a reduction has been made under subsection
(¢)(2), the Secretary determines that the amount de-
scribed 1n subsection (a)(1) does not exceed the
amount described 1n subsection (a)(2) or that the ex-
cess referred to in subsection (b) is less than the
amount previously determined, each amount author-
ized to be appropriated that was reduced under sub-
section (¢)(2) shall be increased, by an equal per-
centage, to the extent the Secretary determines that
it may be so increased without causing the amount
described in subsection (a)(1) to exceed the amount
described in subsection (a)(2) (but not by more than
the amount of the reduction).

“(2) ArPORTIONMENT.—The Secretary shall
apportion amounts made available for apportionment
by paragraph (1).

“(3) PERIOD OF AVAILABILITY.—Any funds ap-
portioned under paragraph (2) shall remain available
for the period for which they would be available if
such apportionment took effect with the fiscal year

in which they are apportioned under paragraph (2).
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“(e) REPORTS.—Any estimate under subsection (a)

and any determination under subsection (b), (¢), or (d)

shall be reported by the Secretary to Congress.

“(f) DEFINITIONS.

For purposes of this section, the

following definitions apply:

“(1) NET AVIATION RECEIPTS.—The term ‘net

aviation receipts’ means, with respect to any period,
the excess of—
“(A) the receipts (including interest) of the
Airport and Airway Trust Fund during such
period, over
“(B) the amounts to be transferred during
such period from the Airport and Airway Trust
Fund under section 9502(d) of the Internal
Revenue Code of 1986 (other than paragraph

(1) thereof).

“(2) UNFUNDED AVIATION AUTHORIZATIONS.
The term ‘unfunded aviation authorization’ means,
at any time, the excess (if any) of—

“(A) the total amount authorized to be ap-
propriated from the Airport and Airway Trust
Fund which has not been appropriated, over

“(B) the amount available in the Airport
and Airway Trust Fund at such time to make

such appropriation (after all other unliquidated
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obligations at such time which are payable from

the Airport and Airway Trust Fund have been
liquidated).”.

(b) CONFORMING AMENDMENT.—The analysis for

subchapter I of chapter 471 is further amended by adding

at the end the following:

“47138. Safeguards against deficit spending.”.
SEC. 904. APPLICABILITY.

This title (including the amendments made by this
Act) shall apply to fiscal years beginning after September
30, 1999.

TITLE X—AVIATION SPENDING
GUARANTEE

SEC. 1001. DISCRETIONARY SPENDING CATEGORIES.

(a) ESTABLISHMENT OF SEPARATE CATEGORIES.—
Section 251(¢) of the Balanced Budget and Emergency
Deficit Control Act of 1985 is amended as follows:

(1) FY 2000.—In paragraph (4)—

(A) strike “and” at the end of subpara-
oraph (C);

(B) insert “and” at the end of subpara-
oraph (D); and

(C) after subparagraph (D), add the fol-

lowing:
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“(E) for the traditional aviation general
fund share category: $4,580,000,000 in budget
authority and outlays flowing therefrom;”.

(2) FY 2001.—In paragraph (5)—

(A) strike “and” at the end of subpara-
eraph (B);

(B) insert “and” at the end of subpara-
oraph (C); and

(C) after subparagraph (C), add the fol-
lowing:

“(D) for the traditional aviation general
fund share category: $4,914,000,000 in budget
authority and outlays flowing therefrom;”.

(3) FY 2002.—In paragraph (6)—

(A) strike “and” at the end of subpara-
eraph (B); and

(B) after subparagraph (C), add the fol-
lowing:

“(D) for the traditional aviation general
fund share category: $5,375,000,000 in budget
authority and outlays flowing therefrom;”.

(4) FY 2003.—In paragraph (7)—
(A) strike “and” at the end of subpara-

araph (A);
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(B) strike the period at the end of sub-

paragraph (B) and insert ““; and’’; and

(C) after subparagraph (B), add the fol-
lowing:

“(C) for the traditional aviation general
fund share category: $5,772,000,000 in budget
authority and outlays flowing therefrom; and”.
(5) FY 2004.—After paragraph (7), add the fol-

lowing:

“(8) with respect to fiscal year 2004, for the
traditional aviation general fund share category:
$6,102,000,000 in budget authority and outlays
flowing therefrom;”.

(b) OFFSETTING ADJUSTMENT IN DISCRETIONARY

SPENDING [LIMITS.—

(1) ADJUSTMENT OF DISCRETIONARY CAT-
EGORY FOR FISCAL YEAR 2000.—The discretionary
spending limits set forth in section 251(c¢)(4)(A) of
the Balanced Budget and Emergency Deficit Control
Act of 1985, as adjusted in conformance with sec-
tion 251(b) of that Aect, is reduced by
$1,455,000,000 in mnew budget authority and
$1,484,000,000 in outlays.

(2) ADJUSTMENT OF DISCRETIONARY CAT-

EGORY FOR FISCAL YEAR 2001.—The discretionary
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spending limits set forth in section 251(¢)(5)(A) of
the Balanced Budget and Emergency Deficit Control
Act of 1985, as adjusted in conformance with see-
tion 251(b) of that Act, 1s reduced by
$1,455,000,000 in mnew budget authority and
$1,460,000,000 in outlays.

(3) ADJUSTMENT OF DISCRETIONARY CAT-
EGORY FOR FISCAL YEAR 2002.—The discretionary
spending limits set forth in section 251(¢)(6)(A) of
the Balanced Budget and Emergency Deficit Control
Act of 1985, as adjusted in conformance with sec-
tion 251(b) of that Aect, is reduced by
$1,455,000,000 in mnew budget authority and
$1,455,000,000 in outlays.

(¢) DEFINITION OF TRADITIONAL AVIATION (GEN-

ERAL FUND SHARE CATEGORY.—Section 250(¢)(4) of the
Balanced Budget and Emergency Deficit Control Act of

1985 is amended by adding at the end the following:

“(E) The term ‘traditional aviation general
fund share category’ refers to the general funds por-
tion of the Federal Awviation Administration oper-
ation account (69-1301-0-1-402). Such portion
shall consist of an amount equal to 30 percent of the
FAA guaranteed spending levels for budget re-

sources set forth in section 48302 of title 49, United
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States Code and shall be adjusted for a fiscal year
whenever the Director of Management and Budget
makes an adjustment for that fiscal year under sec-
tion 48302(¢) of such title.”.

(d) ENFORCEMENT OF GUARANTEE.—Rule XXI of
the Rules of the House of Representatives is amended by
adding at the end the following new clause:

“6. It shall not be in order to consider a bill, joint
resolution, amendment, or conference report that would
cause total budget authority and obligation limitations for
the Federal Aviation Administration to be below the FAA
cuaranteed spending level for budget resources set forth
in section 48302 of title 49, United States Code, as ad-
justed, for any fiscal year.”.

SEC. 1002. BUDGET ESTIMATES.

Upon the enactment of this Act, the Director of the
Office of Management and Budget shall not make any es-
timates under section 252(d) of the Balanced Budget and
Emergency Deficit Control Act of 1985 of changes in di-
rect spending outlays and receipts for any fiscal year re-
sulting from this title.

“$48301. Definitions

“In this chapter, the following definitions apply:
“(1) BASE YEAR.—The term ‘base year’ means
the second fiscal year before the fiscal year for

which the calculation is being made.

“(2) BUDGET RESOURCES.—The term ‘budget
resources’ means an amount equal to the sum of dis-
cretionary budget authority and obligation limita-
tions.

“(3) AIP PROGRAM.—The term ‘AIP program’
means the programs for which amounts are made
available under section 48103.

“(4) AVIATION INCOME.—The term ‘aviation in-
come’ means the tax receipts credited to the Airport
and Airway Trust Fund established under section

9502 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 and any

iterest attributable to the Fund.

“§48302. Guaranteed expenditure of aviation reve-

calculate and the budget shall include adjustments in the
FAA guaranteed spending level for budget resources for
such fiscal year as follows:
