(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 353(e) of the Consoli-

3 dated Farm and Rural Development Act (7 U.S.C.

4 2001(e)) is amended by striking paragraph (2) and insert-

5 ing the following:
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“(2) TERMS.—A shared appreciation agreement
entered into by a borrower under this subsection
shall—

“(A) have a term not to exceed 10 years;
“(B) provide for recapture based on the
difference between—

“(1) the appraised value of the real se-
curity property at the time of restruc-
turing; and

“(11) that value at the time of recap-
ture, except that that value shall not in-
clude the value of any capital 1mprove-
ments made to the real security property
by the borrower after the time of restruc-
turing; and
“(C) allow the borrower to obtain a loan,

in addition to any other outstanding loans

under this title, to pay any amounts due on a

shared appreciation agreement, at a rate of in-

terest that is not greater than the rate of inter-
est on outstanding marketable obligations of

the United States of a maturity comparable to
that of the loan.”.

(b) APPLICATION.—The amendment made by sub-
section (a) shall apply to a shared appreciation arrange-
ment entered into under section 353(e) of the Consoli-
dated Farm and Rural Development Act (7 U.S.C.
2001(e)) that matures on or after the date of enactment
of this Act.
