Whereas biotechnology contributes to crop yields and farm

productivity and enhances the quality, value, and suit-

ability of crops for food and other uses which are critical

to America’s agricultural system;

Whereas biotechnology promises environmental benefits in-

cluding protection of water quality, conservation of top-

soil, improvement of waste management techniques, and

reduction of chemical pesticide usage;
