SALARIES, OFFICERS AND EMPLOYEES
OFFICE OF THE CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER

The mission of the Chief Administrative Officer is to provide excellent and efficient
service to the U.S. House of Representatives. We are a proactive, professional team
Sfocused on the evolving needs and concerns of Members and the House Community at
large.

For salaries and expenses of the Office of the Chief Administrative Officer,
$60,112,000. This is a decrease of $1,747,750 under the amount enacted in fiscal 1999,
adjusted for December 1998 approved reprograms and the Year 2000 emergency
supplemental.

The Fiscal 2000 budget for the Office of the Chief Administrative Officer has
been based and linked to a comprehensive strategic plan. The visionary elements and
associated Fiscal 2000 funding requests and FTE are explained as follows:

Continuous Professional Renewal and Revitalization $437.000; 3 FTE —A host of

changes facing Congress will require CAO employees to grow, learn and expand their
capabilities. The organization needs to invest in its employees so they in turn will invest
in the people we serve—Members and staff.

Disciplined Resource Management--(§ 157,000); S FTE—The CAO must continue to

attain the highest possible value for the taxpayers dollar by ensuring the best planned and
most efficient use of limited funds and available resources.

Excellent Service---$55.242,000; 552 FTE- With continuous change in Member and
staff requirements, the CAO needs to maintain an ongoing dialogue with the House
community to clearly understand and anticipate their needs. The CAO must deliver
products and services in a way which enables Members and staff to accomplish their
duties. :

Fluid Information Technology--$2.976.000 20 FTE—The CAO needs to improve the
availability of knowledge and information through technology to the point that it is

similar to the common utilities of today such as electricity, gas and water. The idea is
such that you flip a switch or turn a valve and it happens.

Synergistic Management--$522.000 6 FTE- The CAO must provide management and
leadership which instill a team spirit so that all CAQ staff pull together to enable the

House to meet its obligations.

Note: The House Galleries have submitted their budgets separate from the Strategic
Planning format. In order to complete the CAO fiscal 2000 budget request, the total
combined Gallery requests for funding and FTE are  $§ 1,092,000 (15FTE)
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MANDATORY PAY AND RELATED CHANGES:

Personnel changes are atributed to the annualization of the FY’99 Cost of Living
Adjustment (COLA), FY’99 base adjustment, FY’00 prorated COLA, FY’00 overtime,
FY’00 Temporary positions, and a 1% HIR Information Technology personnel factor.
There are no funds requested for merits, longevity or reclassification of positions in the
FY’00 budget.

PROGRAM CHANGES:
Staff Travel $9.000

This increase is related to the CAQO’s Strategic Plan to provide the CAO staff with
training. The request is for staff travel within and-outside the Washington Metropolitan
area.

Rent, Communication & Utilities (-$219,000)
Telephony Project (-$300.000)

On August 21, 1998, the Committee on House Oversight approved a change in rates from
$47.75/month/line to $70/month/line for Member district office local telephone service,
effective January 3, 1999. The Committee also approved the charges for such service to
be transferred to the individual Members effective January 1999. The estimated annual
impact for this service is $1.2 million. Of this $1.2 million, $300,000 was included in the
Fiscal 1999 budget base (after the December 1998 reprogram of $900,000 was approved
by the Subcommittee) to be used in the first quarter of fiscal 1999.

Newswire Services +8151,000

This increase is attributable to the increased activity in newswire support and the rising
costs associated with it. The newswire service is widely used by Member offices,
Committees, and staff. The FY’00 budget request for this item is $711,400.

Server Installation and Configuration -§120,000
This reduction is due to the Fiscal 1999 funding which makes possible the access .of
newswire from a client server environment. Funds are not requested in Fiscal 2000.

Ceridian Usage (-$252,000)
The joint House/Senate replacement system for the CDI (Ceridian) system will be

installed by FY’00, and will no longer use the HIR system to access their data. HIR will
no longer need to budget for.the CDI (Ceridian) usage costs for the system which will no
- longer be used by the Appropriation Committee. The estimated cost in FY’99 is
$252,000.
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Network Disaster Recovery +$300.000

This program identifies areas where the House Telecommunications infrastructure is at
risk to single points of failure, environmental problems, man-made disasters and other
events, which could lead to failyre. The plan, called the Risk Reduction Action Plan, will
identify items that will require procurement activity in FY’00. This program was funded
with reprogram funds in FY’98.

Other Services +$3,487,000

FFS Operational Support +830,500
The Finance office is requesting an additional $30,500 for the annual National Business

Center (previously called WASC) contract support associated with the FFS Operational
support project plan. The total contract for FY’00 is $570,000.

FFS System Application Support +$250,000

The Finance office is requesting $250,000 for FFS System Application Support. This
application provides general support to the FFS Application System and other software
services to research and modify programs and job control language to correct problems or
enhance the system based on user requirements.

Financial System Replacement Needs/Requirements Analysis_+$463,000
This requested funding is for a contractor to perform a needs/requirements analysis for
acquiring a new financial system for the House of Representatives.

Procurement Desktop +31,325 200
The Office of Procurement and Purchasing is requesting $1,527,300 for ongoing

Procurement Desktop (PD) requirements, the extension of Procurement Desktop (FD) to
other House Officers, contractual training and the establishment of a pilot program for
Members. This is an increase of $1,325,200 over the amount funded in fiscal 1999.

G-3 Phone Conversion +8§1,300,000

House Information Resources is requesting $1,300,000 for the G3 phone system
conversion project. The scope of the Set Conversion Project is to convert all phones and
switches in the House from the older G2 technology to the new G3 technology. This is
the second phase of a three- part effort to complete the replacement and will significantly
decrease maintenance costs. Lucent is expected to discontinue support for the G2
systems between 2001 and 2003.

House Postal Contract (-$288,364)

Reduction is due to a lower contract amount ($3,267,600), awarded to Pitney Bowes in
May 1998, than budgeted in FY'99. The contract was awarded for 24 months with
options of 5 one-year renewal periods.
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Human Resources Training +$200,000

The Human Resources department is requesting $200,000 for contractual training. This
funding will provide the framework to provide coordinated delivery of training and
information to office staff.

Training +146 400
The CAO is requesting $612,000 for training in FY’00. This is an increase of $146,400

over the amount provided in FY’99, based on the CAO Strategic Vision of Continuous
Professional Renewal and Revitalization. All employees within the CAO have training
plans that will enhance their ability to provide better customer service and overall work
performance. .

Supplies, Materials +$121,000

NCOA License Fee +5$100,000
This amount is requested for the NCOA license from the U.S. Postal Service. This

license grants the user the right to interface with the NCOA database. The Postal Service
does not provide software to interface with the database.

Messaging & Application Sustainments +25,200
The majority of this increase can be attributed to the costs of tape and tape supplies for
system backups, and for technical publications.

Equipment (-$937.000

Net expenses of Equipment _ (-$2 888,000)

House offices use this account for the purchase, lease and maintenance of DC and district
office equipment. There has traditionally been a reduction in spending during the second
session of a Congress. This decrease is a combination of the second term of Congress
factor and a policy change approved by the Committee on House Oversight ending the
CAO subsidy on the maintenance charges for selected computer and office equipment.
The policy further authorized the transfer of the average amount of the subsidy directly to
each Members MRA beginning January 3, 1999. A reprogram was approved December
18, 1998 which transferred 75% of the annual subsidy to the MRA account. The
estimated annual impact of this subsidy is $1,099,000. Of this $1,099,000, $274,750 was
included in the Fiscal 1999 budget base (after the December 1998 reprogram of
$1,099,000 was approved by the Subcommittee) to be used in the first quarter of fiscal
1999.

- Messaging equipment +3250,000—This increase is requested in order to meet the
growing demand of e-mail users and constituent traffic. This will allow a faster delivery
and receipt of mail between Member offices and constituents.

Systems support and sustainment +§238 000 —This increase is requested due to continued
mainframe operations for year 2000 contingencies and client-server systems.
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Web_ Systers equipment +$800.000—This increase is requested due to the required
purchase of additional servers to support increased use of Members home page

communications with constituents.

Network Services Support +863,000—This project continues to support the House’s Unix
based-network services including DNS, Netnews, Secure ID, and the -House’s network
management platform.

Videoconferencing _+370,000—This increase is requested for hardware and software
upgrades for videoconferencing service to purchase multi-point conference bridge and
network upgrade. -

Campus Data Network +§123,000—This increase is requested for diagnostic tools and
hardware and software maintenance for House data network components including
backbone, workgroups and LAN switching. The Network will ensure that all data
systems of the House will effectively communicate with each other seamlessly and at a

high capacity.

Modular Furniture _ +$85,000
This request is to furnish the HIR data center with modular furniture.

Financial Systems Soﬁware +3259,000

This request is for companion software required for the financial system in order to
perform special projects, analyses and preparation of annual financial statements with
state of the art software tools.

HIR Reimbursements +$680,000

This amount represents a decrease in the amount of reimbursements ant1c1pated by HIR
for computer services. Loss of reimbursements from mainframe users outside the CAO
results in additional request of 3 percent.

" EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

House Information Resources (HIR), under the Chief Administrative Officer (CAO), has
developed a fiscal year 2000 budget request based on 80 technology and support projects. Each
of the projects contributes to ten selected House support areas that help automate and improve
House operations for legislative, constituent services, communications, and administrative
activities. The projects are distributed under four of the five CAO strategic visions focused on
improving service and technology. HIR projects provide services in ten House support areas,
which are listed below as:

Messaging and Scheduling House Systems and Technical Support
InternetWeb Year 2000

Communications Mainframe Migration

Information Systems Security New Technologies

Electronic Information Services HIR Administration and Operations

HIR is reestablishing activity under a newly approved organizational structure with priority
placed on improving service and technology to the House community through carefully selected
projects. HIR has traditionally been a mainframe-based organization but has made significant
progress in a client-server transition to newer technologies. The House support areas presented
in this budget request summarize projects that focus on improving technology service and
completing mainframe migration, but done in a way that lets customer needs and feedback direct
project activity.

The fiscal year 2000 HIR budget request is $26,642,000 (including $528,000 of reimbursement
funds) for salaries, expenses, and specialized contract support, of which $26,114,000 is requested
for fiscal year 2000 appropriation. Of the appropriated amount requested, $7,560,000 is for net
expenses of telecommunications. The HIR fiscal year 2000 budget request concentrates on
providing quality sustaining services to existing Information Technology (IT), and successfully
completing year 2000 compliance projects. The HIR and Net Telecommunications budget
increase is mostly attributed to replacement of older systems in order to migrate from
mainframe-based operations and run the year 2000 contingency projects. The year 2000
contingency projects will operate until successful replacement of the newer and year 2000
compliant systems are completed. The HIR and Net Expenses of Telecommunication budgets
are submitted as separate requests in the Budget Overview section.

The Fluid Information Technology vision promotes “easy fo use” technology for the House
community and continues to be an aggressive CAO and HIR objective into year 2000. Projects
are structured to help provide technology as a utility to the House community in a way that is as
easy to use as electric and water utilities (the Fluid IT concept). Achieving this goal will take
significant time and improvements to the technology infrastructure. Quality support to daily
House activity will always remain a priority, but will be complemented with improvements to
the technology infrastructure for the future.
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1.1 Background

House Information Resources (HIR) operates as the information and communications technology
staff of the U.S. House of Representatives. HIR conducts operations under the Chief
Administrative Officer (CAO) in support of Member, Committee, and staff activity. HIR
conducts technical activity and support through projects defined under the CAO strategic visions,
goals, and objectives to provide excellent service to the Housé. The diagram below shows that
projects are created to support key areas of the House and executed by HIR within technical
areas best providing effective and efficient solutions. This important concept ensures that
technology projects provide Members, Committees, and Staff with improved capabilities.

This budget request document provides information in two relevant areas: (1) Cost summary of
project activity by Budget Object Code (BOC) and fiscal year comparison, and (2) a detailed
description of how projects provide direct support to ten House support areas. The continuing
transition of HIR from mainframe-based operations to a more flexible and responsive client-
server environment, with a heavy emphasis toward increased Internet/Intranet applications, will
continue in year 2000. This effort will be guided by the following principles:

e Accept and prepare for changé. Goals and procedures must be reviewed and updated
continuously. ' ' '

o Listen to the customer. They are the best indicator of how you are doing. Involve them in
the process of improving current services, and developing new products and services.

¢ Decentralize authority. Lower-level managers, who are closer to the customer, need to'be
involved in the decision making process.

¢ Hire carefully. It all comes down to skilled and responsible people.

¢ Train continuously. Improving employee skills and abilities is crucial.

e Control costs. Establish measurable criteria and understand your budget.
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Mainframe migration to a client-server environment follows an industry trend that has taken the
Information Technology (IT) field from a mainframe environment to more flexible server-based
applications. The expansion of Internet and Intranet applications has greatly increased the ease
of use for computer-based automation. This industry-wide evolution, and the continuing fast
paced technology changes within the IT field, requires that HIR constantly research and revise its
technology focus guided by House needs.

1.2  Strategic Planning

The U.S. House of Representatives is a unique environment requiring the customization of
industry technology practices to provide effective and efficient automation of House activity.
Strategic planning conducted at the CAQ level has provided a framework of visions, goals, and
objectives to maximize support to the House and create over 100 projects within HIR that can
improve House operations. CAO strategic planning is a continuous process with visions
representing the core areas of CAO/HIR support to the House community. The CAO strategic
plan is a five-year plan with annual updates to the visions, goals, and objectives. Projects are the
basis for the HIR budget and exist within the strategic goals and objectives of the CAO. The
CAOQ visions that have HIR projects scheduled for fiscal year 2000 are listed below:

An HIR staff of 221 FTE’s is proposed to conduct 80 fiscal year 2000 technical support projects
with emphasis on excellent service. Remaining mainframe users in FY2000 will provide
reimbursements (reduced from $1,208 in FY99 to $528k in FY2000) that creates a negative
value under the Disciplined Resources Management vision. Fluid Information Technology
shows over 19 FTE’s devoted to improving and simplifying technology services to the House
community. ' '

1.3  HIR Reorganization

The Committee on House Oversight approved the HIR reorganization proposal on July 30, 1998.
The proposal was based on the evolving responsibilities of HIR in response to Member needs
and changing technologies. The reorganization served to (1) adjust the organizational structure
to provide excellent service to Members for legacy systems transition and new technology
projects, and (2) to remedy a situation where current position classifications did not support a
salary structure to keep qualified personnel. The resulting organizational structure provides a
flexible and responsive staff that can more quickly implement changing technologies and
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improve services through a new call center. There has been an alarming increase in the number
of resignations over the past several years related to opportunity and salary competition.
Although the rate of resignation has been reduced by over 45% since approval of the
reorganization, there have been over 40 resignations from HIR since the beginning of FY98 due
to salary competition. Approved revisions to position descriptions and increased position grades
will help retain and hire qualified people. The current HIR organizational structure on which the
fiscal year 2000 budget is based is shown as:

The most significant change from the previous organizational structure was to combine the
Integration group with the Enterprise Computing group as Information Management. The
internal structure of Information Management was also revised to include the Messaging and
Web Systems groups along with flexible support groups for matrix (team) operations. The
telecommunications group was also moved. from Client Services to Communications. Each
directorate plays an important role in key functional areas for technology support. These roles
are:

e The Communications directorate continues to build and maintain the network and
communications backbone in the House community. Continued investment in this activity is
critical and provides the basic foundation for the House community computers and phones to
be able to talk to each other.

e The primary role of the Information Management (IM) directorate is to support existing
systems while supporting new projects driven by evolving Member needs. The IM group
focuses on making complex software easy to use and tailored to the specific automation
needs of the House. This effort creates the network infrastructure providing Internet, group
facsimile, email, legislative, administrative, and scheduling automation.

e Client Services provides the technical advice and guidance to keep systems and software
working for the House community. Training and graphics support are also a key service
capability for Client Services providing support to House offices. Client Services has also
developed a néw Call Center specifically designed to improve Member service and enhance
the Technical Support Representative (TSR) efforts to House offices.

¢ Information security is also one of the priority goals to protect Member data. The Security
directorate takes a proactive role in ensuring that information security conceins are addressed
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dux:ing the activity of the other directorates. Security also provides quality control and
specialized tracking of the configuration of all systems to eliminate security risks.

The revised HIR organizational structure is well suited to provide quality technical service to the
House community with flexibility to identify and evaluate new technologies improving House
operations.
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| BUDGET OVERVIEW

The HIR budget is based on the many technology projects necessary to apply information and
communications technology to the House environment. House support areas have been
identified to report the cost of technical activity and explain why such technical activity
improves House operations. The unavoidable year 2000 problem and mainframe migration
activity have created a condition of parallel operations in order to support older systems while
providing new technologies such as the Internet and client server applications. HIR has adopted
a structured and project-based approach to provide quality technical services, with limited budget
growth, and while maintaining parallel systems. A summary of the HIR fiscal year 2000 budget
request is provided in the following table:

The HIR fiscal year 2000 budget focuses on four primary objectives to; 1) provide excellent
service to Members and staff, 2) implement successful year 2000 contingency and replacement
systems, 3) migrate mainframe-based systems to client-server and Web-based systems, and 4)
upgrade and improve technology infrastructure to provide “easy to use” fluid information
technology.

2.1 Comparative Analysis 1999/2000

The fiscal year 2000 House Information Resources budget request is $26,642,000 (including
$528,000 of reimbursement funds) for salaries, expenses, and specialized contract support, of
which $26,114,000 is requested for the fiscal year 2000 appropriation. Of the appropriated
amount requested, $7,560,000 is for net expenses of telecommunications. This section covers
the HIR and Net Telecommunications budget request summarized in two tables by Budget
Object Classification (BOC) and includes a two year history. Significant changes or activities
are also discussed and explained.

HIR Flscal Year Budget Comparison (excluding Net Telecommunications)

The HIR budget request includes costs for all HIR personnel (221) and non-personnel costs
excluding the Net Telecommunication budget. The following table shows the HIR fiscal year
2000 budget request by BOC and the cost changes from FY98 and FY99.

The HIR fiscal year 2000 budget request (excluding Net Telecommunications) is $18,554,000.
Specific changes in BOC totals from the previous fiscal year are summarized as follows:

The primary reason for a reduction of $584,000 in this category is due to completion of the
mainframe migration test system to migrate Y2K non-compliant software from the mainframe to
a client-server environment ($480,000 FY99 cost). Additionally, the reduction includes
elimination of an access charge requirement for the Ceridian (CDI) system used by the
Appropriations Committee. The replacement system will no longer require HIR to budget for
access and usage charges. Additional items in this support area include charges for telephones,
newswire services, and other computer services such as IBM information network and
Compuserve.

The reduction of $1,724,000 in this BOC category is primarily due to the completion of contracts
for conversion of Y2K non-compliant systems ($1,848,000 FY99 cost) which will not be needed
in FY2000. Systems scheduled for completion of Y2K remediation in FY99 include Newswires,
Federal Funding, Staff and Member Payroll, Mainframe Migration, and Y2K contractor support.
A new project for FY2000 is requested (approximately $124,000) for increased contractor
support to protect information on desktop workstations throughout the House. This effort
involves identifying security vulnerabilities on the desktop workstations and taking actions to
prevent intrusions. Additional projects funded in this category include support to Instructor-led
training for Member staff on House supported software and a variety of HIR technical training.

Although there is only a net $81,000 difference in this category, there are several Y2K program
equipment costs that will not be required into year 2000. Scheduled equipment purchases for the
FY99 Y2K program (not requested for FY2000) include Y2K software tools for production
testing, and software to support Newswires, Federal Funding, and Staff Payroll. An additional
$1,226,000 of equipment funding is requested for parallel operations of older systems while
deploying newer client-server technologies and enhancing the communications, Web, and
messaging infrastructure. In FY2000, the request for messaging equipment is $250,000 more
than the FY99 budget in order to meet the growing demand of email users and constituent traffic.
Systems Support and sustainment is $238,000 greater than in FY99 because of continued
mainframe operations for year 2000 contingencies and client-server systems. The Web systems
funding request is $800,000 greater than FY99 for additional servers to support Member home
page communication with constituents. Additional enhancements are required to support the
increasing number of Web-based applications.

Net Telecommunications Fiscal Year Budget Comparison

The HIR Net Telecommunications budget request of $7,560,000 has been prepared in support of
the mission to provide a network and communications infrastructure to meet the communications
needs of all House offices. The Net Telecommunications budget request is comprised only of
non-personnel costs and is submitted as a separate line item. HIR technical project execution is
conducted by combining the Net Telecommunications equipment and services with HIR
personnel to produce integrated systems and capabilities such as email, electronic calendars, and
Internet access.

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Infrastructure and communication needs of House offices include a state-of-the-art telephone
system for the House campus, long distance and local telephone services, cellular phone services
and voice mail systems. The data communication infrastructure includes Member District Office
communications, a multi-media campus backbone network, network interfaces that provide for
networking to other Legislative branch agencies and the Internet which provides for world wide
WEB access. Other data communication infrastructure includes Committee and Leadership local
area networking, a secure remote access facility and upgraded House wiring to allow for higher
speed communication.

The Net Telecommunication budget is expended through three key areas of Wide Area
Networks, Campus Networks, and Voice and Video. The continued support and maintenance of
existing telecommunication systems and equipment is a recurring annual expense in order to
retain a communications service or capability. Wide Area Networks represents a
telecommunications area that spans a large geographic area and requires commercial phone
services to establish network connectivity. ISDN hardware and software, frame relay services,
and leased lines are examples of commercial phone services needed to achieve network
connectivity. Campus Networks represents a telecommunications area for localized network
support of the House community. This localized network consists of complex communications
equipment such as switches, routers, hubs, concentrators, and fiber/copper wiring. Voice and
Video represents a telecommunications area that provides the House with full telephone and
voice mail services as well as video conferencing capabilities. The telephone and PBX system is
maintained at the House and provides specialized phones services. Following is a table that
illustrates the differences between the 1998, 1999 and proposed 2000 Net Telecommunications
budgets within the three categories outlined above:

The distribution and explanation of the requested Net Telecommunications budget request of
$7,560,000 is outlined in the following BOC areas below:

The Committee on House Oversight approved a policy change in 1998 which became effective
on January 4, 1999. This policy change passes on the full cost of district line charges to
Members which reduces the Net Telecommunications budget by $300,000 from FY99 due to the
overlap of calendar and fiscal years. Inflation of approximately 5% in other RCU cost areas,
when combined with the $300,000 decrease, produces an overall decrease of $113,000 for RCU
costs. Frame relay communications services comprise $2,900,000 of RCU costs with additional
expenses for ISDN services and other leased lines. Telephony (PBX) maintenance requirements
are met by using Lucent contract maintenance services and is requested for $2,050,000. The
MONIES financial system maintenance has a projected increase and is requested at $52,5000.
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Other Services FY99 $43,000 FY2000 $1,300,000

The increase of $1,257,000 from FY99 is due to the second phase of the G3 phone network
upgrade. The G3 project upgrades the G2 system by replacing phone handsets and the older G2
telephone switches. The G2 system will no longer be supported by the phone company into year
2001-2002 and will become far too expensive to operate and maintain. The first phase of this
upgrade was conducted with reprogramming funds in 1999 causing the comparison increase.
Phase three of the G3 conversion project is projected into fiscal year 2001.

Equipment FY99 $996,000 FY2000 31,182,000

The increase of $186,000 for equipment compared to FY99 is primarily due to upgrade costs for
LAN switching technology. LAN switching provides a faster and more reliable way for Member
and Committee offices to connect to the various servers and access data, email, and Web
services. In FY2000, Net Telecomm is requesting increases in sustainment projects as follows:
$123,000 more in Campus Data Networking, $63,000 more in Network Services Support, and
$70,000 in Videoconferencing. Those increases are offset by the projects that will not be
continued into F' Y2000 which includes such projects as the ISDN initiative. .

2.2 House Support Areas

The House support areas represent key areas that HIR identified through the strategic planning
process and provides technical and consultation services to the House community. The ten
support areas were selected to provide technical service to the Member and Committee
functional areas of Legislation, Constituent Services, Communications, and Administration.
Each House support area has one or more technical support projects and represents the HIR
fiscal year 2000 goals. These support areas are listed and summarized as follows:

Messaging and Scheduling: This support arca provides automation of critical daily functions to
pass messages, documents, and information within the House environment and globally. In
addition, automation of calendar and scheduling functions are provided with the ability to
coordinate schedules over the House computer network. This area provides capabilities to the
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entire House community and enhances the ability of a Member to communicate with constituents
in ways that never before existed.

Internet/Web: A tremendous growth area and important capability for Members to
communicate with constituents such as Web page and posting of pertinent information. HIR will
continue to assess Web technologies and help apply these technologies in the House
environment. This support area also provides the foundation for making the “Easy-to-Use”
concept of fluid information technology a reality.

Communications: This support area provides a critical infrastructure for multiple types of
electronic communications at ever increasing speeds and distances. This support area is not the
same as the Net Telecommunications budget but represents the combining of many projects that
support House communications. The necessity of this area is analogous to our highway
infrastructure throughout the DC area. The goal is to avoid electronic traffic jams and maintain
fast and reliable communications. Communications is one of the four Member and Committee
functional areas meaning that this support area provides direct support to the Members by
providing the network and commumcatlons backbone that supports transfer of electronic
information.

Information Systems Security: Members have expressed significant concern about safeguarding
their electronic information. The information security area provides both capabilities and
support for Members to safeguard their electronic data. Capabilities include virus protection
software and applications that protect against internal or external (e.g. Internet) intrusion into the
House networks, including the sub-networks in each Member and Committee office.

Electronic Information Services: Electronic information is available in a number of different
forms, such as Newswires, and play a key support role to the legislative process. Electronic
information is provided to Members by delivering all relevant news articles on any particular
topic as reported by the Worlds’ news organizations. Member Offices use Federal Funding
Services as an important constituent service. By having a readily searchable Internet based
information service, Members and their staff may easily identify the amount of funds received
within the Congressional District or to other geographical entities within their State. The
investment for funding electtomc information is comparable to paying for electricity into a place
of business.

House Systems and Technical Support: This support area addresses the need to maintain the
hardware and software, maintenance/technical support contracts, technical support personnel,
and staff training to ensure non-stop, up-to-date computer application services for the House. In
addition it includes the ability to deliver and coordinate direct services to Members, and provide
consultation on information technology purchases, installation, and support delivery of mission
critical systems and applications to the House.

Year 2000: A dedicated support area to ensure mission critical applications and other key
information technology capabilities will function properly on January 1, 2000. This support area
is the highest priority for HIR and is structured to provide uninterrupted service to Members.
The CAO has completed a full assessment of the current state of HIR and CAO information
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technology capabilities. An overarching year 2000 (Y2K) program plan tracks daily activity and
progress on Y2K projects and is closely coordinated with Y2K testing and mainframe migration
efforts.

Mainframe Migration: Mainframe migration is a support area that requires complete
identification of all mission critical and other related mainframe applications. The primary effort
is to find acceptable client-server replacement systems for mainframe applications and eliminate
mainframe operations while providing flexible and distributed client-server solutions. This
process helps the House community take advantage of existing industry software and avoid
costly software development.

New Technologies: The rapid advancement of new technologies offers an opportunity to the
House community to improve the daily operations of House activity. This support area is
devoted to assessing the potential advantages of new technologies related to specific House
needs. Pilot projects, technology evaluations, and demonstrations are key areas to help promote
the use of new technologies.

HIR Administration and Operations: HIR must conduct some level of internal administration
and operations to remain a competent technical staff ready to perform services for the House
community. The development of operating procedures, budget preparations, audit coordination,
HIR equipment purchases, SDLC methodologies, and technology reviews are examples of
necessary organijzational functions. Training must be carefully identified to ensure efficient
funding of staff training to support the House community.

2.3 Mainframe Reimbursements

Several external agencies have been purchasing services on the mainframe computer in order to
help reduce mainframe operating costs. The services include general data processing and
National Change of Address (NCOA) processing. The mainframe migration process gradually
reduces the amount of reimbursements due to the decrease in external mainframe users. There is
a 56% projected decrease in the amount of reimbursement funding used to support House
technology projects which causes a 3.6% effective reduction to the appropriations request for the
combined HIR and Net Telecommunications budget. Some limited internal reimbursements
have existed over the past years for service to.Members as well as graphics services provided
throughout the year. The table below summarizes the reimbursement history:

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2.4  Parallel Operations

Many' of the existing House software systems are mainframe-based and written without
considering the year 2000 date problem. There continues to be a dedicated mainframe migration
effort to transition to client server operation and use existing industry software to support House
activity. To support this transition, there are over 30 year 2000 projects that include contingency
projects designed to keep critical systems running beyond year 2000. Contingency projects keep
critical systems, such as the Legislative Information Management System (LIMS) and Financial
Management System (FMS), operating into year 2000 and provide the necessary time to
implement replacement systems. This causes a situation of parallel operations by running older
systems while developing and implementing newer replacement systems. Running redundant
systems also increases sustainmént requirements and causes a surge (spike) in the operating
budget. The following diagram shows the effect of parallel operations on an operating budget.

The beginning of the bulge in the operating budget line indicates the sum of all efforts to develop
and operate new or replacement systems while the older systems are operated and maintained.
This redundant effort is required in order to continue to provide services to the House while the
new or replacement systems are put into operation. The most significant impact of this situation
is that there are fewer resources (people) and funding available to explore and purchase newer
technology to improve Member automation and services. The development of client-server
systems will provide more flexibility for House needs but will require costs to be spread out over
the House community. The desired number, capabilities, and features of the new systems will
determine the eventual infrastructure cost and will be determined by House needs and budgetary
constraints.

- PERSONNEL -

The current HIR organization is composed of Immediate Office staff and four directorates
consisting of Communication, Information Management, Client Services, and Security. Each
directorate manages a fixed number of FTEs, grouped by Branches, to conduct technology
service projects to support House needs. Projects are supported by combining skills from the
various Branches which promotes synergy and the ability to accomplish more with fewer FTEs.
This revised approached, as approved in the 1998 HIR reorganization, provides the flexibility
needed to evaluate and implement rapidly changing technology benefiting House operations.

3.1 Staffing Level Request

A total of 221 FTEs are requested for fiscal year 2000 at an annual cost of $13,635,000 to
provide technical service and support to the House community. This is an internal CAO transfer
of one FTE and $735,000 or 5.7% over the FY99 personnel budget. There are no funds included
in the FY2000 personnel budget request for merits, longevities, or reclassification of positions.
A separate 1% Information Technology salary adjustment is proposed for the personnel budget
baseline and is explained in sub-section 3.3. The FTEs are distributed among the Immediate
Office (I1/0), Communications (Comms), Information Management (IM), Client Services (CS),
and Security to provide matrix support to the ten House support areas through projects. The
distribution of FTEs over the support areas by Directorates is shown below: :

3.3 Information Technology Salary Adjustment

significantly up to 3-6%. The resuit of excluding merits
and longevity funding for fiscal years 1998 and 1999 caused a lower personnel budget baseline
going into the following fiscal years. The impact of a lower baseline is the inability to pay for
the merits, longevity, and promotions from the preceding year. Withholding merits and
longevity funding from the fiscal year 2000 personnel budget, combined with the substantial
increase in technology salaries, will make it extremely difficult to hire and retain qualified
personnel without some type of baseline salary adjustment. A 1% adjustment to the HIR
baseline personnel budget is proposed in order to hire and retain qualified technical personnel.
The impact of not addressing this problem immediately is shown by the above resignation
figures indicating an alarming increase over the past several years. The figures represent
resignations for other opportumtles such as increased salary, and exclude retirements or
terminations.

Several industry studies were used to assess the changes in technology salaries and the potential
impact to staff retention. The first study, the “Mercer Report,” included 1996 surveys for
Information Systems Compensation and Information Technology Leadership Compensation. The
Mercer Report is based on data submitted by 880 organizations with over 100,000 individual
salary rates. A second Mercer Report survey was also used (Information Technology Leadership
Compensation) for client/server and leading edge organizations. The survey focus is on
PC/mainframe dominant and client/server environments. The second study, the “Haft Report,”
contained a 1998 survey for information systems salaries and industry trends in the latest growth
areas for information technology. The Haft report is a salary compensation report for information
technology salaries by a major recruiting consulting firm. HIR used the 1998 Haft report for
telecommunications and information systems positions for comparison of organizations ranging
from 150 to 250 people in the North East/Mid-Atlantic region. The overwhelming theme
projected from these surveys is that information technology positions are experiencing rapid
growth in both opportunity and salary.

- HOUSE SUPPORT AREAS BUDGET ANALYSIS .

The House support areas provide a summary of technical project activity benefiting House
operations. The ten support areas were selected to provide service to the Member and
Committee functional areas of Legislation, Constituent Services, Conununications, and
Administration. Each House support area has one or more technical projects providing support
and it is not unusual for a project to support multiple areas. The table below shows a summary
of project costs for HIR and Net Telecommunications as they relate to the ten House support
areas: -

Each House support area is further broken down into six cost groups consisting of travel,
contracts, training, equipment, RCU (Rent, Communicaticns, Utilities), and supplies &
materials. The cost groups are a summary of cost data that most directly contributes to the
indicated support area. The total cost of each support area is also provided in each section that
describes a House support area. The cost groups show the distribution of the non-personnel
budget across the ten support areas with the total cost of all ten House support areas representing
the total non-personnel budget prior to subtracting mainframe reimbursements.

4.1 Messaging and Scheduling

Messaging and Scheduling Support Area Cost - 545,000

The House Messaging System serves as the centralized backbone for the electronic messaging
needs of the U.S. House of Representatives and has been in place since July 1996. This includes
all areas of design, maintenance and support of the infrastructure that provides email, scheduling,
email-to-fax service, directory services, encryption and digital signatures to approximately
10,000 users. The House Messaging System has been identified by the House community as
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mission critical and indispensable to the daily operation of their office and their effectiveness in
communicating with their constituents. Statistics show that the House Messaging System is
currently processing approximately 6 million mail and schedule transactions per month, roughly
equivalent to 18 million pages of text per month, and as high as a million transactions per day
during peak national events. .

The messaging system is an advanced client-server system requiring numerous specialized
computer servers with software systems designed for round the clock operation and non-
interruptible service. This system, through operating systems licenses, is able to support over

- 11,500 mailboxes for the Congress and to further support 124 Congressional offices with email-
to-Fax service processing over 94,000 fax pages per month. As such, these servers require
obligations for software licenses and technical support agreements in the equipment category.
These software licenses and technical support agreements with leading Information Technology
companies ensure that the House receives the most up-to-date software upgrades and continuous
technical advice on the latest developments in messaging systems. These funds also provide the
House with up-to-date technology in automated performance monitoring: for rapid response and
repait of systems problems, Internet mail, and “email to fax” capabilities for reliable
communications with constituents: Spare parts are also required such as computer processors,
hard drives and network components to preclude any interruptions to service in the event of
hardware failures. A specified amount for training and supplies is identified to support
upcommg technical changes and replacement parts.

Infrastructure upgrades of the messaging system aré schediled in FY99 with $1,922,000 of
FY98 reprogramming. This upgrade effort, coordinated with Microsoft engineering support,
provides the necessary core system upgrade to handle increased message and scheduling loading.
The enhanced core system will also help support software upgrades for Windows NT and
Outlook to mcrease the efficiency and performance of the messagmg system.

Equipment — Messaggg and Schedulmg )

‘The messaging servers require annual funding of llcenses for upgrades to operatmg system and
application software. Software maintenance agreements or continuing support services comprise
most of the funding requested for the equipment costs such as Microsoft Premier ($95k),
Interstar Technologies ($77k), and other utility software. The Microsoft Windows NT opetatmg
system and Outlook messaging and calendar soﬁware are core parts of the messagmg and
scheduling support area costs for equipment.

raining & Travel — Messaging and Schedulin

The oversnght of a 10,000-customer base electronic messaging system requues highly trained
hardware and software engineers. The training and travel funding request will enable House
Messaging engineers to prepare for messaging operating system software upgrades.- The
operating systems software of a client server is the backbone upon which all other specialized
software must perform. Continuous improvements and upgrades are the industry standard.
House engineers must be adept at all upcoming technical changes and improvements to insure
excellent service. .
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Supplies and Materials — Messaging and Scheduling:

Messaging engineers require technical publications for on-the-job training and understanding of
the latest industry advancements in messaging systems. Engineers also maintain a supply of
digital replacement tapes to back up complex software in the event of a system failure. Digital
tapes wear out with use over a period of time and will not reliably record data for disaster
recovery. Therefore, a supply of new digital tapes must be kept on hand as replacements.

4.2 Internet/Web

Internet/Web Support Area Cost - $955,000

The Web area (Internet/Intranet) is the fastest growing area of information technology. The
House Internet staff hosts 454 Web sites in support of the Members and received as many as
40,000,000 hits per month from the public. The importance of the House presence on the
Internet continues to accelerate as more and more constituents connect to the Web seekmg
information about their Representative’s legislative activities and views on issues concerning
them. An increasing number of Congressional web sites are providing constituents a means of
voicing their opinions through on-line surveys. Web-based applications such as “Write Your
Representative” help constituents identify and contact theitr Representatives while at the same
time protect Congressional offices from being flooded with non-constituent messages. The Web
systems at the House are a series of centrally operated and controlled servers that connect
through the House network and messaging system to the House’s Intranet (mtemal and protected
on the House Campus) and to the World Wide Web.

Enhanced Web systems capabilities and system upgrades are scheduled for FY99 using FY98
reprogramming funds. The advanced Web system upgrade will provide a core Web system
supporting development, test, and production activities and will reduce the burden on Member
and Committee offices in establishing and maintaining Web-based capabilities. - The
Internet/Web Support areas requests FY2000 funding in the following areas:

Equipment — Internet/Web

The interest and visibility of Congressional Web sites requires that the security, performance,
and functionality of the House Web servers be maintained at the highest quality. Funding is
requested to maintain the hardware and associated software, much like the House Messaging
Systems, the House Internet Web systems is operated on a series of advanced servers.  Further
investments in web server hardware and software will be required to replace obsolete equipment,
implement work load balancing, and provide solutions for improving availability of information.
These efforts will maximize dependability and performance and keep up with Member and
Committee office demands for increased web host resources.

Training & Travel — Internet/Web

Maintaining expertise in rapidly evolving technologies and concepts is a continual requirement
and challenge, because current knowledge and experience is vital to providing high quality,
proactive technical support to the House community. Training classes in client-server and web-
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related architecture and ‘technologies.include server administration, security systems
administration, database management, new versions of operating systems network security &
.management, and advanced web site development tools. . .

Contracts — Internet/Web

During' periods of high demand support from commercial web site developers is required to
continue to provide: Member and -Committee offices with acceptable turn-around for web site
updates or to.assist technical staff in planmng and unplementmg advanced web technologles

:BOC explanation of the Net Telecommunications budget request line item is outlined in the
Budget Overview section following the Net Telecommunications table in the Comparative
Analysis 1999/2000 sub-section. -

Upgrades to the House ofﬁce wire mﬁ'astructure are contmumg through FY99 and funded
through FY98 reprogramming. The office wire infrastructure upgrade is a category 5 wiring
. project that provides increased capability to transmit increased amounts data from the
- communications backbone to each House office such as multi-media, video teleconferencing,
and remote training.

The majority of costs in the commumcatlons ;support area are compnsed of RCU and contract
costs for maintenance contracts and telecommunications services such as frame relay and other
line charges The Communications support area provides for the Members’ complete access to
all voice and data systems in support of leglslatlve and constituents’ services. All projects’
providing support to the communications area can generally be categorized into three pnncxpal
areas: Wide Area Networkmg, Campus Networkmg, and Voice and Video Systems. ’

]

Wide Area Networks

The Wide Area Network prov1des Members electronic connecthlty throughout the Nation. In
this way, Members® District offices are interconnected to their Washington and have access to all
the. sources of* information that are available in their Washington office, such.as email,
scheduling, common shared electronic files, newswire information and the. wealth of
_ information available via the Internet. A remote secure telephone dial-in capability allows
Members and congressional staff ubiquitous access to all information normally available from
their office Personal Computer (email, Correspondence Management System, files, newswires)
at any location in the world with.a phone line and a'laptop or PC. A contract for Member office
Flagship services (more than 600 current Member District offices subscribed), Internet service
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for the House, and remote Intranet access services, provides these capabilities. This contract
ensures that continuous maintenance and upgrades to this backbone for worldwide electronic
technology are sustained.

Campus Networks )

The Campus Network is a complex and advanced system of electronic switches, wiring;
software, and specialized equipment to ensure that all voice and data systems of House Campus
buildings are able to rapidly and seamlessly communicate with each other at extremely high
speed and capacity. This network is the enabler of all electronic information systems in the -
House. The internal network operations of the House are of such complexity and continuous
demand that preparations are continually underway for upgrade and improvements without-
which the system would collapse under the expanding demand. The FY2000 budget request
includes the necessary campus network system maintenance contracts to provide for dependable
operation and rapid response to any failure sustained in the network environment. New
equipment purchases are also required to sustain and enhance this fundamental system in an
electronic environment.

Voice and Video Systems

The Voice and Video category includes projects which support sustainment activities for the
House PBX (telephone) and voice mail systems,-Member and Committee video conferencing
activities, House (Capitol) operators, Telecommunications billing and Telecommunications
customer support. This category requires contract and equipment funding for the maintenance of
all of the phone systemis of the House. The G3 telephone network upgrade project is a large
portion of contract related cost for the Voice & Video area.

4.4 Information Systems Security

Information Systems Security Support Area Cost - $153,000

Security has acquired an expanded role as the House has increased access of data to more users.
Where Security had been primarily a logical and physical access administration function, its role
has been redefined and it has become the provider of information security to the House of
Representatives. The wider availability of House services through the Web has also provided
more openings for unauthorized access. Security has taken an active role in preventing
unauthorized access and in detecting attempts to circumvent the procedures in place.

The need for an increased security presence has necessitated the purchase of hardware, software,
and contractor assistance to support the security initiatives. This is reflected in the increased
FY2000 expenditures for security tools and contractor support, which are essential if HIR is to
provide the data security and network security that the House requires. .

Communications plays a role in providing network security through servers that identify users
and restrict what they can do. In addition, Communications provides the network security for
Members and House employees who access systems from remote locations.

Includes support for servers that authenticate users accessing the House Internet systems, and for
tools ($such as the Secure-ID cards.for secure remote usage. Costs also include software and
equipment for intrusion detection systems necessary to safeguard Member-data and software to
wipe and verify Member data.

Includes contractor support for installed security hardware and software and actlons necessary to
- reduce the vulnerability of Member and Committee desktop workstations..

. The transmission of world & local news and information regarding the distribution of federal
funding is delivered electronically by HIR to 10,000 Congressional customers via a subscribed
-data transfer from various worldwide news and information organizations to a House based
- integrated client server system. The contracts for subscriptions to the full-release version of
Associated Press News Service, Reuters, Dow Financial Reports, Wall Street Journal,
~ Frontrunner News service and Federal Grants and Funding are funded here. HIR maintains the
. Hardware and software systems to provide this reporting service to the Members in a fully
integrated WEB based system. Specialized Congressional services, like an Internet-based White
House and Capitol Tour Ticket exchange system, are maintained in this support area. The
Newswires provide an important aspect of Legislative service to the Members by delivering all
relevant news articles on any particular topic as reported by the Worlds” news organizations.

Member Offices use Federal Funding Services as an important constituent service. By having a
readily searchable Internet based information service, Members and their staff may easily.
identify the amount of funds received within the Congressional District or to other geographical
entities within their State. Members use available grant information to assist constituents in
finding Sources of possible funding for various projects in their District. Committees sometimes
‘use-awarded Federal Funding data to research the patterns and trends of spending characteristic
of various Federal agencies or of a particular program. A report wizard feature allows Member
staff to do some of their own tailored reports. Member offices rely on this information for their
newsletters, speeches, press releases, etc.

House Systems and Technical Support Area Cost - $1,789,000

Costs for this support area primarily come from the direct Member and Committee support
provided by HIR's Client Services staff, and the Information Management Directorate efforts to
maintain systems (mainframe -and client-server) and applications that support existing or new
services. Direct information technology support to Member Offices, Committees, House offices
and their staffs is provided through the projects within the four branches of Client Services,
including:
!

Technical Support Representatives, who serve as the initial point of contact for HIR developed
and supported information technology services, and provides HIR support interface. These TSRs
assist with the delivery and coordination of all HIR services, and consult on information
technology purchases, installation and sustainment throughout the House.

Engineering Support Branch, which staffs a Call Center with highly qualified engineers, and
provides Tier II support with a liaison to TSRs and to the System Integrators and Vendors that
support delivery of systems and applications to the House.. The engineering support staff and
call center operations cost over $80,000 annually.

The Learning Center, staffed with information technology and applications software
knowledgeable professionals who deliver specialized training to Member Office and to District
Office staff. Training is presented in standard classroom settmgs and via the Intranet to-Member
staffs in'DC and district offices. Training includes sessions on office applications, operating
systems, system administration, and CAO services available to House staff. Contractor
augmentation for instruction, new learning technologies, and classroom equipment costs over
$400,000 annually.
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The Graphics Branch is a team of visual communicators, graphic artists, and project managers -
who design and produce an assortment of visual communications. The products include
brochures, charts, flyers, forms, manuals, posters, and signs. The Visual Communication Center,
located in the O’Neill HOB, provides graphic services to House Members, Committees, Officers,
and Staff.

Continuing support of mainframe services also contributes to these costs. Because many
legislative and administrative functions are still supported on the mainframe, and are supported
by technical staff, hardware and software costs make up a significant amount of the charges for
this support area.

Equipment — House Systems and Technical Support

Charges include the cost of continuing mainframe hardware and software to support existing
services, and charges to bring newer client server technology to the House. Because support
must be provided in both the mainframe and client server environments, “Equipment” costs are a
significant charge in FY2000. The maintenance and software costs for FY2000 Y2K
contingency operations on the mainframe, and the various licenses and server/training
equipment, are requested at $1,400,000 for continued support.

RCU — House Systems and Technical Support

Includes costs for disaster recovery materials and connection to electronic services such as the
IBM information system.

Contracts — House Systems and Technical Support

The majority of the cost in this area is for contractor-provided training for House staff. The
frequency of training provided to House offices requires contractor augmentation for much of the
actual day-to-day training services. The computer data center also has specialized contract
services for cleaning and maintenance.

Training — House Systems and Technical Support

The staff tasked with direct support of Member ahd Committee offices need training in the
newest versions of the software used in the offices, to support the offices that need new versions
running to support their vendor-provided .software, and to assist those offices migrating to the
new software. Staff, who provide support for mainframe-based services, need training on the
newer systems to enable them to migrate their skills to the new technology.

Supplies — House Systems and Technical Support

Both the mainframe and the client server systems require bulk paper and printer supplies, which
comprise a majority of the costs in this area. Tapes for system backups are also .an annual cost
due to the wearing out of digital tapes with use over time.

Year 2000 Support Area Cost - $196,000

The year 2000 support area represents a summary of project activity that completes the HIR role
in year 2000 testing and implementation of House systems. The Y2K program manager is
funded from Y2K supplemental funds and when combined with the Y2K support area funding of
$196,000 yields a total fiscal year 2000 Y2K effort of $326,000.

Equipment — Year 2000

To validate that HIR applications are year 2000 compliant, code changes were made to HIR
applications. The House purchased and implemented software to assist in this validation. These
funds provide for software licenses and technical support agreements to support the purchased
software. These agreements assure that HIR receives all current upgrade releases to the software
as well as the technical support needed to continue:its use.

RCU — Year 2000

One of the Y2K initiatives involves making newswire services compliant for year 2000 through a
Web-based conversion project. RCU costs relate to a portion of the newswire costs associated
with the conversion project to provide Members, Committees, and House offices with Web-
based access to Y2K compliant newswire services. C
Training & Travel — Year 2000

The implementation of remediated code and the wrap-up of year 2000 projects require additional
training for the people.involved. This training and travel will better equip the team to both wind
down the year 2000 testing and continue the sustainment of the applications that were
remediated.

Supplies and Materials — Year 2000

The year 2000 team requires technical publications to further supplement their knowledge base.
These publications will assist in on-the-job training that may be required to support HIR
applications throughout the year 2000. Also required are different forms of media (8mm tapes,
9trk tapes, floppies, etc) used to archive or baseline HIR applications.

Mainframe Migration Support Area Cost - 708,000

HIR began planning for the replacement of House mission critical legacy systems in 1997 and
designated a Mainframe Migration Task Force (MFMTF) and a Mainframe Migration
Implementation Team (MFMIT) in April of 1998. HIR expects to analyze, re-implement, and
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transition to replacement systems over a one to three year period (Y2K contingencies are
expected to run in FY2000). While replacing the legacy systems is difficult, HIR's objective is
to exploit client server technology in order to migrate the mission critical legacy systems in a
useful, meaningful, and timely fashion by demonstrating proven option on a test platform.

Replacement systems, to the extent possible, will be Commercial-Off-The-Shelf (COTS) and
incorporate best practice business standards. These systems will use a client/server software
model and run on small and mid-size computing platforms. HIR recognizes that some custom
integration will be necessary to handle special processes that are unique to the House, such as
Legislative Information Management System (LIMS) requirements. Modifications to COTS
systems will be conducted with a combination of HIR staff and specialized contractor support for
the House-enhanced versions of the various systems.

The migration process is proceeding in several phases in accordance with OIG recommendations
and the replacement plan of each system. Replacement systems will be selected based on their
ability to meet the mission requirements of the CAO, Members, Committees, and staff.’

Equipment — Mainframe Migration

Migration of the mission critical legacy applications from the mainframe processor creates an
environment of integrated information systems, internal and external interfaces, support services,
new computing platforms, and telecommunications that are designed to support the House's core
business processes. The purchase of replacement applications developed for microcomputer and
mid-size hardware and software will cause core business processes to be distributed across
multiple servers. To benefit from this distribution and gain information technology
compatibility, as well as the ability to communicate and share information enterprise wide, the
purchase of equipment such as servers, and communications devices are requested in this budget.

RCU — Msinframe Migration

The mainframe migration effort also includes migration of mainframe bases electronic
information such as newswire services. Portions of projects for newswire service costs and
Web-based conversion of the newswire service are included in the RCU costs. Additional costs
are included in the RCU BOC for development of disaster recovery services during migration
from mainframe operatlous to a client-server environment.

Contracts — Mainframe M!ﬂahon

The contract amount listed provides for the residual maintenance of the mainframe equipment
until its ultimate replacement. This continued maintenance is necessary to support Y2K
contingency programs during the fielding of their replacement systems.

Training and Travel — Mainframe Migration )

Moving legacy applications into a client server operation, requires skilled hardware and software
engineers. The training and travel identified will enable HIR staff to prepare for assuming the
responsibility for migrated software and to support selected hardware. HIR staff must be adept
at all upcoming technical changes to the applications, operating system, and hardware platforms
in order to assure continuing excellent service.
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Supplies and Materials — Mainframe Migration

HIR staff moving to new support roles will require technical publications for on-the-job training
and understanding of the new client server hardware and soft. Expendable supplies such as
magnetic tape for backing up systems, and printer consumables are required for routine operation
of 'the migrated systems. Therefore, a supply of replacements for such items must be kept
available.

New Technologies Support Area Cost - $149,000

The New Technologies support area is dedicated to cxplore relevant new technologies that can
help improve the automation or technical support of House activities. HIR has developed an
Information Technology Strategic Plan to help guide efforts to investigate new technologies that
are based on House business processes and House needs. There are rapid advancements in
messaging and Internet solutions that will be evaluated for possible insertion into the House
environment. There are several projects scheduled for fiscal year 2000 that involve only
personnel costs in order to assess and recommend if further investment of effort and funding will
be beneficial to the House. These assessment projects include video teleconferencing
reengineering and combining voice and data over high speed (e.g. ATM) communications.
There are also initiatives to explore upgrades to communications switching technologies,
*wireless data networks, information security advances, and distance learning capabilities.

Equipment — New Technologies

Equipment costs associated with new technologies will include enhancements to diagnostic and
maintenance software to improve reliability and performance of the House network. A smail
pllot program and equipment suite will help test distance learmng technology and the ability to
unprove trammg to district offices.

Supplies — New Technologies

The Gartner Group technology services will be used to help assess techriology advances and their
relevance to the House environment prior to committing funding and test efforts. .

HIR provides high-level management and co-ordination of critical projects, such as Y2K and
Mainframe Migration. Strategic planning efforts and SDLC (System Development Life Cycle)
projects are also managed through the Immediate Office. All budgeting and reprogramming
projects are part of this area, with support from all of the HIR directorates. Although most of the

projects within the HIR Immediate Office are included in this support afea, parts of projects from
all directorates are included as well.

In addition to the funding for the tasks associated with managing the critical technology efforts at
HIR, there are administrative costs in support of all directorates within HIR. This includes the
cost for staff telephone use, replacement PC’s, printers, and other desktop equipment. The
mainframe and technical service reimbursements that HIR receives, which are added to the fiscal
year appropriation to determine spending limits, need to be subtracted from the total budget for
funding purposes and are identified within the Immediate-Office as a single project.

Eguihment — HIR Administration and Operations

This includes the consolidated HIR-wide charges fof copier, facsimile, pager, computer, printer
.and other office machine assets and maintenance costs, paid via funds transfer to Office Systems
Management (OSM). Site license charges for some of the House-wide products are included in
this cost, as well as the cost for replacement equipmient used by HIR staff.

..RCU — HIR Administration and Operations

This largest cost group within this support area includes teléphone service for the entire
organization, which covers monthly line charges (hardlines and softlines), modem lines, Audix
(voice mailboxes), cellular phone charges, and long-distance charges. FY2000 telephone costs
were based on historical use and a- detailed review of existing phone equipment in order to
reduce costs and remove unnecessary phone services.

Supglies — HIR Administration and Operaﬁons ;

This funding request is consolidated HIR-wide; paid by funds transfer to Office Supply Service.
The FY2000 estimate is based on historical use. In order to continue to provide superior support
to the House community, technical magazine subscriptions and user manuals for supported
software are needed for HIR staff. Subscriptions provide updated information needed by HIR
staff to keep current with software and technology advancements. This FY2000 estimate is
based on FY99 subscription costs and a review of needed material compared to current support
areas. :

GOVERNMENT CONTRIBUTIONS

The funds for this account are used to pay the Government’s (House) share of
various employees programs as outlined below. For every dollar paid to a House
employee in FY 98 the House paid 27.48 cents for benefits. The FY’00 budget estimate
includes.28.48 cents in benefit costs for every personnel dollar estimated to be earned.

FERS/FICA/CSRS:

FERS and FICA were deemed mandatory coverage for employees hired after
January 1, 1984.° Effective October 1, 1994, the government contribution for FERS was’
reduced from 18.8% of gross pay to 16.9 percent. Effective October 1, 1997, the agency
contribution was further reduced to 154 for Congressional employees. The latest
reduction was made as a result of a new set of economic assumptions adopted for the
«calculation of the normal cost of FERS by the Board of Actuaries. Normal cost is an
estimate of the percentage of pay, which must be contributed for a typical group of new
employees over their careers in order to pay for their FERS basic benefits upon
retirement. ’

The Government matching portion of FICA remains at 6.2% of gross pay. The
maximum taxable wage base is adjusted annually. In 1997, the taxable wage base was
$65,400. In 1998, the taxable wage base is $68,400. ' .

Due to mandatory FERS coverage for new employees, the number of CSRS
employees is decreasing each year. As of September 1997, there were 1,273 enrolled in
the CSRS plan. As of September 1998, there were 1,196 enrolled in the same plan, a 6%
reduction under the participation level one-year earlier. Some returning employees with a
break in federal service of less than 366 days are eligible to return under CSRS. If an
employee’s break in service is greater than 366 days, they have 5 years of federal service
and have not taken a refund of their deposit; they are eligible for the CSR-offset system.
On August 5, 1997, the President signed into law Public Law 105-33, “The Balanced
Budget Act of 1997”. The legislation contains provisions, which temporarily changes the
agency contribution rate for the Civil Service Retirement System (CSRS). Effective
October 1, 1997, the agency contribution rate for Congressional employees went from
7.5% to 9.01, more than a 20 percent increase. The agency contribution rate will revert
to 7.5% in October 2002.
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MEDICARE: :

The government conmbuuon for Medicare is cun-ently 1.45% of gross pay and is
not subject to a maximum taxable wage base. All employees have been subject to
withholdings for Medicare since January 1, 1983.

THRIFT SAVINGS PLAN (TSP):

The percentage of government contributions to the Thrift Savings Plan continues
to grow as employee’s shift to the FERS retirement program and are therefore eligible to
receive matching government contributions up to a certain limit, unlike -those
participating in the TSP who are covered under CSRS. FERS employees automatically
receive 1% of their gross pay once they become eligible to contribute to TSP, even if they
elect not to contribute to the plan. The FY '00 budget estimate for the House share of this
program is $14,125,000. This is $2,505,000 more than estimated for FY’99.

HEALTH BENEHITS:

As a percentage of total employees the number of employees enrolled has
remained fairly constant. The FY’00 budget of $20,814,000 is based on this constancy
factor. .

LIFE INSURANCE: :

‘ The cost of Basic Life for active employees is based on the Basic Life Amount.
The employee pays two-thirds of the total cost and the government pays one-third. The
employee pays the total cost of additional optional insurance. The FY’00 budget of
$743,000 is $36,000 greater than the FY'99 amount.

UNEMPLOYMENT/WORKERS COMPENSATION: "

The FY’00 budget of $2,564,000 includes a known FY’00 workers compensation
bill of $1,821,000. :

This letter relates to the fiscal year 2000 appropriation request for the Joint Committee on
Taxation (the "Joint Committee").

Key points relating to the appropriation request are as follows:

. The Joint Committee is requesting an appropriation for fiscal year 2000 of $6,256,000, an
increase over the fiscal year 1999 appropriation of $290,600. This represents a 4.87%
increase over the fiscal year 1999 appropriation. $223,000 of this amount will be

 allocated to cost-of-living increases for personnel expenses and the remaining $67,600
will be allocated to proposed increases in nonpersonnel expenses.

. The Joint Committee’s appropriation for fiscal year 1999 of $5,965,400 is less than the
$6,019,000 appropriated to the Joint Committee for fiscal year 1995. Despite this
reduction in the Joint Committee’s appropriation, increased responsibilities have been
assigned to the Joint Committee under the Intemal Revenue Service Restructuring and
Reform Act of 1998 (the “IRS Reform Act"). The Joint Committee estimated during
consideration of the IRS Reform Act that these additional responsibilities would require
approximately $290,000 of additional staff resources arinuaily.

. The Joint Committee is requesting an additional 1.5 FTEs for fiscal year 2000 to hire
additional staff economists. These economists will assist in the preparation of revenue
estimates so that the Joint Commuttee is able to respond to more Member requests. In
‘addition, the additional FTEs will enable the Joint Committee to devote more staff
resources to the effort to develop macroeconomic estimating capability.

B. Details of Fiscal Year 2000 Appropriation Request
1. Personnel Expenses '

Cost-of-living.-A 3.3 percent cost#bf-living adjustment for calendar year 1999 and a 4.4
percent cost-of-living adjustment for calendar year 2000 are requested. This request would
increase the appropriation for personnel expenses for fiscal year 2000 by $223,000 over the fiscal
year.1999 appropriation. .

) Additional FTEs.-An increase of 1.5 additional FTEs is requested for the Joint
Committee for fiscal year 2000. These additional FTEs would be used to hire additional Joint
Committee staff economists to assist in the preparation of revenue estimates to respond to
Member requests. These additional FTEs would not only enable the Joint Committee to respond
to more Member requests, but would also allow the Joint Committee to devote additional
resources to the effort to develop the capability to incorporate macroeconomic effects in Joint
Committee revenue estimates for major tax legislation.

Further, increased responsibilities have been assigned to the Joint Committee as a result
of the Internal Revenue Service Restructuring and Reform Act of 1998 (the “IRS Reform Act").
Under the IRS Reform Act, the Joint Committee is required to prepare a complexity analysis of
all revenue provisions of widespread applicability to individuals and small businesses. In
addition, the IRS Reform Act requires the Joint Committee to provide staffing and an annual

“report in connection with annual joint hearings of six Congressional committees on the
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operations of the Internal Revenuie Service. These hearings will occur during calendar years
1999 through 2003. Finally, the [RS Reform Act mandated that the Joint Committee conduct a
study of the present-law protections relating to disclosure of tax returns and tax return
information. This study is due January 22, 2000, which will require the Joint Committee to
expend personnel resources on this effort duririg a portion of fiscal year 2000. These additional
responsibilities will place a significant drain on the personnel resources of the Joint Committee.
During consideration of the IRS Reform Act, the Joint Committee estimated that these added
responsibilities would require approximately $290,000 of personnel resources per year.

No additional appropriation is requested to fund these additional FTEs. The FTEs can be
funded out of the requested personnel appropriation through reclassification of certain Joint
Committee positions and the replacement of departing higher paid employees with entry level
professional staff.

If the Subcommittée approves these additional FTE’s, the Joint Committee’s staffing
level of 65 FTEs would be less than the level of FTE’s authorized for the Joint Committee in any
fiscal year between 1980 and 1996. '

2. Nonperéonnel Expenses

" In general.--An increase of $67,600 is requested for fiscal year 2000 relative to the fiscal
year 1999 appropriation. In addition, the Joint Committee’s expenses in various categories have
been reallocated to reflect more accurately the actual expenses that are anticipated in these
categories. '

Rent, communications, and utilities.-The Joint Committee request proposes to
reallocate $55,000 from this category to other categories for fiscal year 2000, The amount
requested in this category for fiscal year 2000 represents an accurate estimate of the actual
expenses that the Joint Committee will incur.

Other services.-It is requested that $29,000 be reallocated to this category from other
categories for fiscal year 2000. The increasc in this category is attributable to projected
increased needs of the Joint Committee to secure consulting services in connection with the
efforts to develop macroeconomic estimating capabilities. This project requires substantial
resources. In addition to the work of Joint Committee staff, it is necessary for the Joint
Committee to contract with macroeconomic forecasting firms to assist in the development of
economic models that will permit the calculation of such macroeconomic effects.
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Further, the needs of the Members for immediate responses to requests for revenue
estimates and the substantial volume of requests that the Joint Committee staff receives each year
places limitations on the ability of the Joint Committee staff to perform certain work necessary
for the preparauon ‘of revenue estimates. To perform efficiently, the Joint Committee staff has
found-it necessary to contract from time to time with certdin private sector organizations to do
work that the Joint Committee staff does not have the time or the resources to do otherwise.

Finally, the Joint Committee may find it necessary during fiscal year 2000 to contract for
consultant services in connection with Joint Committee plans to update its document tracking
system software and hardware; this project is dlscussed more fully in the equipment category
below. .

Supplies and materials.-It is requested that $24,000 be reallocated to this category from
other categories for fiscal year 2000. The requested increase in this category is attributable to the
cost of purchasing new on-line information resources for the use of the Joint Committee
professional staff. It is essential that the Joint Committee staff have available the most
sophisticated research tools available for tax professionals. This expense ensures that the Joint
Committee staff has access to the same resources that private sector tax lawyers and economists
utilize on a daily basis. The amount requested for fiscal year 2000 in this category reflects a
relatively modest increase over the actual expenses for fiscal year 1998; the amount allocated to
this category for fiscal year 1999 is below anticipated actual expenses.

Equipment.-An increase of $69,600 is requested for fiscal year 2000 over fiscal year
1999 for the purchases of new equipment. Anticipated expenses in this category include $60,000
for hardware and software maintenance; $50,000 for Xerox maintenance and usage costs; and
$150,000 for the purchase of document scanners, CD-ROM writers, and other storagc for
expansions of the Joint Committee’s document tracking system.

In 1994, the Joint Committee implemented a computerized data base to track Member
requests. The Joint Committee hopes to begin upgrades to this data base system. -during fiscal
1999 that will lead to the purchase of computer hardware (such as scanners) and software during
fiscal year 2000 to gmplement these upgrades. Once thie upgrades are complete, the Joint
Committee will have the capability of maintaining a complete electronic record of each request
received from a Member of Congress and to determine at any time the status of such request.-

The purchase of equipment represents the single largest item of nonpersonnel expenses
for the Joint Conimittee. The large volume of documents that the Joint Committee is required to
produce during the legislative process requires the use of sophisticated and technologically
advanced computer and reproduction equipment. The Joint Committee staff finds it necessary to
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upgrade computer software, hardware, and reproduction machines frequently to ensure that
Members receive adequate service.

C. Review of Joint Committee on Taxation Operations During Calendar Year 1998

Attachments A through E provide a summary of the activity of the Joint Committee staff
for calendar year 1998. This included work on Committee and Conference Reports (Statements
of Managers) for the revenue-related legislation considered by the House Committee on Ways
and Means and/or the Senate Committee on Finance and conference action on revenue-related
legislation. A list of these committee and conference reports is contained in Attachment A.

Tax legislative reports

In addition to its work on committee and conference reports, the Joint Committee staff
published 82 documents during 1998, including pamphlets and other documents prepared for
committee hearings and markups and conference action (see Attachment B). Included in these
documents was the General Explanation of Tax Legislation Enacted in 1998, a 320-page
comprehensive explanation of tax legislation endcted in-1998, and also a Summary of Revenue
Provisions Contained in Legislation Enacted During the 105® Congress.

The 1998 staff publications included. the Joint Committee staff”s annual report on
estimates of Federal tax.expenditures (for fiscal years 1999-2003). Other-publications included a
staff study on tax amnesty proposals, analysis of proposals forrestructuring of the Internal
Revenue Service, analysis of individual effective-marginal tax rates, proposals to.reduce the
marriage tax penalty, revenue-provisions contained in the President’s fiscal year 1999 budget,
and-issues relating to estate and gift taxes, the individual alternative minimum tax, capital gains,
tax incentives for savings, tax provisions relating to health care and qualified pension plans, and
tax complexity for small business.

%
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taff investigation: und review

During 1998, the Joint Committee staff continued its investigation (started in 1997) of
whether the Internal Revenue Service’s (“IRS") selection of tax-exempt organizations (Code
secs. 501(c)(3) and 501(c)(4)) and individuals associated with such organizations for audit has
been politically motivated, including an analysis of the selection of such tax-exempt
organizations for audit for reasons related to their alleged political or lobbying activities. This
investigation represents an important exercise of the Joint Committee's statutorily prescribed -
duty of oversight of the administration of the Federal tax system.

An on-going, statutorily mandated function of the Joint Committee is the review of IRS
refunds or credits of income tax, estate and gift tax, or any tax on public charities, foundations,
pension plans, or real estate investment trusts in excess of $1,000,000. The Joint Committec
staff reviews and reports on such refund cases and makes comments or recommendations with
respect to the proposal refund case to the IRS. The Joint Committee is moving from a calendar
year to fiscal year reporting of refund activity. Therefore, statistics for 1998 contained in
Attachment E are presented for the period January through September. During this period of
1998, the Joint Committee refund staff reviewed 439 cases involving $4.8 billion in proposed
refunds. The Joint Committee staff raised concerns in 55 cases (or approximately 12.9 percent of
the cases). Errors identified by the Joint Committee staff produced a net reduction in refunds of
$20.4 million in 1998, as compared to $14.3 million in 1997. The average annual reduction in
refunds for the last 8 years is $11.1 million.

Attachmerits C and D show data relating to the Joint Committee’s revenuc estimating
activity for calendar year 1998. The Joint Committee received 2,729 requests for revenue
estimates during 1998, the largest number of requests ever received in a single year. These
requests represent a 32 percent increase in the number of requests over 1997. The Joint
Committee staff disposed of 85 percent of the requests recelved

Since 1985, when data on revenue estimate requests was first compiled, the number of
requests recelved annually has mcreased by 684 percent. :

D. Anticipated Workload of the Joint Committee on Taxation for Calendar Year 1999

During 1999, the Joint Committee’s workload will be at least equivalent to what it has
been in the past several years. The Joint Committee will be extensively involved in legislative
proposals to provide broad-based tax relief to the American taxpayers, expiring tax provisions,
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and social security reform. The Joint Committee staff will (1) develop legislative proposals, (2)
assist in the drafting of such proposals, (3) provide revenue estimates for numerous legislative
options and amendments, (4) prepare markup documents and committee reports, and (5) provide
additional economic analysis to the Members. .

In addition to this anticipated legislative activity, beginning in 1999, the Joint Committee
will assume new responsibilities under the IRS Reform Act. The Joint Committee staff is now
required to prepare a complexity analysis for inclusion in Committee and Conference reports for
all revenue legislation. In addition, the Joint Committee staff is required under the IRS Reform
Act to conduct two studies during 1999. The first study relates to the present-law system of
penalties and interest and is required to be completed by July 22, 1999. The second study relates
to the rules governing disclosure of tax return information and is due by January 22, 2000.
Finally, the Joint Committee is required to prepare materials for the use of the Congress in
connection with joint hearings relating to the operations of the Internal Revenue Service that will

occur during calendar years 1999-2003. These additional rcsponslbllmes will require significant
staff resources.

E. Summary C

Mr. Chairman, I hope that you will appsove the appropriation request of the Joint
Committee on Taxation. [ believe that this request is the minimum amount necessary to fund the
operations of the Joint Committee during fiscal year 2000. . These resources will not only fund -
the day-to-day operations of the Joint Committee staff, but will also be used to continue our
efforts to develop macroeconomic estimating capabilities and to perform the additional
responsibilities of the Joint Committee mandated by the IRS Reform Act.. If the requested
funding is not provided, then difficult decisions will be required concerning what staff activities
can and should be funded. I hope that this Subcommittee will not force the Joint Committee to
make these decisions.

Mr. Chairman, I recognize fully the budgetary constraints that make your work so
difficult. "At the same time, I hope that you will appreciate the important role the Joint
Committee on Taxation plays in the analysis and development of tax legislation. I firmly believe
that the nonpartisan technical tax experts on the Joint Committee staff provide a service to the
Congress that isnot and cannot be dupllcaxed by any other Congxessnonal office. Their work
every year proves this. °
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I respectfully urge the Members of the Subcommittee to respond favorably to the Jomt
" Committee’s funding request for fiscal year 2000.

! Pursuant to our discussions, our report will now be on a fiscal year ended September
30. This transition period will be a short nine-month period.
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Post Review - The Service reports 64 large deficiency cases to us on an annual basis. During this
reporting period, we received 44 of these cases and wrote 3 concens.

Other Action -

(1) We transmitted for consideration of legislative action 7 issues that arose in various
cases.

(2) We transmitted memoranda suggesting the Service reconsider its position in two
areas, and one memorandum alerting them to an issue of industry importance.

Exhibits and Appendices provide detailed information on most of the foregoing. '

Errors identified by us in 1998 and prior years, and settled in 1998 produced a net
reduction in refunds of $20.4 million. The average annual reduction for the last 8 years is $11.1
million. Such corrections also reduced ATNOLCF's, $46 million, AMFTC's $9 million, and
regular tax credits $4.5 million. In addition, one joint committee reporter informed us of savings
of $600,000 from corrections made before the case was submitted to us, that resulted from
memoranda we had written in an earlier case.

We hope that in spite of our decreased staffing we are satisfactorily accomplishing our
assigned portion of the Committee's mission and meeting your expectauons We look forward to
a productive, challenging year.

The annual budget for the United States Capitol Police is comprised of funding for the
salaries of officers, members and employees, and a general expenses account for administrative
and capital asset requirements. The total estimate for fiscal year 2000 is $90,187,000.- This is an
increase of $7,106,000 over amounts appropriated in fiscal year 1999. In addition, the Capitol
Police are responsible for the design, installation and maintenance of security systems for the
Capitol grounds and buildings. This responsibility has recently been.expanded to include the
Library-of Congress. This responsibility is carried out under the direction of the House
Committee on Oversight and the Senate Committee on Rules and Administration as well as the
House and Senate. Appropriations Committees. In addition to annual funds, the Capitol Police
administer a Security Enhancements fund and a Physical Security fund in which amounts are
designated for specific initiatives in accordance with the above approval process. Funds in these
accounts remain available until expended, and coordination of initiatives is accomplished
- through a Memorandum of Understanding between the United States Capitol Police, the

- Architect of the Capitol and the Library of Congress.

The tragic.shootings of July 24, 1998 shocked and saddened the Congressional

community and the pation.' In response, the Capitol Police Board commissioned several internal
.- and external studies to identify-weaknesses.and propose improvements for the protection of

- members, buildings and grounds, and the public. Upon review of the findings, the Congress
appropriated $106 million to address.the security concems of the Capitol buildings and grounds.
The Capitol Police Board is currently preparing a.priority. implementation plan for the approval
of the authorizing and appropriations committees. Additionally, Phase II of the three-phase
implementation of physical security systems upgrades and replacements is progressing on
schedule.

Salaries

The fiscal year 2000 budget request for Salaries is $81,197,000, an increase over fiscal
* year 1999 of $4,353,000. This amount is requested to fund 1,251 FTE, which is the same level -
as FY 99. ‘This amount will also sustain the revised longevity rates, and the differentials for
. Sunday, holiday and evening shifts that were approved by the authorizing and appropriations
committees in FY 99. The Capitol Police Board would again like to express its appreciation as
_well as that of the sworn officers for.the support of the committees for these initiatives.
. The requested increase for Salaries is to cover the cost of the anticipated CY 2000 COLA
. and comparability pay increases, annualization of the CY 1999 COLA, and the associated costs
of personnel benefits.
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General Expenses-

The total request for General Bxpenses is $8,990,000 which represents an i‘nc;egsevof
$2,753,000 over fiscal year 1999. Major elements of the Board’s request include:

o Training

The constantly changing environment and complexity of security and information
technology requires the workforce to be thoroughly trained on the most recent developments in’
these areas. The efficiency and thoroughness of the workforce is dependent on the education it
receives. Also, in order for members to maintain mandatory certification requirements, they
must complete continuing education and certification courses.

Based upon a managerial review, the USCP will also be taking major initiatives to streamline
procedures and improve the effectiveness and efficiency of the operation. In order to accomplish
these goals, the workforce must receive current training related to their duties.

o Cross-Servicing Agm ents

* National Finance Center: The Department currently administers its payroll through the
Department of Agriculture. The current fiscal year will be the first year in which the House and
Senate payrolls will be administered entirely through the NFC. Coupled with the approved
changes which provide for both payrolls to be administered under identical regulations, the
improved reporting and payroll administration has benefited management as well as employee
morale. The FY 2000 request includes funds to continue our agreement with the NFC.

* General Accounting Office: The Capitol Police Office of Financial Management has
been pursuing a cross-servicing agreement with the General Accounting Office to migrate to the
GAO accounting system. System testing is nearing completion and GAO is 85% certain that it
will be able to accommodate the Capitol Police under a cross-servicing agreement. The current
antiquated system in use by the Capitol Police is inadequate and has been a concemn of the
Capitol Police Board and the committees. The GAQ has estimated that the cost of this
agreement would be $191,000. If approved, the Capitol Police would migrate to the GAO
accounting system at the outset of fiscal year 2000.

* Senate Sergeant at Arms: The Capitol Police currently receives support for computer
and telecommunications functions from the Senate Sergeant at Arms. For the past several years
there has been discussion among the Board and committees as to whether the management and
accountability for these functions would be better served by having the Capitol Police budget for
and administer these functions. The estimated cost of these functions for fiscal year 2000 is
estimated at $1,761,000 and has been included in our request.

o Life-cycle Replacement

Funds are requested in the fiscal year 2000 request to fully fund the replacement
schedules for security systems, vehicles and equipment. It is the position of the Capitol Police
Board that two essential elements for a law enforcement agency are well-trained personnel and a
well-equipped force. Through reprogramming and other funding restrictions in the past several
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years, the department has been unable to adhere to the replacement schedule in many areas. The
funds requested will allow for a normal life-cycle replacement of security systers, weapons,
vehicles and other equipment.

This appropriation has been authorized in
sections 312, 305, 309, and 305 of the Legislative Branch Appropriations Acts of 1996,1997,
1998, and 1999, respectively. These sections appropriate “such sums as may be necessary” for
awards and settlements under the CAA. I am requesting that this section also be included in the
FY 2000 appropriations bill.

Included with this submission is a copy of the Office of the General Counsel’s report on
compliance with safety and health standards in legislative facilities. This report includes
sensitive information that, for the health and safety of those in the Congress, should not be made
public.. For this reason, I respectively request that this report have limited disttibution.

In light of the importance of the mission of the Office of Compliance and our continuing
efforts to minimize.both staffing and non-personal services costs, I respectfully request your
favorable coniSideration of the Office of Compliance’s budget submission for FY 2000.

OVERVIEW OF FISCAL YEAR 2000 BUDGET REQUEST

The Office of Compliance is requesting $2,076,000 for fiscal year 2000 operations, a 0.5
percent decrease from the agency’s fiscal year 1999 appropriation with no increase in staff. The
decrease includes:

] funding for 17 full-time equivalent positions (FTEs);
L funding for a 4.4 percent cost of living increase for Office staff, and

= a reduction in other services, primarily for the services of hearing officers and mediators,
which is largely offset by an increase in charges for interagency agreements for
administrative services. .

As in prior years, this budget request is based on the assumption that the Office of
Compliance will remain co-located with the Library of Congress. Further, this budget request
takes into account that GAO and Library employees are newly covered under certain
Congressional Accountability Act provisions in FY 1999. However, should Congress decide that
the GPO, GAO and/or the Library are to fall under the purview of the Office of Compliance more
comprehensively than they do at present, additional funding and staffing will be required.

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OVERVIEW OF THE OFFICE OF COMPLIANCE’S
AUTHORITY AND RESPONSIBILITIES

The Congressional Accountability Act of 1995 (CAA) established an independent Office
of Compliance (“Office”) in the federal legislative branch to administer and enforce the
provisions of thie CAA. In general, the CAA applies the rights and protections of eleven labor
and employment statutes to covered employees within the legislative branch: the Fair Labor
Standards Act of 1938, Title VII of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, the Americans with Disabilities
Act of 1990, the Age Discrimination in Employment Act of 1967, the Family and Medical Leave
Act of 1993, the Occupational Safety and Health Act of 1970, chapter 71 of title 5 of the U.S.
Code (relating to federal service labor-management relations), the Employee Polygraph
Protection Act of 1988, the Worker Adjustment and Retraining Notification. Act, the
Rehabilitation Act of 1973, and chapter 43 of title 38 of the U.S. Code (relatmg to veterans’
employment and reemployment)

On January 23, 1996, most provisions of the law took effect, covering the House of
Representatives, the Senate, the Capitol Guide Service, the Capitol Police, the Congressional
Budget Office, the Office of the Architect of the Capitol, the Office of the Attending Physician,
the Office of Compliance, and their employees. Additional provisions were applied on October
1, 1996 (labor management) and January 1, 1997 (OSHA and ADA public access). The section
of the CAA relating to safety and health was applied to the Library of Congress (Library) and the
General Accounting Office (GAO) on December 30, 1997.

Under the CAA, the Office is charged with establishing and administering alternative
dispute resolution procedures, including adjudicative hearings and appeals, for covered
legislative branch employees who allege violations of certain sections of the Act. The Office of
the General Counsel enforces the sections of the CAA dealing with unfair labor practices, safety
and health, and disability access. This includes investigation and prosecution of claims under
these sections, and periodic inspections to ensure both health and safety, as well as disability
access compliance. Additionally, the Office provides education and information to Members of
Congress, other employing offices, and employees of the legislative branch.

The primary functions and processes of the Office are presented below, along with major
. accomphshments of FY 1998, and plans for FY 1999 and FY 2000.

DISPUTE RESOLUTION

Reguésts for Information, Counseling, and Mediation

The Office provides legislative branch employees with a neutral, confidential, and
efficient process for resolving disputes arising under the CAA. Employees and employing
offices may, at any time, seek informal advice and information on the procedures of the Office
and the rights, protections, and responsibilities afforded under the CAA and the substantive rules.
The Office responds to all inquiries on a confidential basis, and tracks both the number and the
nature of the inquiries.

Under the CAA, employees must request counseling and mediation under the auspices of
the Office of Compliance before filing 2 formal complaint. The Office provides counseling and
mediation in a neutral, confidential setting. During the 30-day counseling period, the counselor
evaluates the alleged violation, advises the employee of his or her rights and responsibilities
under the CAA, and facilitates resolution of the problem. If the counseling does not resolve the
employee’s concerns, the Office provides neutral, trained mediators to.assist the parties in
resolving the dispute, The period for mediation is gﬁnetaﬁy 30 days, but may be extended at the
request of the parties.

Adjudication

After coﬁnseling and mediation, if the dispute remains unresolved, the employee may
choose either to pursue the claim through the adjudicative hearing process under the auspices of
the Office, or file suit in Federal District Court. An employee who elects the adjudicative
procedures of the Office files a formal complaint with the Office. The Executive Director
appoints an independent Hearing Officer to consider the case and render a written decision,
which may be appealed to the Office’s Board of Directors. The Board of Directors issues written
decisions, which may then be appealed to the U.S. Court of Appeals for the Federal Circuit. The
administrative hearing process offers speedier resolution and confidentiality, while offering the
same remedies as civil action.

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Accomplishments in FY 1998

Dispute Resolution Process: FY 1998 was the second full fiscal year of the Office’s
administration and enforcement of the CAA, including the operation of the alternative dispute
resolution process. The vast majority of workplace disputes continue to be resolved by the
Office of Compliance prior to litigation or adjudication. During the past fiscal year, a total of
961 calls for information were made to the Office directly, or to the Office’s information line. In
FY 1998, a total of 68 formal counseling requests were filed. Of the cases filed in FY 1997, 6
cases were pending in counseling as of October 1, 1997. A total of 56 requests for mediation
were received in FY 1998, Of the 106 cases that elther were pending in counseling or mediation
at the start of fiscal year 1998, or were received as new requests for counseling, 60/were resolved
during, or were not pursued past, this stage of the alternative dispute resolution process.

A total of 4 complaints were pending awaiting hearings or hearing officer decisions on
October 1, 1997, and 8 new complaints were filed during FY 1998. Three hearing officer
decisions were issued, and eight cases were either settled or withdrawn after being assigned to a
hearing officer. At the begianing of FY 1998, three appeals of hearing officer decisions were
pending before the Board and one additional appeal was filed during the fiscal year. Board
decisions were issued in all four cases.

Representation Cases: InFY 1998, two petitions were filed by labor organizations
seeking to represent employees. One pre-election investigatory hearing was held on a petition
which had been filed in FY 1997. Based on the record developed during that pre-election
investigatory hearing, the Board issued a Decision and Direction of Election.

One election was conducted, in which the petitioning labor organization failed to achieve
a majority vote. However, the Board set the election aside, based upon a finding that the
employing office committed objectionable conduct that interfered with the election. A rerun
election was ordered, but the labor organization withdrew its petition before the scheduled rerun
election.

The Board also issued a decision clarifying the composition of a previously certified unit.
Two cases were pending at the end of FY 1998, i.e., two representation petitions seeking to .
organize units of approximately 25 employees and approximately 19 employees, respectively.

Plans for FY 1999 and FY 2000

In FY 1999, the Office may be receiving negotiability appeals, as new collective
bargaining agreements are negotiated. -As parties begin to bargain, disputes sometimes arise as to
an employing office’s duty to bargain over a proposal. If an employing office declares a proposal
non-negotiable, the labor organization may petition the Board for review, and the Board will
issue a decision in the matter.
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‘In FY 1999, an ddditional Board function will be to review arbitrators’ awards after the
collective bargaining agreements are in place. Either party to an arbitrator’s award can file an
exception to the award claiming that the award is deficient under section 220 of the CAA, and
the Board will make a determination on the matter.

Additional matters that the Board must treat are similar to those which the Federal
Services Impasses Panel of the FLRA handles, i.e., to resolve impasses when they occur. One
request for impasse résolution was filed with the Board in FY 1998. Thereafter, the parties
resolved their dispute without Board intervention and the request was withdrawn.

The Board may determine impasses in one of several ways, at their discretion, including,
but not limited to the use of mediators, use of Board members as arbitrators, or holding hearings.
This Office does not anticipate that additional funding will be required for these functions.
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INSPECTIONS, TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE AND INVESTIGATIONS

Occupational Safety and Health

Periodic Inspection: The CAA requires the General Counsel of the Office of Compliance
to inspect facilities in the legislative branch for compliance with safety and health standards at
least once each Congress, and report the findings to Congress. The first such mandatory
inspection took place during the 105th Congress, a two-year period ending in December, 1998.

Approximately 20 million square feet of space are included in the inspections, including
such operations as the Capitol Power Plant, and numerous carpentry, paint finishing and metal
shops. Questionnaires survey the safety and health conditions of more than 1000 District offices
throughout the country. Employing offices are informed of any deficiencies identified, so that
hazards can be corrected.

Requests for Safety and Health Inspections: The CAA’s safety and health provisions
give covered employees the right to request inspections of possibly hazardous conditions in work
areas. When a request for inspection is received, the General Counsel initiates an investigation.
A copy of the request is forwarded to the employing office and the employing office is asked to
provide information concerning the condition. In some cases, the action taken by the employing
office in response to this letter resolves the problem while, in others, an on-site investigation by
the Office of the General Counsel is needed to assess the situation. After conducting this
investigation, the Office of the General Counsel sends a detailed report to the employing office
which describes the conditions found, reports the results of any tests performed, and explains any
steps that may be needed to remedy the problem.

In the event that the employing office responsible for abating a condition that violates an
OSHA standard is unable to correct the problem within a specified time, the OGC inspects and
issues citations and/or notifications, as appropriate. If, after issuing a citation, the General
Counsel determines that a violation has not been corrected, the General Counsel may file a
complaint with the Office which is submitted to a hearing officer. To date, all citations have
been abated voluntarily, without complaint and hearing procedures.

Technical Assistance: Like OSHA, the OGC has the responsibility for providing
compliance assistance to employing offices and covered employees. The OGC also provides
consensus standards and interpretations of OSHA standards to employing offices upon request,
as well as information about proposed OSHA regulations that impact their operations. In
addition, the OGC assists in the development of programs to reduce occupational injuries in
legislative branch agencies that have high lost-time injury and illness rates.
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Accomplishments in FY 1998

During FY 1998, the OGC completed its inspection of legislative facilities, and prepared
and submitted its report to the 105® Congress, as mandated in section 215 of the CAA. The
report, a copy of which is attached, contains a detailed comprehensive examination of employee
health and safety hazards on Capitol Hill, and identifies more than 100 hazardous conditions
found by the inspectors that did not comply with safety and health standards, Nearly all of these
hazards have now been fully abated.

However, serious hazards or potential hazards persist, including inadequate emergency
planning, the absence of an effective safety program to address the very high rate of injuries
experienced by employees of the Architect of the Capitol, and the high concentration of
Legionella bacteria in the Capitol Power Plant’s cooling towers. The OGC is monitoring the
remedial action that is being taken in connection with these problems.

The discovery of Legionella and the subsequent efforts to eliminate or minimize its
presence, and to assure that employees were advised of the appropriate precautions, required a
substantial commitment of time and resources by the OGC. Additionally, in light of the
specialized nature of the issues, the OGC retained a nationally-recognized expert in the control of
Legionella in water cooling towers. As a result of the expert’s survey, a number of technical
design and engineering recommendations were made that were calculated to reduce the level of
contamination. The extensive participation of OGC personnel on this problem is attributable
entirely to the demands of a time-consuming investigation.

The investigation of two other serious safety and health hazards also required significant
time and resources. In March 1998, citations were issued because of hazards created by the
improper storage and use of hundreds of gallons of flammable liquids at six different locations in
Capitol buildings, including over 700 gallons of flammable and combustible liquids, some in
open containers in close proximity to sources of ignition, in the basement of the Russell Senate
Office Building. In May 1998, citations were issued for unsafe conditions in the trash sorting
and recycling areas in the Rayburn and Cannon House Office Buildings that exposed employees
to severe injuries, including crushing injuries from large pieces of equipment used to bale and
compact trash that lacked adequate guards and safety devu:es These conditions were all
corrected after the citations were issued.

Plans for FY 1999 and 2000

Since January 1, 1998, both the Library and GAO have been covered by the safety and
health provisions in the CAA. This added about 5.5 million square feet of space that are required
to be in compliance with the safety and health standards, and increased the number of employees *
covered by the safety and health provisions by 8,300 to 28,000, for an increase of 40 percent.
Periodic inspections for the report to the 106™ Congress will, as required, begin in the summer of
1999.
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The number of requests for inspections is likely to be significantly higher in FY 1999 and
2000, if current trends continue. Twenty-eight requests for safety and health inspections were
received in FY 1998, as compared to the 15 received in the last nine months of FY 1997. In
addition, as of January 1, 1998, the 8,300 additional employees of the Library and GAO were -
permanently added to the pool of potential complainants. OGC also intends, in FY 1999, to
initiate additional efforts to ensure that employing offices adopt comprehensive new safety
programs calculated to promote workplace safety and reduce injuries.

For the past two years, the Office has made use of the full-time services of a detailee
provided under an interagency agreement with the Occupational Safety and Health Agency.
OSHA has also facilitated and funded activities including water and air sample testing, and
provided technical equipment for the use of the Office. If this assistance were no longer
available to the OGC, we would need an additional FTE position and funding to continue to
perform these mission critical functions.

Public Services and Accommodations under the Americans with Disabilities Act

Inspections: Pursuant to section 210 of the CAA, the Office of the General Counsel
conducts inspections at least once each Congress to determine compliance with the rights and
protections against discrimination in the provision of public services and accommodations
established by the Americans with Disability Act. The inspection cycle is similar to the cycle for
the safety and health inspections described above. However, since only public areas, and not
those areas used exclusively by employees, are subject to this provision of the CAA, less space is
inspected ~ an estimated 8 million square feet rather than the 20 million square feet inspected for
safety and health.

Technical Assistance: The CAA directs the OGC to provide employing offices with
technical advice to assist them in complying with disability access requirements. In addition, the
OGC routinely answers questions from Congressional offices on disability access laws.

Accomplishments in FY 1998

In FY 1998, the OGC received one request for inspection and 12 requests for technical
assistance regarding disability access requirements. These included questions such as: the
wording that should be used in notices for town meetings about accommodations available for
individuals with disabilities, the type of auxiliary aids that Congressional offices are required to
make available upon request, and whether disability access laws require that district offices in
inaccessible buildings relocate. OGC also conducted, as required, a comprehensive inspection of
facilities and prepared and submitted a report on accessibility issues to the Congress.

The OGC also prepared and distributed materials explaining the disability access
requirements that typically apply to Congress offices and the public services and activities they
undertake. This information is also published on the Office of Compliance web page
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(W.mmpﬁmw.gov). The OGC also investigated a charge of discrimination filed against a
Congressional office pursuant to Section 210(d).

Plans for FY 1999 and 2000

Funding to administer and enforce the disability access provision of the CAA is expected
to remain at roughly its current level in FY 1999 and 2000. In FY 1997 and 1998, considerable
assistance was received from the Department of Justice and the Access Board. If this assistance
were no longer available to the OGC, it is estimated that an additional 150 consulting hours at
roughly $80 per hour would be necessary to fulfill the mandatory functions.

Unfair Labor Practices

The General Counsel is responsible for receiving and investigating allegations of unfair
labor practices filed under section 220 of the CAA, and for filing and prosecuting compla.mts of
unfair labor practices.

Accomplishments in FY 1998

Twenty-nine charges of unfair labor practices were submitted to the OGC for~
investigation during the fiscal year, as compared to 10 charges filed in FY 1997. The OGC also
received three requests for assistance or information about labor-management relations issues
covered by section 220. By the end of the fiscal year, 23 of the 28 charges had been resolved and
all of the requests had been answered.

Plans for FY 1999 and 2000

The OGC'’s unfair labor practice workload will likely increase significantly in FY 1999,
As bargaining proceeds within the bargaining units created to date, and efforts to unionize other
employees get underway, it is hkely that the number of unfair labor practice charges submitted
will increase. . .

Additionally, during FY 1997, none of the-charges filed proceeded to the complaint and
hearing stage; either because the parties resolved the problem and the charge was withdrawn, or
because the General Counsel determined after investigation that the evidence was insufficient to
warrant the filing of a complaint on behalf of the charging party. Although the policy of
encouraging settlement prior to the filing of a complaint will continue, there will likely be cases
in which settlement cannot be achieved and the General Counsel’s investigation resuits in a
determination that the filing of a complaint is warranted. In this event, the Executive Director

- will assign a hearing officer, and the expenses of a hearing will be incurred, including hearing
officer time and court reporter charges. During FY 1998, in fact, one unfair labor practice
complaint was authorized by the General Counsel, but the charged party entered a voluntary

. settlement agreement with the General Counsel before the hearing took place.
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EDUCATION AND INFORMATION

Under the CAA, the Office of Compliance provides education and information to
Congress, other employing offices of the legislative branch, and covered employees. In order to
fulfill its mandate to inform covered employees and employing offices of their rights, protections
and responsibilities under the CAA, the education and information program distributes written
materials and publications, conducts briefings, maintains a web site on the Internet and provides
counseling, referrals, and information to employees and employing offices on an individual basis.

Accomplishments in FY 1998

The second annual report, presenting statistics on the use of the Office of Compliance,
was submitted to Congress on January 1, 1998. The report covers the period from January 1,
1997 to December 31, 1997.

) The CAAnews, a newsletter published quarterly and containing updated information on
the CAA and the Office of Compliance, was mailed to the residences of 20,000 covered
employees throughout the year.

Briefings were presented twice a month by the Office to new Senate employees in order
to familiarize them with the CAA and the Office of Compliance. Regularly scheduled monthly
briefing were conducted for House employing office senior staff. These briefings have focused
on specific areas of the CAA, including Office of Compliance dispute resolution procedures, the
mediation process, the Fair Labor Standards Act, and the Family and Medical Leave Act.

The Office of Compliance world wide web site disseminates information via the Internet.
The website (www.compliance.gov), located on a Government Printing Office (GPO) server and
accessible via GPO’s Access system, is updated on an ongoing basis. It currently includes the
400 page Guide to the Congressional Accountability Act manual, employee rights and protections
brochures, regulations promulgated by the Board of Directors, decisions by the Board, and
information on ADA public access and accommodations and OSHA compliance.

On a monthly basis, the Office mailed its two rights and protection brochures to all new
covered employees. In addition, posters nonfymg employees of upcoming elections were
produced.

An interactive telephone information line provided statistics on the number of calls
received by category and directed callers to recorded information (this data was included in the
annual report to Congress), or to an Office staff member who discussed claims and provided
resource referrals.

Plans for FY 1999 and FY 2000

“The Office will prepare, publish and distribute written materials to meet its Congressional
mandate to “educate and inform” newly covered employees, including, if appropriate, employees
of GAQ and the Library. The materials will include the Guide to the Congressional
Accountability Act resource manual, informational posters, and quarterly newsletters.

The Guide- to the Congressional Accountability Act manual will be distributed to new
members of the 106th Congress and updated as needed. Throughout the year, new employees
covered under the CAA will be mailed employee rights and protections brochures.

The CAAnews, with additional information on the CAA and the Office of Compliance,
will continue to be published on a quarterly basis-and mailed to covered employees’ residences.

In fulfilling its statutory responsibilities, the education and information program will
continue to update, reprint and distribute existing materials and produce new publications, fact
- sheets, posters and updates for more than 28,000 covered employees and employing-offices.
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PROMULGATION OF REGULATIONS

The CAA requires the Executive Director, subject to Board approval, to adopt rules
governing the procedures of the Office. The CAA further requires the Board to adopt, subject to
Congressional approval, substantive regulations implementing sections of the CAA that apply
rights and protections of the Fair Labor Standards Act, the Family and Medical Leave Act, the
Employee Polygraph Protection Act, the Worker Adjustment and Retraining Notification Act,
Titles II and ITI of the Americans with Disabilities Act, the Occupational Safety and Health Act,
and the Federal Service Labor-Management Relations Statute.

The regulations for the implementation of OSHA and Tities II and III of the ADA were
adopted by the Board in December, 1996, and submitted to the House and Senate for approval.

Accomplishments in FY 1998

The Board adopted amendments to extend those provisions of its substantive regulaﬁons
that implement the CAA sections which became applicable to GAO and the Library, and
submitted these amendments to the House and Senate for approval.

Amendments to the procedural rules to include GAO and the Library were also
developed, and the Notice of Proposed Rulemaking was signed by the Executive Director on
September 30 and published for comment in the Congressional Record on October 1, 1997.
Final amendments to the procedural rules were issued on Febiuary 12, 1998, to provide for
coverage of GAO and the Library under the existing rules regarding occupational safety and
health and ex parte communications. As to procedures to be used regarding claims alleging
violations of sections 204-207 of the CAA at the Library and GAO, the Executive Director
published a supplementary Notice of Proposed Rulemaking on January 28, 1998. In light of
questions raised by the comments received in response to the supplementary Notice, on May 13,
1998, the Executive Director published a notice announcing her decision to terminate this
rulemaking. ’

" Plans for FY 1999 and FY 2000

" The Board’s substantive regulations will be periodically reviewed and updated to take
into account any amendments made to the executive agency regulations on which the Board’s
regulations are based. In the first such update, signed on October 31, 1997, the Board adopted
amendments to update its regulations implementing section 215 (Occupational Safety and
Health).

Further, if Congress amends the CAA to expand the Office’s responsibilities with respect
to GAOQ, the Library, and/or GPO, amendments to the Board’s substantive regulations and to the
Executive Director’s procedural rules will be needed. The nature, extent, and timing of these
amendments would depend on the terms of the statutory amendments by which the Office’s
expanded responsibilities are established.
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STUDIES AND REPORTS

Section 102(b)(2) of the CAA requires the Board to submit a report to Congress on the
applicability to the legislative branch of any employment laws not made applicable by the CAA,
beginning on December 31, 1996, and every two years thereafter,

Sections 210(f)(2) and 215(€)(2) of the CAA require the General Counsel of the Office to
submit, at least once every Congress, a report to Congress and the Office of the Architect of the
Capitol containing the results of the periodic inspections required by the CAA. This report,
discussed in the Inspections, Technical Assistance, and Investigations section above, must
also outline the steps necessary to remedy a violation, describe the consequences of each
violation, and estimate the cost and time needed to correct the violation.

Accomplishments in FY 1998

The first 102(b) report was submitted to Congress in FY 1997. The Board is now
preparing the second biennial report under section 102(b). This second report will update the
first report by reviewing amendments to the U.S. Code since the first report was prepared. It will
also examine the degree to which current employment and public disability access laws apply to
the legislative branch, and make recommendations as to whether provisions of those laws that do
" not apply should be made applicable. Finally, the report will analyze options for coverage under
the employment and public safety laws at GAO, GPO, and the Library, and make
recommendations. Research and the initial drafting of the report was accomplished in FY 1998,
and it will be issued by December 31, 1998.

Plans for FY 1999 and FY 2000

As required by the CAA, the Board will prepare a section 102(b) report again starting in
the second half of 1999, for submission on January 1, 2001, As part of subsequent biennial
studies, the Board may consider whether to focus in depth on one or several categories of laws
that do not now apply to the legislative branch, and make recommendations to Congress to apply
additional laws to the legislative branch.

The reports required by sections 210(f)(2) and 215(e)(2) of the CAA will be submitted by
the General Counsel, at least once every Congress, to Congress and the Office of the Architect of
the Capitol; these reports will contain the results of the periodic inspections required by the
CAA.

ADMINISTRATIVE AND FINANCIAL IMPROVEMENTS

Accomplishments in FY 1998

In FY 1998, the Office assessed, and renovated or replaced all data and communications -
systems to achieve year 2000 compliance. All mission critical systems were inventoried, and
their component hardware and software assessed for date dependency and year 2000 compliance.
‘When necessary, software upgrades and/or patches were procured and installed to avert potential
problems. Personal computers were tested usmg NSTL’s YMARK 2000 program, and upgraded
or replaced if necessary.

A new Compaq server, equipped with RADE technology (i.e., technology by which data
files are redundantly stored on multiple hard drives), was installed for the local area network.
The Novell network operating system was upgraded to Version 4.11 for Small Businesses.
Personal computers were upgraded to Windows 95, with the pertinent Y2K patches applied. An
upgrade to the reporting software for the voice mail system was installed and tested. Upgrades
for data software were procured and instailed. Tests to identify lmeroperablhty issues have been
initiated.

External interfaces with the Library, the National Finance Center, and the Government
Printing Office (which maintains our web site on a server) have been evaluated, and no problems
are anticipated. The Office is concerned about its telecommunications systems, however, as we
believe our vendors have conducted inadequate testing of their own, and seem to be relying on
their own component vendors’ certifications. For this reason, the Office will be procuring a few
cell phones early in FY 2000 as a major component of its contingency planning to safeguard
against a failure of this most critical system. We have provided comprehensive reports on our
progress in this endeavor to the Y2K team of the General Accounting Office.

In partnership with the Library’s Financial Services Division, the Office produced its first
auditable consolidated financial statement using FY 1997 data. The statement is based on the
standard general ledger. This agreement is an important step toward the Office’s implementation
of the Vision, Goals and Strategies of the Legislative Branch Financial Managers Council.

The Office entered into an interagency agreement with the Department of Health and
Human Services, Federal Occupational Health to establish and operate an employee assistance
program for Office employees, in accordance with P.L. 79-658 and P.L. 99-750. Office
employees may request counseling under this program, or be referred to it by their supervisor.
The program also offers health and wellness training.

The Office’s website (www.compliance.gov) was commended in several informal
surveys, including a recent one by the Lycos search engine site, for its simplicity and ease of use,
and by Members of Congress and their staffs, for its comprehensiveness. The site received
approximately 20,300 “hits” in FY 1998.
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Plans for FY 1999 and FY 2000

Starting in March, 1999, the Office will contract directly with the Nationai Finance
Center to provide payroll services, instead of using the Library as a liaison for these services.
This is projected to save the agency at least $10,000 per year in administrative costs.

The Office has just selected Citigroup to provide SmartCard services under the new. GSA
contract, by means of an add-on task order with the Department of Veterans’ Affairs. In spring
of this year, the agency will upgrade to CitiDirect, the SmartCard system’s web-based, real-time
system. Implementation and training are planned for February or March of 1999.

The Office’s employee manual will be revised to incorporate additional information,
including the Office’s flexiplace, travel and e-mail policies and procedures.
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AWARDS AND SETTLEMENTS APPROPRIATION

Section 415 of the CAA established "an account of the Office in the Treasury of the
United States for the payment of awards and settlements .- . under this Act," and further -
authorized to be appropriated "such sums as may be necessary to pay such awards and .
settlements.” Section 415 stipulated that awards and settlements under the CAA should only be
paid from that account, which is to be separate from the operating expenses account of the Office
of Compliance established under secnon 305 of the CAA. The Executive Director approves all
such awards.

The Legislative Branch Appropriations Acts of 1996 through 1999 have appropriated
funds for awards and settlements under the CAA. Section 305 of the FY 1999 appropriation bill
contained the following language, which we request be included in each year’s legislative branch
appropriation bill:

i

Such sums as may be necessary are appropriated to the account described in
subsection (a) of section 415 of Public Law 104-1 to pay awards and settlements
as authorized under such subsection.

Awards and settlements are paid by means of a streamlined disbursement process
designed to stringently safeguard the confidentiality of the settlements and the parties involved.
In fact, only one non-Office employee (who has signed a confidentiality agreement) has access to
information about claimants.

In FY 1998, a total of $103,180 was awarded and disbursed under 16 settlements made
under section 415 of the CAA, as compared to $39,429 in FY 1997 under six settlements. In the
first two months of FY 1999, a total of $9,500 has been awarded and disbursed under one
settlement.
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THE OFFICE OF COMPLIANCE’S BUDGET REQUEST FOR FY 2000

The Office of Compliance’s FY 2000 budget request of $2,076,000 reﬂects a $10,000
(-0.5%) decrease from the FY 1999 appropriation of $2,086,000.

Staffing levels are projected at the same level as in FY 1999, as the current staff levels are
adequate to meet the workload described in this justification. However, the Office of the General
Counsel has been using the services of a detailee from the Occupational Safety and Health
Agency. Should OSHA discontinue this arrangement, we would need an additional FTE position
and funding to continue to perform these mission critical functions. Additional staff could also be
required should Congress decide to expand the coverage of employment and safety laws in the
CAA for employees of the General Accounting Office, the Government Printing Office, and the
Library of Congress. Additional requirements, if necessary, will be addressed in a supplemental
request for funding.

Increases in personal services are requested in amounts of $30,000 and $10,400,
respectively, for employee salaries and benefits. This includes a 4.4 percent increase for staff,
which is commensurate with the increases proposed for other federal government employees. In
the event that an increase is authorized for executive schedule employees, the Office is also
requesting a two percent increase for four statutory appointees whose salaries are linked under the
CAA to the executive schedule, section 5316 of'title 5 of the United States Code.

In FY 2000, a decrease of $46,000 is requested in other services for hearings and
mediations, based on our current use of these services. We anticipate that the costs of these
services will approximate the FY 1998 actual costs, unless increased authority is conferred upon
the Office by Congress. This decrease is largely offset by an increase in charges for our
interagency agreement for administrative services.

¢

For the past two fiscal years, the Library has provided the Office with administrative
services provided under an interagency agreement. The services provided under the IAG include
disbursing, payroll, security, and cleaning services. The Library has informed the Office that
charges for these services will increase by $33,500 in FY 1999, largely in payroll and cleaning
CcOsts.

In order to reduce this increased cost, starting in March, 1999, the Office will contract
directly with the National Finance Center to provide payroll services, instead of using the
Library’s services as a middleman. This measure will thus reduce the cost for these services by
$10,000 in FY 2000. InFY 2000, a net increase of $24,000 is therefore requested for funding of
the IAG with the Library.

A decrease of $16,000, or 50 percent, is requested in printing and reproduction, due
primarily to the Office’s use of the services of the Government Printing Office. Expenditures in
this object class are projected to be less in FY 2000 than in the current fiscal year because they
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are higher when a new Congress is provided with Office publications, including the Guide fo the
Congressional Accountability Act resource manual.

An increase of $13,000 is requested ‘foi"phone lines and maintenance, based on FY 1998
actual expenditures. Actual costs were higher than anticipated in FY 1998 because the agency
had erroneously been undercharged for phone charges under the GSA WITS contract in prior
years. ‘ ‘ N

A decrease of $7,000 in travel, based on FY 1998 actual expenditures, is largely offset by
an increase of $5,000 based on an anticipated increase in Board travel. Three new Board, -
members will be appointed by Congress during FY 1999, and the terms of the Chair of the Board
and the fifth Board member expire in FY 2000. We antlcxpate increased travel for meetings for
the new Board. .

Central filing systems have been established and paper flow procedures streamlined. For
these reasons, we anticipate a net decrease of $13,000 in supplies. In addition, a decrease of
$12,000 is requested for equipment in FY 2000, as our year 2000 compliance goals will have
been fulfilled with appropriate hardware and software upgrades by then. However, a small
increase of $2,000 is requested in FY 2000 for charges for cell phones.

A note we have mentioned in previous requests bears repetition here. Since its inception,
the Office has been located in the Adams building of the Library of Congress. Pursuant to an
agreement with the Library, the space was expanded to accommodate our initial operations. On
the basis of this occupancy, no additional funding for moving expenses, rent, utilities, or system
and phone wiring has been included in this request. If the Office is required to relocate in FY
2000, additional funding will be sought in a supplemental request.

OVERVIEW OF FISCAL YEAR 2000 BUDGET REQUEST

The Congressional Budget Office (CBO) is requesting $26,821,000 for its operations in fiscal year
2000, a 4.5 percent increase over the agency's fiscal year 1999 appropriation, with no increase in
staff. This budget request reflects a 6 percent increase in personnel spending that is partially offset
by a 9 percent drop in spending for automated data processing (ADP), updates to computer systems,
and purchases of data. Administrative spending increases by 2 percent in this budget, less than
inflation. Specifically, this fiscal year 2000 request:

Funds 232 full-time-equivalent positions (FTEs);

Provides a 4.4 percent across-the-board pay adjustment and merit increases costing
2.0 percent of CBO's total pay base;

Includes language that would grant the Director the authority to pay employees lump-
sum bonuses to reward extraordinary performance and enhance recruitment;

Contains a 9 percent reduction in spending for ADP, computer systems, data, and
model development due in part to the transfer of several mainframe applications to
a less expensive service provider and in part to a small drop in the anticipated
demand for system updates; and

Supports a workload of 15 studies and mandated reports, 21 papers and
memorandums, and almost 2,000 legislative cost estimates and mandate cost
statements. In addition to thesc visible work products, the number of informal
requests for immediate analytical assistance to the Congress continues to grow.

This request is designed to allow CBO to maintain its current workload. We continue to be
concemned about our ability to offer the salaries and benefits needed to attract and retain employees
in today's tight labor market. We believe that a bonus program is critical to improving our
competitiveness with other federal employers and with the non-government employers with whom
CBO competes for professional and management talent.
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OVERVIEW OF CBO'S ROLE

The Congressional Budget Act of 1974 established CBO as a nonpartisan Congressional support
agency. Its mandate is to be analytically precise, professional, and nonpartisan in providing the
Congress with information on matters of budgetary and fiscal policy.

In addition to the work products specified in the act (including scorekeeping, five-year cost
estimates of reported bills, and five-year projections of new budget authority, outlays, and revenues),
the Congressional Budget Office has three principal statutory tasks: to provide information to the
two Budget Committees on all matters within their jurisdiction and such further reports "as may be
necessary and appropriate”; to provide information to the appropriating and tax committees on
request; and, on request of any other committees, to provide information compiled for the budget,
tax, and appropriating committees plus, "to the extent practicable,” additional requested information.

The Budget Enforcement Act of 1990 assigned CBO additional statutory tasks, which the
Balanced Budget Act of 1997 extended through 2002. Three times a year, CBO must report whether
a sequestration of budgetary resources will be necessary to adhere to the caps on discretionary
appropriations or to the pay-as-you-go requirement for legislation that deals with direct spending or
receipts. Also, as soon as practicable after the Congress completes action on an appropriation bill
or on any legislation affecting direct spending or receipts, CBO must provide the Office of
Management and Budget with a cost estimate. The Director of CBO is also responsible for alerting
the Congress to a recession or downturn in the economy that might warrant a suspension of the
current budget procedures.

The Unfunded Mandates Reform Act of 1995 imposed three additional duties on the
Congressional Budget Office. First, CBO is required to analyze all new, reported legislation and
prepare expanded cost estimates (called cost statements) for bills that impose mandates on state and
local governments that would entail direct compliance costs of more than $50 million in any year.
The agency must do the same for bills that impose mandates on the private sector that would require
more than $100 million a year in direct costs to implement (with exceptions for certain types of
mandates, such as legislation enforcing constitutional rights or prohibitions against discrimination).
Second, upon request, CBO must help committees analyze the budgetary or financial impact of
legislation affecting state and local governments or the private sector, including benefits and
macroeconomic effects. Third, also upon request, CBO must undertake studies of legislative
proposals containing federal mandates on either the public or private sector.

CBO'S ACCOMPLISHMENTS DURING FISCAL YEAR 1998

During fiscal year 1998, CBO continued its primary task of supporting the Congress in developing
abudget resolution and in formulating and enacting spending and authorizing legislation. In addition
to the priority given to sustaining a balanced federal budget, legislative initiatives with a significant
impact on the CBO workload included transportation reauthorization, the proposed tobacco
settlement, patients' rights proposals, long-term options for the Social Security system, fundamental
tax reform, military compensation, and a comparison of federal and private-sector employee benefits.
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The Congress continued to debate changes to the budget process that could have a major
impact on the federal budget, all of which require CBO's input. As noted above, the Unfunded
Mandates Reform Act, which took effect on January 1, 1996, placed significant new requirements
on CBO. The agency continues to provide the estimates required by that law in a timely manner.

As requested by the House Committee on Appropriations, CBO prepared a five-part report
on its estimating and forecasting procedures and their accuracy. This review covered a comparison
of outlay estimates with actual expenditures for all appropriation accounts; a comparison of estimates
of tax revenues (and their underlying assumptions) with actual revenues resulting from changes in
federal tax law going back to 1978; a detailed explanation of discrepancies in estimates of the budget
deficit or surplus for the past five years; a detailed explanation of all economic models used by CBO
to prepare its estimates; and a detailed description of CBO's guidelines for creating, reviewing, and
disseminating its analyses. That report was submitted to the Congressional leadership and the
budget, financing, and appropriations committees in July 1998.

During calendar year 1998, CBO's Budget Analysis Division prepared close to 700 formal
cost estimates and even more informal estimates for legislative proposals. Legislative efforts with
a significant budgetary impact included the Transportation Equity Act for the 21st Century,
restructuring and reform of the Internal Revenue Service, reform of higher education, defense
authorization, reducing tobacco consumption, and emergency supplemental appropriations. The
division prepared outlay estimates for appropriation bills, from subcommittee markup through
conference agreements, and reviewed all reported bills and legislative proposals for possible
intergovernmental mandates. The division also compiled all of its outlay estimates for appropriation
bills for fiscal years 1993 through 1997 and compared them with the actual expenditures. That
information was included ‘in the five-part report requested by the House Committee on
Appropriations.

In addition to providing the Congress with regular analyses and projections of the U.S.
economy, the Macroeconomic Analysis Division prepared reports and testimony on subjects that
included long-term budgetary pressures, the potential macroeconomic effects of the Economic
Growth Act of 1998, and the privatization of Social Security. The division also prepared a report
describing all of the economic models it uses to develop its macroeconomic estimates for the House
Committee on Appropriations.

Along with its regular revenue scorekeeping reports and revenue cost estimates, the Tax
Analysis Division published studies on fundamental tax reform, policy changes affecting spending
for low-income families not receiving cash welfare, and federal tax liabilities by income category
and family type. The division also prepared a report on projecting féderal tax revenues and the effect
of changes in tax law for the House Committee on Appropriations. In response to the larger-than-
estimated growth in federal revenues, the division devoted significant resources to analyzing the
unforeseen revenue surge and to determining what portion was a permanent rather than a temporary

changc.

CBO's four program divisions—Natural Resources and Commerce, Health and Human
Resources, National Security, and Special Studies—continued to assist the Congress in focusing its
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debate by organizing and presenting analyses and testimonies that outlined the programmatic and
budgetary effects of numerous policy options and alternatives. The subjects of those analyses
included the budgetary effects of reforming natural disaster insurance, the budgetary and policy
implications of selling power generation and transmission assets, reauthorization of Superfund,
competition in the automated teller machine (ATM) market, the long-term economic effects of
federal spending on infrastructure, and the innovative financing of highways.

Extensive support also continued on a broad range of health policy topics and human
resource proposals, including the legislative proposals to reduce tobacco consumption (especially
among teenagers), proposals to expand patients' rights, the effects of proposals to reform Medicare
and Medicaid, ways to finance Medicare over the long term as the baby-boom generation retires, the
distributional issues raised by the Social Security Advisory Council's proposals to reform Social
Security, and the effects of federal spending for education and training on the productmty of the
U.S. workforce.

Among the defense budget issues analyzed by CBO in fiscal year 1998 were retail activities
at military bases, national and theater missile defenses, tactical aviation programs, unmanned aerial
vehicle programs, and base closures and realignment.

General government and budget process issues that were addressed in the past year included
the line-item veto, capital budgeting, the budgetary treatment of mandated retirement contributions,
a comparison of federal and private-sector benefits, federally guaranteed student loans, and the dollar
coin. - .

In fulfilling the requirements of the Unfunded Mandates Reform Act, the program divisions
completed about 520 private-sector mandate statements in calendar year 1998. Overall, about 70
statements found that the bill contained a private-sector mandate as defined by the act, and about 19
percent of those mandates were judged to cause a private-sector cost in excess of the threshold value
of $100 million in any of the first five years the bill would be in effect.

On the electronic front, the agency continued its efforts to upgrade its network infrastructure
to improve speed, reliability, and security.. Specifically, CBO improved the functionality of its
World Wide Web site.. Visitors to the site's "Cost Estimates" section can now search for bills that
have a pay-as-you-go impact and search for cost estimates by budget function. In addition, the
ListServer feature now automatically notifies subscribers when a relevant cost estimate is posted.
As requested by the House Committee on Appropnatlons, the CBO site includes an index of the
agency’s work since 1975 .

fiscat year 1998, CBO 51gn1ﬁca.ntly increased the resources dcvoted to addressmg the
so-called year 2000 (Y2K) problem. The agency identified 11 systems that are critical to its mission.
Of those systems, eight were renovated. Final testing will be completed by March 1999, In addition,
all CBO staff were asked to test and certify the Y2K status of their individual computer systems and
associated applications by December 15, 1998.

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CBO also introduced an Intranet to help disseminate information and improve
communication among staff members. In addition, the Intranet provides centralized access to the
House Intranet, several subscription information sources, and online software technical assistance.

CBO's actual spending in fiscal year 1998 showed significant variances (defined as the greater of
$100,000 or 10 percent) from its spending plan in just three areas. Printing costs were $155,000
below the planned amount, primarily the result of publishing five fewer studies than originally
anticipated. Spending for other services was $294,000 (15 percent) below the budgeted amount
because of a 20 percent drop in the demand for updates to ADP systems and data. Finally, spending
for ADP hardware and software was 12 percent ($104,000) below the budgeted amount because two
large projects—wiring the network and upgrading the collection management system in the CBO
library—were completed for less than their estimated costs.

The fiscal year 1999 estimate presented here has no significant variance from CBO's original
request in any area. :

CBO'S GOALS FOR FISCAL YEAR 2000

A major focus of CBO's work during fiscal year 2000 will be to provide analytic support and
technical assistance to the Congress as it prepares legislation for the fiscal year 2001 budget. Those
efforts will include developing short-term economic forecasts and medium-term economic
assumptions, 10-year baseline budget projections, cost estimates for authorization and direct
spending legislation, outlay estimates for appropriation bills, and analytic studies of policy issues
of particular concem to the Congress.

Long-term budgetary pressures, especially those facing Social Security, Medicare, and
Medicaid, are expected to be a major concern of the 106th Congress in fiscal year 2000. Those
issues, and understanding the economic forces affecting the financial markets and international trade,
will set the agenda and priorities for CBO's analytic work during the year. The agency will continue
to review its estimating results with the goal of improving the accuracy of its estimates. CBO will
also continue to make its methodology available to the widest possible andience.

CBO expects a continuing interest in the Congress for information on the cost of federal
mandates affecting state and local governments and the private sector. Legislation is likely to be
introduced during 1999 to apply new procedural constraints on the consideration of private-sector
mandates in the Congress and to expand the type of cost information that CBO provides for such
mandates. If that legislation is enacted, CBO's goal will be to provide the required information in
a timely manner with its existing resources. - ‘

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STAFFING AND ORGANIZATIONAL CHANGES

In 1998, three new Assistant Directors joined the CBO executive staff. On February 24, 1998,
Christopher Jehn was named Assistant Director for National Security. Chris is a well-known defense
expert and manager who most recently served as the Executive Director for the National Defense
Panel. He has worked for the Center for Naval Analyses and for the Institute for Defense Analyses,
served as the Assistant Secretary of Defense for Force Management and Personnel, and was Senior
Vice President for ICF Kaiser International, Inc. He pursued his doctoral studies in economics at
the University of Chicago.

On March 3, 1998, David M. Delquadro was selected to be the néw Assistant Director for
Administration and Information. David began his federal career as a management intern at the
Environmental Protection Agency. He joined CBO in 1975 as a program analyst for employee
compensation issues and served as CBO Personnel Officer starting in 1989. He eammed an MLA. in
€conomics from the University of California at Berkeley.

And on October 26, 1998, G. Thomas Woodward joined CBO as the new Assistant Director
for Tax Analysis. Tom has spcntthepast 16 years at the Congressional Research Service, where he
specialized in fiscal, monetary, and macroeconomic issues. He was most recently head of the
Income, Finance, and Housing Section of the CRS Economics Division. Tom has also served as
chief economist for the minority staff of the House Committee on the Budget and as an economist
with the General Accounting Office. He has a master's and a doctoral degree in economics from
Brown University.

The fiscal year 2000 budget request does not.assume any changes in the staffing level of the
Congressional Budget Office. However, June E. O'Neill has announced that she will not seek a
second four-year term as Director of the agency. She plans to depart at the end of January 1999 after
she presents CBO's new economic and budget baseline to the Congress. Until a new Director is
appointed, the Deputy Director will serve as the Acting Director.

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THE BUDGET ANALYSIS DIVISION

The Budget Analysis Division, which is CBO's largest unit, develops cost estimates and spending
projections. It maintains current tabulations of Congressional spending actions (scorekeeping),
prepares cost estimates for bills reported by authorizing committees, prepares outlay estimates for
" appropriation bills and for other legislation providing new budget authority, projects budget authority
and outlays for the coming [0 years under current policies, and estimates the costs of federal
mandates on state, local, and tribal governments. The division also prepares many cost estimates for
possible amendments, legislative proposals, or spending options as requested by the Budget and
- Appropriations Committees, other committees of the Congress, and individual Members.

The Budget Analysis Division analyzes the spending estimates submitted by the
Administration and prepares an annual report to the Appropriations Committees on the President's
budget. As part of that analysis, it provides the Budget, Appropriations, and authorizing committees
with detailed computer runs comparing the baseline budget projections, the President's budget, and
the CBO reestimate of the budget.

The division prepares much of CBO's annual report on the economic and budget outlook and
contributes estimates to other CBO reports, including the budget reduction options report and policy
studies undertaken by other divisions. It is also responsible for the three annual sequestration reports
required by the Balanced Budget and Emergency Deficit Control Act.

ACCOMPLISHMENT

The Budget Analysis Division prepared close to 700 formal cost estimates during calendar year 1998
and even more informal estimates for proposals or options being considered by the Congress.
Legislation with a significant budgetary impact included the Transportation Equity Act for the 21st
Century, the Internal Revenue Service Restructuring and Reform Act, the Higher Education
Amendments of 1998, the Strom Thurmond National Defense Authorization Act, and the Omnibus
Consolidated and Emergency Supplemental Appropriations Act. In addition, the Congress
considered but did not enact bills relating to tobacco, health insurance, and financial services. All
formal cost estimates completed in 1998 were posted on CBO's World Wide Web site, which allows
users to find cost estimates for a particular committee, bill number, subject area, or budget function
and to identify all estimates with a pay-as-you-go impact. The staff of the division met frequently
with committee staff to brief them on cost estimates and other budgetary topics. The division also
helped the Budget Committees develop a Congressional budget resolution for fiscal year 1999.

The division prepared outlay estimates for appropriation bills for fiscal years 1998 and 1999
at all stages of the legislative process, beginning with subcommittee markups and ending with
conference agreements. The State and Local Government Cost Estimates Unit reviewed reported
bills and other legislative proposals to determine whether they contained intergovernmental
mandates as defined in the Unfunded Mandates Reform Act. In 64 cases, the unit determined that
the legislation included one or more intergovernmental mandates and estimated their cost.

At the direction of the House Committee on Appropriations, the division compiled its outlay
estimates for the appropriation bills covering fiscal years 1993 through 1997 and compared them,
account by account, with actual outlays in those years. In aggregate over-the five-year period, CBO's
estimates of outlays for appropriation bills have been almost identical to the actual totals—coming
within 0.1 percent of discretionary outlays during that period. The yearly estimates have been off,
in one direction or another, by an average of less than 0.4 percent.

The division prepared a number of statements for testimony by the CBO Director and Deputy
Director before Congressional committees during the past year on subjects including the economic
and budget outlook and the Unfunded Mandates Reform Act. Division staff testified on- four
occasions before Congressional committees.

ERIORITIES FOR THE BUDGET ANALYSIS DIVISION IN FISCAL YEAR 2000

The primary objective of the Budget Analysis Division during fiscal year 2000 will be to provide
‘technical assistance and analytical support to the Congress in its work on the fiscal year 2001 budget.
That effort will include the preparation of baseline budget projections, cost estimates for
authorization and direct spending legislation, and outlay estimates for appropriation bills. As always,
the division's major priorities will be determined by the Congressional agenda. The division will
continue to assist the Budget Committees and the Congress as a whole in their efforts to set short-run

. spending priorities and deal with long-term budgetary pressures, especially those facing Social
Security, Medicare, and Medicaid.

The division produces hundreds of written cost estimates throughout the year, presenting the impact
of legislation on both the federal budget and the budgets of state, local, and tribal govemnments. In
fiscal year 1998, the Budget Analysis Division also prepared or played a major role in preparing the
followmg products:

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THE MACROECONOMIC ANALYSIS DIVISION

The Macroeconomic Analysis Division analyzes the U.S. economy, prepares projections of future
economic conditions, and studies how that future could be affected by different economic
developments or policies. The economic projections serve both Budget Committees in developing
the concurrent resolutions on the budget and the entire Congress as it considers and passes the
budget. The division's analyses focus on such issues as inflation, employment, production, incomes,
international economic affairs, and financial markets as well as the interaction of those issues with
the federal budget. Although CBO does not have its own large-scale economic model, its forecasts
and analyses are based on information from the major economic models and other forecasting
services that are available commercially and in the academic world, along with the advice of a
distinguished panel of advisers who represent a wide spectrum of economic views.

In fiscal year 1998, the Macroeconomic Analysis Division provided regular economic forecasts and
detailed analyses of the state of the economy and the Administration’s economic forecast to the
House and Senate Budget Committees as well as to other Congressional committees.

The division prepared a number of major reports, testimonies, and letters to Members of
Congress on subjects that included long-term budgetary pressures and privatization of Social
Security. It also completed a substantial amount of technical economic analysis that is aimed at
increasing economists' understanding of the issues surrounding Social Security reform.

The division's main priority for fiscal year 2000 will continue to be that of providing authoritative
views of the economic outlook for the Budget Committees (as explicitly mandated by the Balanced
Budget Act) and conducting analyses of important policy issues for those and other committees.

In the light of the recent turmoil in international and domestic financial markets, the division
will continue to focus resources on issues related to financial markets and international trade. Social
Security reform is likely to remain at the forefront of policy interest, and the division will continue
to devote a substantial amount of time to analyzing the effects of privatizing Social Security on
capital formation and growth.



The division's products include a macroeconomic forecast prepared twice yearly, studies of specific
economic issues requested by Congressional committees, and regular economic analyses in support
- of the budgetary analyses prepared by other CBO divisions.

The Tax Analysis Division is responsible for providing baseline projections of tax receipts for CBO's
10-year budget projections; estimating the budgetary effects of legislation dealing with customs
duties, fees, and penalties; studying tax expenditures; analyzing the effects of changes in tax law on
the economy and taxpayers' behavior; and estimating the distribution of federal taxes among
taxpayers. Work under way focuses on consumption taxes, environmental taxes, the economic .
effects of tax-based incentives to save and invest, and, more generally, the effects of taxes on
ecohomic activity and taxpayers' behavior. .

In fiscal year 1998, the division prepared CBO's baseline revenue estimates and responded to
requests from Congressional staff for a wide range of background material on revenue estimates and
other tax matters. It provided cost estimates of all trade-related bills with significant effects on
revenues. In cooperation with the Budget Analysis Division, the Tax Analysis Division maintained
the bill-by-bill Congressional scorekeeping system for all legislation with budgetary effects reported
out of committee.

The Tax Analysis Division will continue to have two main priorities in fiscal year 2000: providing
CBO baseline revenue projections to the Congress and (in cooperation with the Joint Committee on
Taxation) preparing the analyses requested by the Congress on tax-related issues. The division will
also continue to work with the Joint Committee on Taxation and the Department of the Treasury to
develop and implement new methods for estimating the effects of recently enacted tax legislation
on receipts. In addition, the division will continue to prepare studies and papers about tax issues of
interest to the Congress.

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THE PROGRAM DIVISIONS

CBO's four program divisions—Natural Resources and Commerce, Health and Human Resources,
National Security, and Special Studies—respond to requests from almost every Congressional
committee for analyses of issues and options. Those analyses enable the Congress to forecast the
consequences of legislation before it is enacted. CBO's responses include formal and informal
estimates of the costs of a program and the effects on program participants, short-term policy
analyses of specific provisions of proposed legislation, testimony at Congressional hearings, and
longer-term analyses of broad issue areas that may result in published reports.

In addition, all of the program divisions provide information and analyses essential to the
budgetary and bill cost estimates prepared by the Budget Analysis, Macroeconomic Analysis, and
Tax Analysis Divisions. Program analysts also write many of the sections of CBO's annual report
on options for reducing federal spending.

Natural Resources and Commerce Division: This division serves the Congress on issues relating
to agriculture, energy and natural resources, the environment, financial institutions, industry
and trade, public works infrastructure, telecommunications and information policy, research
and development (R&D), technology, and the general functioning of private market
activities. It also examines the potential impact on the private sector of federal mandates and
regulations in those subject areas.

Health and Human Resources Division: This division provides analyses of program and budget
issues in the areas of health, income security, education, employment and training, housing,
and social services. It also examines the potential impact on the private sector of proposed
federal mandates in those subject areas.

National Security Division: This division's analyses examine issues and legislation concerning
military manpower, general-purpose and strategic forces, operation and maintenance, and
other programs related to national defense. The division also addresses questions related to
international security and veterans' affairs.

Special Studies Division: This division analyzes issues related to federal personnel; general govern-

: ment; the administration of justice; budget process, concepts, and accounting; federal

financial operations and management; and federal credit policies, including government-

sponsored enterprises, loans, guarantees, insurance, and contingent liabilities. It also

examines the potential impact on the private sector of federal mandates in legislation
reported by several Congressional committees.



The accomplishments of the program divisions include the following:

Natural Resources and Commerce Division

During fiscal year 1998, this division provided information in many forms to the committees with
jurisdiction in its program areas. The division also coordinated with and provided input to other
CBO divisions in their support of the Congress. Furthermore, it prepared a substantial number of
private-sector mandate statements.

Agriculture: Consulted frequently with staff of the Senate Committee on
Agriculture on federal crop insurance and other farm issues.

Disaster Assistance: Worked with other CBO staff to analyze budgetary and
private-sector effects of reforming natural disaster insurance. Briefed and
consulted with staff of the House Committee on the Budget, the House
Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure, and the House Committee on
Banking and Financial Services.

Energy: Prepared a study on the budgetary and policy implications of selling
power generation and transmission assets that now belong to the federal
government for the House Committee on the Budget (issued in November 1997).
Briefed staff of the House Committee on Resources on federal power issues.
Briefed staff of the House Committez on Commerce on issues relating to
electricity restructuring—oparticularly the role of the independent service operator
and spot markets for electricity. Prepared a memorandum on electricity
deregulation and stranded costs for the House Committee on Commerce (issued
in October 1998).

Environment: Prepared a study on which level of government is best suited to
administer various programs that protect the environment for the Senate
Committee on Environment and Public Works (issued in November 1997).
Briefed the Senate Committee on the Budget and issued a report on federal
spending programs and tax policies that relate to climate change. Briefed the
staff of the House Committee on Resources on the use of the contingent
valuation method to measure environmental costs and benefits. Prepared a paper
on the Environmental Protection Agency's proposed methods of cutting
emissions of nitrogen oxides for the House Committee on Commerce (issued in
June 1998). Assisted the Superfund reauthorization work of the Senate
Committee on Environment and Public Works, the House Committee on
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Commerce, and the House Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure by
analyzing the cost of maintaining a given rate of cleanup activity under various
reauthorization proposals. .

Financial Institutions: Prepared a study on competition in the market for
automated teller machines and ATM services for the Senate Committee on
Banking (issued in July 1998). Presented testimony before the Senate
Committee on Banking regarding ATM charges and competition in the industry
in July 1998. Prepared an extensive private-sector mandate cost analysis of a
bill to modernize regulation of the financial services industry. Ongoing work
supports CBO's estimates of the deposit insurance funds,

ies: Prepared a study on the effects of generic drugs on
phanmaceutical pricing for the Senate Committee on the Budget (issued in July
1997). Supported CBO analyses of the budgetary effects of proposed changes
in the pateat period and regulation of pharmaceuticals. Briefed the Senate
Committee on the Budget regarding pricing and supply. conditions in the
pharmaceutical industry.

Natural Resources: Consulted with staff of the House Committee on Resources
regarding the economic and budgetary effects of reducing royalties on oil and
gas taken from federal lands. Briefed staff of the Senate Committee on
Governmental Affairs on an analysis of proposals to reform current court-
administered procedures for compensating owners of land that is devalued
because of government regulatory actions. The CBO study analyzing these so-
called regulatory takings will be released.in late December 1998.

i ation: Prepared a study on the long-term
economic eﬁ'ects of federal spendmg on mﬁ-asu-uctm'e and other investments for
the Senate Comnmittee on the Budget (issued in June 1998). Prepared a study on
innovative financing of highways for the Senate Committee on Environment and
Public Works (issued in January 1998). Ongoing work supports budgetary
analysis of transportation issues (such as the solvency of Amtrak) and provides
more in-depthranalysis of innovative approaches to financing highways. Updated
CBO's database on federal and state spending on public infrastructure and drafied .
a report on the subject.

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° Research and Development and Science: Provided support to the House Budget
Committee in examining the budget and program of the National Aeronautics
and Space Administration as well as the weather satellites of the National
Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration. Ongoing work focuses on the role of
R&D spending in reducing the deficit.

P:epared a study on federal subsidies

of advanced telecommmcanons for schools, libraries, and health care providers
(issued in January 1998). Ongoing analysis examines alternative fees that may
be applied for use of the electromagnetic spectrum, including fees applied to
governmental users (requested by the Senate Committee on the Budget and
scheduled for release in fiscal year 1999).

itivene jcy: Prepared a study on the uses
of a.nudumpmg actlons by the Umted Staws and other countries at the request of
the House Committee on Ways and Means (issued in June 1998). Analyzed the
effects on the U.S. economy of trade sanctions at the request of the House
Committee on International Relations. The division delivered testimony on the
effects of trade sanctions before that committee in June 1998 and expects to issue
the results of the analysis early in fiscal year 1999.

The division's analysts read every bill that may affect natural resources and commerce subject areas
and, if the bill appears to contain a private-sector mandate, analyze the potential cost. In all, the
division completed private-sector mandate statements for about 320 of the roughly 520 pieces of
legislation that the program divisions reviewed in calendar year 1998 and analyzed several additional
pieces of legislation that did not praceed to formal consideration on the floor of one of the Houses.
Overall, about 40 statements prepared by the division found that a bill contained a private-sector
mandate as defined by the act.

The division prepared testimony for the House Committee on Rules on CBO's activities
under the Unfunded Mandates Reform Act and legislative proposals to expand the mandate
statements. Jim Blum, CBO's Deputy Director, delivered the testimony in October 1997. Related
testimony was presented to the Senate Committee on the Budget in February 1998 and to the Senate
Committee on Governmental Affairs in June 1998.

Health and Human Resources Division

In fiscal year 1998, the division undertook a number of activities to assist the Congress as it
considered major legislative proposals in the areas of health policy and human resource policy. In
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addition, the division analyzed the impact on the private sector of about 60 bills and other legislative
proposals being considered by the Congress.

Health Policy

The major focal points for the division's health policy agenda in 1998 were legislative proposals to
reduce tobacco consumption, especially among teenagers; initiatives to expand protection for people
enrolled in managed care and other types of health plans; and approaches to resolving the financing
crisis in Medicare. The division's staff provided extensive technical assistance to Congressional staff
and the Budget Analysis Division in these and other areas. Specifically:

o]

The Health and Human Resources Division analyzed the budgetary and other
policy implications of a variety of proposals that would impose restrictions on
the manufacture, promotion, and sale of tobacco products, including requiring
substantial payments from tobacco manufacturers to the federal government.
The staff provided detailed analyses of the impact of such provisions on the
incidence of teen smoking, the total consumption of cigarettes, and the net
payments that might be expected as consumption patterns adjust to the rising
price of cigarettes. They also worked closely with the Joint Committee on
Taxation in estimating the federal savings and other effects of those proposals.

The division's staff led the CBO team that estimated the budgetary and health
policy effects of patients' rights proposals and the costs that the federal mandates
in those proposals would impose on the private sector. The proposals would
provide members of health plans and insured individuals with new rights to
obtain certain health services and would impose new requirements on health
plans and health insurance issuers to be more accountable for the quality of care.
The staff provided extensive consultation to the Congress on the impact of -
alternative provisions, including mechanisms to allow patients to appeal

.decisions made by their health plans regarding payment-for services and the

elimination of the exemption from state liability laws for health plans subject to
ERISA (the Employee Retirement Income Secunty Act).

The staff analyzed the federal savings and other pollcy lmphcahons of a variety

- of Medicare proposals, including alternative approaches for redesigning cost

sharing in Medicare's fee-for-service sector, modification of Medicare's benefits
to include prescription drugs, and prefunding approaches for longer-term
Medicare reform. Some of that work was in support of the National Bipartisan
Commission on the Future of Medicare. The staff also assessed the likely effects
on Medicare beneficiaries and health plans of the changes in Medicare's risk-
based sector resulting from the Balanced Budget Act.

The division's staff provided technical assistance to Hill staff and others on the
implementation of the State Children's Health Insurance Program. An analysis
teviewed how the program might work, how many children might gain coverage,
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and the responses of the states. Assistance was also provided on allocation
formulas to distribute federal funding among the states.

The division produced several formal products in the health area. Topics
included Medicare's financing problems over the long term with the retirement
of the baby-boom generation, options for expanding health insurance coverage
through Medicare buy-ins, proposals to subsidize health insurance for the
unemployed, expanding health insurance coverage for children under the State
Children's Health Insurance Program, and analysis of the proposed tobacco
settlement. Staff also produced estimates of the potential private-sector impact
of mandates arising from proposed legislation affecting patients' rights and the
tobacco mdustry

Human Resource Policy

The division also made significant contributions to the work of Congressional staff and the Budget
Analysis Division on a number of human resource topics.

o

Division staff provided technical assistance in analyzing several proposals in the
income security area. Topics included the likely consequences of raising the age
of earliest eligibility in Social Security, distributional issues raised by the Social
Security Advisory Council's proposals to reform Social Security, the budgetary
impact of proposals to alter benefit and revenue pro\nsxons of the unemployment
insurance program, and the future premium income of the Pension Benefit
Guaranty Corporation.

The division's staff analyzed several education and labor-market topics,
including the effects of federal spending for education and training on the
productivity of the U.S. workforce, the use of market-based mechanisms to
reduce the cost of loans in the federal student loan program, the costs and effects
of proposed changes in the Pell Grant program, and the economic impact of
increasing the federal minimum wage.

- Formal products in the human resource area dealt with the economic effects of

federal spending in education and training, the use of auctions to reduce the cost
of the Federal Family Education Loan program, ways to slow the long-term
growth in Social Security spending, and private-sector mandate statements for
bills and other proposals in several human resource areas, including workplace

. regulation, labor/management relations, education, welfare, and social services.
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National Security Division

In fiscal year 1998, the National Security Division provided information on budget issues relating
to defense and veterans® affairs.to various Congressional committees and subcommittees, especially
the Budget, Armed Services/National Security, Foreign Relations/International Relations, and
Veterans Affairs’ Committees. Some of the division's work involved informal assistance. For
example, members of the division supported Congressional staff in assessing proposals about
national and theater missile defenses, tactical aviation programs, military compensation, and

- environmental programs. They also reviewed bills dealing with national security, international
affairs, and veterans' benefits for the presence of private-sector mandates.

In 1998, a division representative testified on the retail activities of the Department of
Defense before the Morale, Welfare, and Recreation Panel of the House Committee on National
Security. The division completed a number of written studies and papers, including an analysis of
the costs and benefits of retail activities at military bases, a review of unmanned aerial vehicle
programs, an analysis of Advanced Concept Technology Demonstration pmgrams and a review of

. an Administration report on base closures and rcahgnment

Special Studies Division

In fiscal year 1998, the division provided information to various Congressional committees on
budget process, accounting, federal statistics, and personnel issues. In addition, it worked
collaboratively with other Congressional support and executive branch agencies.

The division took the lead in preparing testimony on the line-item veto, budgeting for
insurance, and budgeting for emergency spending, and in preparing statements for the President's
Commission to Study Capital Budgeting and a conference on Appraising Fannie Mae and Freddie
Mac. It also prepared private-sector mandate statements.

In addition, the division wrote reports, .analyses, and memorandums on unauthorized
-appropriations and expiring authorizations, a comparison of federal and private-sector employee
benefits, trends in federal employment, volatility in appropriations, government-sponsored
enterprises, budgeting for contingencies, the treatment of software in the national income and
product accounts, the budgetary treatment of mandated retirement contributions made by employees
. and employers, the dollar coin, employee benefits in the national accounts, federally guaranteed
student loans, and the line-item veto.

The Special Studies Di\;ision also. provided staff ass1stance to the .Federal Accounting
Standards Advisory Board, the General Accounting Office, and the Congressional Research Service.



Priorities for the program divisions for fiscal year 2000 include the following:

Natural Resources and Commerce Division

The division will continue to meet the requests of committees and to support other CBO divisions
in the subject areas it has covered in the past, although the relative emphasis on various topics may
change. It also expects the workload under the provisions of the Unfunded Mandates Reform Act
to continue to be demanding. Specifically, the division will examine all legislation to see whether
it contains a private-sector mandate. If so, it will analyze the expected private-sector costs for all
areas under the division's purview.

The division expects that the Congress will place increased emphasis on knowing the likely
costs and benefits associated with legislation and accompanying regulations. In particular, it may
request more information about the potential effects of reduced federal activity in some areas—with
the possibility that, in some instances, the activity will shift to other government entities or to the
private sector and that, in other instances, the activity may decline or be eliminated. A number of
governmental activities may be considered for privatization or for sale (as in the case of auctioning
licenses at the Federal Communications Commission or ending federal ownership of facilities that
generate electric power). The division expects to supply analyses of the efficiency changes of such
proposals as well as their potential effects on the federal budget.

Health and Human Resources Division

During fiscal year 2000, the division will continue to provide analytic support to Congressional
committees and other CBO divisions on issues of immediate legislative and budgetary concern.
Social Security reform is likely to continue to be a major focus of the Congress, and the division
expects to analyze a variety of specific provisions in proposed reform packages. Topics are likely
to include aspects of both retirement and disability policy, interactions between proposed changes
in Social Security and the Supplemental Security Income program, and interactions between Social
Security and private pensions. Similarly, the division's health policy agenda will have as one focus
long-term Medicare reforms. Topics are likely to include the prefunding of Medicare, restructuring
Medicare cost sharing and modifying the role of Medigap insurance to promote the efficient use of
resources, the use of the Federal Employees Health Benefit Program as a model for Medicare reform,
and options for broader access to coverage and services (such as prescription drugs and long-term
care services). Another health policy focal point is likely to be additional efforts to expand coverage
of the uninsured and those with inadequate insurance. Other areas of focus in the division are
expected to include an examination of the effects of state welfare reform initiatives as data on the
results of those policies become more plentiful; the effectiveness of federal education and training
policies in improving the productivity of the workforce; and the costs and other effects on the private
sector of proposed federal legislation in the division's areas of expertise.
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National Security Division

The division expects no change in fiscal year 2000 to its basic mission: supplying high-quality,
timely information on budget issues relating to defense and veterans’ affairs at the request of
Congressional committees of jurisdiction. The division will continue to analyze options that can
improve the efficiency and effectiveness of defense programs within overall fiscal constraints.
Ongoing work about the adequacy of funding for the Defense Department's plans, military
compensation and benefits, peace operations, nuclear weapons safeguards, and the extension of
federal employee health benefits to military retirees and dependents will be completed. New studies
will include analyses in the areas of military remement, the military health care system, and alliance
relations and burdensharing.

Special Studies Division

For fiscal year 2000, the division will continue to provide the Congress with information on
allocating and controlling federal resources. Studies and reports will focus on budget process
reform, compensation of federal civilian employees, the financing of federal pensions, the
administration of justice, government-sponsored enterprises, the budgetary effects of coin and
currency, supplemental appropriations, financial- reporting by federal agencies, unauthorized
appropriations and expiring authorizations, costs and other effects on the private sector of proposed
legislation, and the federally guaranteed student loan program.

The CBO support function is centered in the Administration and Information Division (AID). It
handles communications with the Congress, state and local governments, nongovernmental
organizations, the news media, and the public. The division is also responsible for all aspects of
editing, producing, and distributing CBO's work products.

In addition, the division provides all central administrative support services for CBO,
‘including personnel, financial management, ADP, contracting and procurement, library services,
facilities management, and coordination with other Congressional support agencies.

CBO launched a World Wide Web site (http://www.cbo.gov) in September 1997. Responding to
suggestions from Budget Committee staff, CBO made several improvements in the functionality of
its Web site. It expanded the "Cost Estimates" section, thus enabling visitors to search for bills that
have a pay-as-you-go impact. In addition, since mid-November 1998, visitors can search for cost
estimates by budget function as well as by subject and bill number. Finally, the ListServer feature
was enhanced to notify subscribers interested in a particular budget function when a relevant cost
‘estimate is posted. : :

At the end of the fiscal year, CBO's Web site contained almost 1,000 documents, including
reports, studies, papers, memorandums, testimony, unfunded mandate cost statements, and federal
bill cost estimates. The site also features special analyses such as the Monthly Budget Review and
the Current Status of Discretionary Appropriations reports. CBO's first priority is to publish on the
Web site all of the material it is currently producing. As time and resources permit, earlier
documents are being added to the site. At the request of the House Committee on Appropriations,
the site now includes an index of the agency's work since 1975.

Designing, developing, implementing, and maintaining a Web site requires a commitment
of considerable resources. CBO is operating its Web server in-house, which has required it to
purchase (or lease) the hardware, software, and Internet connection. In addition, CBO must devote
two FTE employees to operate, maintain, and further develop the site.

In fiscal year 1998, CBO devoted a significant amount of resources to upgrading its computer
network. That effort included replacing all of the network wiring, moving the network servers to
a central location, completely replacing the tape backup and disaster recovery systems, and creating
in-house access to the Internet. As a result, the agency can now take advantage of emerging software
and hardware improvements and boost employee productivity. CBO has also significantly improved
the security of agency data and computer systems.

A significant goal of AID for fiscal year 2000 is to improve the tools available to the agency for
recruiting and retaining the employees needed to fulfill the agency's mission. Maintaining that
workforce has become increasingly difficult over the past few years. Congressional compensation
has continued to fall behind that in the private sector and otber parts of the federal government, and
salary compression has increased with the freeze in the Executive Schedule pay rates. With this
budget request, CBO is proposing language that would grant the Director the authority to pay lump- -
sum performance and recruitment bonuses. All of the legislative and executive agencies that CBO
competes with for employees can pay that type of bonus, and CBO believes that having the authority
to do so is essential to its ability to attract and retain employees. Furthermore, in order to relieve the
growing salary compression, the agency has asked the Budget Committees to raise the pay rates of
the CBO Director and Deputy Director by one level each. That change, if enacted as an amendment
to Title IT of the Congressional Budget and Impoundment Control Act of 1974, would take effect
after the new CBO Director is appointed.

Operating a public Web site has made CBO more aware of the opportunities that Internet
technologies afford for sharing information across computer platforms. That can be particularly
useful in an organization such as CBO, whose basic cutrency is information and whose staff
members use a wide variety of computers and applications to generate that information. The ability
to standardize and share administrative information-and functions electronically is another aspect
- of Internet technologies that CBO might benefit from using. As a result, the agency intends to
expand the Intranet capability that was established in fiscal year 1998. The agency hopes that
additional development will yield significant benefits for internal operations as well as enhance the
services that the agency provides to the Congress.
