5 (1) IN GENERAL.—Notwithstanding any other
6 provision of law, a State or local educational agency

(b) PROHIBITION ON REDUCTION OF GRANT
AMOUNT UNDER IDEA.—The Secretary of Education
may not reduce the amount of a grant to a State under
part B of the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act
(20 U.S.C. 1411 et seq.) by reason of the authority of
a State or local educational agency to transfer funds pur-
suant to subsection (a)(1).

(¢) DEFINITIONS.—In this section:

(1) LOCAL EDUCATIONAL AGENCY.—The term
“local educational agency” has the meaning given
that term in section 14101 of the Elementary and
Secondary Education Act of 1965.

(2) OUTLYING AREA.—The term ‘“‘outlying
area’” has the meaning given that term in section
14101 of the Elementary and Secondary Education
Act of 1965.

(3) STATE.—The term ‘“State” means each of
the 50 States, the District of Columbia, the Com-

monwealth of Puerto Rico, and each outlying area.
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
