more than eight years’’ and inserting ‘‘not to extend4

beyond September 30, 2003’’; and5

(2) by adding at the end the following new sen-6

tence: ‘‘Under the transition plan, the Secretary7

shall ensure that out-of-pocket housing costs for8

members of the uniformed services entitled to the9

basic allowance for housing for military housing10

areas inside the United States do not exceed 7.511

percent of housing costs by the end of fiscal year12
