Section 1001(2) of the Food Security Act of 1985

(7 U.S.C. 1308(2)) is amended by adding at the end the
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following new sentence: “However, during each of crop
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1 years 2001 and 2002, the total amount of such payments

2 may not exceed $150,000 per person.”.
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
