Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Nursing Home Resi-

dent Safety Assurance Act of 20027,
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SEC. 2. CRIMINAL BACKGROUND CHECKS FOR NURSING

FACILITY AND HOME HEALTH CARE AGENCY
PERSONNEL INVOLVED IN INDIRECT PA-
TIENT CARE.

(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 124(a)(1) of the Depart-
ment of Justice Appropriations Act, 1999, as enacted as
part of Public Law 105-277 (112 Stat. 2681-73), is
amended by striking “direct patient care” and inserting
“direct or indirect patient care”.

(b) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendment made by
subsection (a) shall apply to requests made on or after
the date that is 30 days after the date of the enactment

of this Act.
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
