(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 7401(3) of title 38,
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United States Code, is amended by striking “who hold di-

7405(a) of such title is amended—
(1) in paragraph (1)(B), by striking “‘Certified

16 erans Affairs shall begin to make appointments of profes-
17 sional psychologists in the Veterans IHealth Administra-
18 tion under section 7401(3) of title 38, United States Code
19 (as amended by subsection (a)), not later than 1 year after
