Whereas, as instruments of democracy, librarians provide citi-

zens with a full range of informational resources needed 

to live, learn, govern, and work; 

Whereas librarians prepare children for life-long learning and 

help inspire in them a love of reading; 

Whereas there are over 127,000 librarians in the United 

States serving in academic and public settings; 
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Whereas many librarians are experts in various specialized 

fields such as business, medicine, law, government, reli-

gion, and military affairs; and 

Whereas, as brokers of knowledge, librarians assist citizens in 

their intellectual pursuits and promote a global informa-

tion society: Now, therefore, be it
