(a) ECONOMIC ASSISTANCE RECIPIENTS.—Section
116 of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 (22 U.S.C.
2151n) is amended by adding at the end the following:

“(2) In addition to the requirements of subsections
(d) and (f), the report required by subsection (d) shall in-
clude a description of the nature and extent of the pro-
motion of violence and hatred in the curriculum (including
textbooks and any other related materials) of schools in
the foreign country, including the promotion of anti-Amer-
icanism, anti-Semitism, and racism.”.

(b) SECURITY ASSISTANCE RECIPIENTS.—Section

5028 of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 (22 U.S.C.
2304) is amended by adding at the end the following:

“(1) In addition to the requirements of subsections
(b) and (h), the report required by subsection (b) shall
include a deseription of the nature and extent of the pro-
motion of violence and hatred in the curriculum (including
textbooks and any other related materials) of schools in
the foreign country, including the promotion of anti-Amer-
icanism, anti-Semitism, and racism.”.
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
