Section 315 of the Federal Election Campaign Act 5

of 1971 (2 U.S.C. 441a), as amended by section 304(a) 6

of the Bipartisan Campaign Finance Reform Act of 2002, 7

is amended by adding at the end the following new sub-8

section: 9

‘‘(k) LIMITATIONS ON REPAYMENT OF PERSONAL 10

LOANS MADE BY CANDIDATE TO COMMITTEE.—An au-11

thorized committee of a winning candidate for an election 12

for Federal office occurring after December 2003 which 13

received a personal loan from the candidate may not make 14

any repayment with respect to such loan on or after the 15

date on which the candidate begins serving in the office.’’.16
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
