Whereas for more than 50 years since the Korean War, a 

close relationship has existed between the United States 

and the Republic of Korea, which has been of enormous 

economic, cultural, and strategic advantage to both na-

tions; and 

Whereas President George W. Bush and President Roh Moo 

Hyun have demonstrated their mutual willingness to 

forge a deeper alliance between the United States and the 

Republic of Korea to enhance stability of the region:
