This Act may be cited as the “Ensuring Quality and
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Access to Cancer Care Act of 20047,
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SEC. 2. TRANSITIONAL ADJUSTMENT TO PHYSICIAN FEE

SCHEDULE FOR DRUG ADMINISTRATION
SERVICES FURNISHED TO MEDICARE BENE-
FICIARIES.

(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 303(a)(4)(B)(ii) of the
Medicare Preseription Drug, Improvement, and Mod-
ernization Act of 2003 (Public Law 108-173; 117 Stat.
2237) is amended by striking “3 percent” and inserting
“32 percent”’.

(b) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendment made by
this section shall take effect as if included in the enact-
ment of section 303(a)(4) of the Medicare Prescription
Drug, Improvement, and Modernization Act of 2003 (Pub-
lic Law 108-173; 117 Stat. 2237).
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
