Section 306 of title 37, United States Code, is 5

amended—6

(1) in subsection (a), by inserting ‘‘under sec-7

tion 201 of this title, or the compensation under sec-8

tion 206 of this title,’’ after ‘‘is entitled to the basic 9

pay’’; 10
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(2) by redesignating subsections (b) through (e) 1

as subsections (c) through (f), respectively; and 2

(3) by inserting after subsection (a) the fol-3

lowing new subsection (b): 4

‘‘(b) In the case of an officer who is a member of 5

the National Guard or a member of a reserve component, 6

special pay under subsection (a) shall be paid at the rate 7

of 1⁄30 of the monthly rate authorized by that subsection 8

for each day of the performance of duties described in that 9

subsection.’’.10
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
