(2) by adding at the end the following: 10
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‘‘(3) To recommend to Congress a plan to carry 1

out the activities recommended under paragraph (2). 2

‘‘(4) To carry out other related activities in 3

support of the duties carried out under paragraphs 4

(1) through (3).’’. 5

(B) by striking the first sentence and in-15

serting: ‘‘Not later than June 24, 2004, the 16

Commission shall submit an interim report to 17

(C) in the second sentence, by striking 19

(3) by adding at the end the following: 21

‘‘(c) FINAL REPORT.—Not later than April 30, 2010, 22

the Commission shall submit a final report to Congress. 23
