Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Union Member Free-
dom From Strikes Act of 2005,

SEC. 2. MEMBERSHIP RIGHT TO VOTE ON CONTRACTS.

Section 8(b) of the National Labor Relations Act (29
U.S.C. 158(b)) is amended—
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(1) by striking “and” at the end of paragraph
(6);

(2) by striking the period at the end of the
paragraph (7) and inserting a semicolon; and

(3) by adding at the end the following:

“(8) to strike an employer unless the employees
of the collective bargaining unit engaged in the
strike have voted by secret ballot to reject the last
contract offer proposed by such employer; and”.
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
