paragraphs (C) and (D) of section 904(d)(3)) to in-11

come of the related person which is not subpart F 12

income. For purposes of this paragraph, interest 13

shall include factoring income which is treated as in-14

come equivalent to interest for purposes of para-15

graph (1)(E). The Secretary shall prescribe such 16

regulations as may be appropriate to prevent the 17

abuse of the purposes of this paragraph.’’. 18

(b) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendment made by 19

this section shall apply to taxable years of foreign corpora-20

tions ending after January 1, 2005, and to taxable years 21

of United States shareholders with or within which such 22

taxable years of foreign corporations end. 23
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
