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SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE; REFERENCES.

(a) SHORT TrrLE.—This Act may be cited as the

“Credit Rating Agency Duopoly Relief Act of 2006,

(b) REFERENCES.—Except as otherwise expressly
provided, whenever in this Act an amendment or repeal
1s expressed n terms of an amendment to, or repeal of,
a section or other provision, the reference shall be consid-
ered to be made to a section or other provision of the Secu-
rities Exchange Act of 1934 (15 U.S.C. 78a et seq.).

SEC. 2. FINDINGS.

Upon the basis of facts disclosed by the record and
report of the Securities and Exchange Commission made
pursuant to section 702 of the Sarbanes-Oxley Act of
2002 (116 Stat. 797), hearings before the House Com-
mittee on Financial Services during the 108th and 109th
Congresses, comment letters to the concept releases and
proposed rules of the Securities and Exchange Commis-
sion, and facts otherwise disclosed and ascertained, the
Congress finds that—

(1) credit rating agencies are of national con-
cern, in that, among other things—

(A) their ratings, publications, writings,
analyses, and reports are furnished and distrib-
uted, and their contracts, subscription agree-
ments, and other arrangements with clients are
negotiated and performed, by the use of the

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mails and means and instrumentalities of inter-
state commerce;

(B) their ratings, publications, writings,
analyses, and reports customarily relate to the
purchase and sale of securities traded on securi-
ties exchanges and 1in interstate over-the-
counter markets, securities issued by companies
engaged in business in interstate commerce,
and securities issued by national banks and
member banks of the Federal Reserve System;

(C) the foregoing transactions occur in
such volume as substantially to affect interstate
commerce, and securities markets, the national
banking system, and the national economy; and

(D) their regulation serves the compelling
interest of investor protection; and
(2) the Securities and Exchange Commission—

(A) has, through its staff designation of
certain credit rating agencies as nationally rec-
ognized statistical rating organizations, created
an artificial barrier to entry for new partici-
pants; and

(B) would, in its latest proposed rule defin-
ing nationally recognized statistical rating orga-

nizations, codify and strengthen this barrier.
