Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
twes of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Social Security Num-

ber Privacy and Protection Act”.
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SEC. 2. ALTERATION OF SELECTIVE SERVICE REMINDER

MAILBACK CARD TO REDUCE RISK OF THEFT
OF SOCIAL SECURITY ACCOUNT NUMBERS.

Not later than two years after the date of the enact-
ment of this Act, the Director of Selective Service shall
alter the form of the Selective Service reminder mailback
card, or the method by which the card is submitted to
the Selective Service System, to reduce the risk of theft
of social security account numbers included as part of the
identifying information required from persons presenting
themselves for registration under the Military Selective
Service Act (50 U.S.C. App. 451 et seq.).

SEC. 3. ELIMINATION OF SOCIAL SECURITY ACCOUNT NUM-
BER FROM MEDICARE, MEDICAID, AND SCHIP
IDENTIFICATION CARDS.

(a) MEDICARE.—Section 1874 of the Social Security
Act (42 U.S.C. 1395kk) is amended by adding at the end
the following new subsection:

“(d) Any individual identification or similar card
issued to carry out this title shall not contain the social
security account number of any individual, but may con-
tain another identification number or code as the Sec-
retary may specify. Nothing in this subsection shall be
construed as preventing the use of social security account

numbers for claims or other purposes under this title.”.
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(b) MEDICAID.—Section 1902(a)(48) of such Act (42

U.S.C. 1396a(a)(48)) is amended by inserting before the
semicolon at the end the following: “and, in issuing any
individual identification card to carry out this title, pro-
vide that the card shall not contain the social security ac-
count number of any individual (but may contain another
identification number or code as the State may specify and
this paragraph shall not be construed as preventing the
use of social security account numbers for claims or other
purposes under this title)”.

(¢) SCHIP.—Section 2102(b) of such Act (42 U.S.C.
1397bb(b)) is amended by adding at the end the following
new paragraph:

“(5)  RESTRICTIONS ON  IDENTIFICATION

CARDS.—Any individual identification or similar

card issued to carry out this title shall not contain
the social security account number of any individual
but may contain another identification number or
code as the State may specify. Nothing in this para-
oraph shall be construed as preventing the use of so-
cial security account numbers for claims or other
purposes under this title.”.

(d) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendments made by

this section shall take effect two years after the date of
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I the enactment of this Act and shall apply to individual
identification cards issued on or after such effective date.

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SEC. 5. SENSE OF CONGRESS REGARDING REMOVAL OF SO-

CIAL SECURITY ACCOUNT NUMBERS FROM

It is the sense of Congress that health insurers should
not use social security account numbers on insurance iden-
tification or claims cards issued to beneficiaries, but
should substitute another identification code or number

mstead.
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
