(1) IN GENERAL.—Subject to paragraph 7

(2), the repeal made by subsection (a) shall 8

take effect on the date of the enactment of this 9

Act and shall apply to any alien admitted or pa-10

roled into the United States on or after the 11

date of the enactment of this Act. 12
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(2) TRANSITION.—The repeal made by 1

subsection (a) shall not apply to any alien ad-2

mitted or paroled into the United States before 3

the date of the enactment of this Act. 4
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
