(a) SHORT TITLE.—This Act may be cited as the
“John Li. Burton Trail Act”.

(b) DESIGNATION OF JOIHN L. BURTON TRAIL.—Any
trail authorized by the final management plan under sec-

tion H01(1) of Public Law 105-33 (111 Stat. 1613) for
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Headwaters Forest Reserve, California, that is con-
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structed to provide access to the southern end of the
