(a) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 90 days after the 4

date of enactment of this Act, the Secretary of Energy 5

shall submit to Congress a report describing existing plans 6

and procedures of the Department of Energy relating to 7

a significant interruption, as determined by the Secretary, 8

in the transmission of petroleum or a petroleum-related 9

product. 10

(b) INCLUSIONS.—The report under subsection (a) 11

(1) a description of the method by which the 13

Secretary shall notify the Governor and any Federal 14
