(a) COVERAGE OF ELECTIONS.—Section 102 of the
Uniformed and Overseas Citizens Absentee Voting Act (42
U.S.C. 1973ff~1) is amended by adding at the end the
following new subsection:

“(e) COVERAGE OF ELECTIONS FOR CERTAIN OF-
FICES IN AMERICAN SAMOA.—The provisions of this sec-
tion (other than subsections (a)(3) and (c)) shall apply
with respect to an election for the office of Governor of
American Samoa and an election for the House of Rep-
resentatives of the Legislature of American Samoa in the
same manner as such provisions apply with respect to an
election for Federal office.”.

(b) EFrFECTIVE DATE.—The amendment made by
subsection (a) shall apply with respect to the regularly
scheduled general election held in November 2008 and

each succeeding election.
