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Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. INCREASED AVERAGE FUEL ECONOMY OF THE

FEDERAL FLEET.

Section 32917(b)(1) of title 49, United States Code,
is amended by striking “‘at least the greater of—"" and
all that follows and inserting “at least—

“(A) 27.5 miles per gallon for the year be-
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einning on January 1, 2009; and
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“(B) for the year beginning January 1,
2010, and each year thereafter, the fuel econ-
omy required for the previous year increased by
at least 2 miles per gallon, until a requirement

of 40 miles per gallon is reached.”.
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
