(c) COMPOSITION OF PANEL.—The panel shall in-20

clude representatives of the jurisdictions that comprise the 21

ered for inclusion in the National Capital Region under 23

subsection (b)(1). 24
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(d) REPORT TO CONGRESS.—Not later than 18 1

months after the date of the first meeting of the panel, 2

the panel shall transmit to the Secretary and Congress 3

a report containing the recommendations of the panel. 4
