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SEC. 2. FINDINGS.
Congress finds that—

(1) the safety of the food supply of the United
States is vital to—

(A) the health of the citizens of the United
States;

(B) the preservation of the confidence of
those citizens in the food supply of the United
States; and

(C) the success of the food sector of the
United States economy;

(2) the United States has the safest food supply
in the world, and maintaining a secure domestic food
supply is imperative for the national security of the
United States;

(3) in a report published by the Government
Accountability Office in January 2007, the Comp-
troller General of the United States desecribed food
safety oversight as 1 of the 29 high-risk program

areas of the Federal Government; and
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1 (4) the task of preserving the safety of the food
2 supply of the United States is complicated by pres-
3 sures relating to—

4 (A) food products that are smuggled or im-
5 ported into the United States without being
6 screened, monitored, or inspected as required by
7 law; and

8 (B) the need to improve the enforcement of
9 the United States in reducing the quantity of
10 food products that are—

(5) SMUGGLED FOOD PRODUCT.—The term
“smuggled food product” means a prohibited human
or animal food product that a person fraudulently
brings into the United States.

(6) SECRETARY.—The term ‘“‘Secretary’” means

the Secretary of Agriculture.

SEC. 4. FOOD SAFETY TRAINING, PERSONNEL, AND CO-

ORDINATION.
(a) DEPARTMENT.—

(1) TRAINING PROGRAMS.—

(A) AGRICULTURAL SPECIALISTS.

(1) ESTABLISHMENT.—The Secretary
shall establish training programs to edu-
cate each Federal employee who is em-
ployed in a position described in section
421(2) of the Homeland Security Act of
2002 (6 U.S.C. 231(2)) on issues relating
to food safety and agroterrorism.
