Whereas protecting, preserving, and showecasing the intrinsic
qualities that make Liouisiana a one-of-a-kind experience
is the mission of the Creole Nature Trail All-American
Road,;

Whereas the horrific experience and the devastating long-
term effects of Hurricanes Katrina and Rita will play a

major role in the history of the United States;
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Whereas a science center of this caliber will educate and mo-
tivate young and old in the fields of meteorology, environ-
mental science, sociology, conservation, economics, his-
