For purposes of any determination of rights under 8

title III of the Central Intelligence Agency Retirement Act 9

(50 U.S.C. 2001 et seq.), Valerie Plame Wilson of Wash-10

ington, District of Columbia, shall be considered to have 11

met the age and consent requirements that apply under 12
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section 233(a) of such Act (50 U.S.C. 2053(a)) by virtue 1

of section 302(b) of such Act (50 U.S.C. 2152(b)).
